MADRID FESTIVITIES

AMERICAN ENVOY AND SUITE
INSTALLED IN PALACE.

MADRID, May 20..The arrival today of
the foreign princes and envoys adds to the
glitter and pomp with which this city Is
Invested for the royal wedding. The
American, Italian and Portuguese delega¬
tions were among the earliest arrivals,
while princes, archdukes and grand dukes
representing the reigning houses of Europe,
with dazzling retinues, arrived continuous¬
ly during the afternoon.
Mr. Whitrldge. the American envoy, ac¬

companied by his family and his military
and naval staff, reached Madrid after mid¬
night, owing to a Wight accident to his
train. Mr. Whitrldge was highly gratified
at the splendid quarters given him in the
Plno-Hermoeo palace, regarding It as a

manifestation of Spain's cordiality to tht
United States. Along the front of the
palace are looped garlands of red and
white roses and over the massive doorway
Is the cscutcheon of the United States
framed in prismatic glass, through which
electric lights produce a glittering effect.

Old Glory Floats From Palace.
The wings of the palace are fronted

with huge escutcheons of Spain and Bat-
tenberg, each framed with electric prisms.
The stars and stripes float from an upper
window of the palace, the staircase is
transformed into a flower garden and the
stately Interior Is hung with many of the
government gobelin tapestries. Detach¬
ments of cavalry and civil guards are in
constant attendance.
Mr. Whitridge received Mr. Collier, the

American minister, this morning, and dis¬
cussed the program for the American en¬
voy's reception. At 4 o'clock this afternoon
Mr. Whitrldge. escorted by a troop of
hussars, will visit the foreign minister, the
Duke of Almodovar, present his credentials
and arrange for an audience with King Al¬
fonso, at which a sealed autograph letter
from President Roosevelt to the king will
be presented. This probably will be to¬
morrow. as the king was overwhelmed to¬
day by arriving princes.
An unique feature of the festivities this

afternoon was the ascension of twelve bal¬
loons from the Aero Club Park. The per¬
fect weather lent to the success of the
event, the lllght of the balloons over th®
city being: witnessed by the royal family
from Pardo Palace.

IMPROVEMENTS ORDERED.

Water Mains, Sewers and Repairs to
Bridges and Railways.

The District Commissioners have issued
the following orders for the improvement
of the city:
That the following water main he laid

and service sewer constructed under the
provisions of an act of Congress approved
April 22, 1904, the same being neces.-ary in
the judgment of the Commissioners for the
public safety, health, comfort and con¬
venience:
Sewer along the north side of M street

northwest between 16th and 17th streets,
abutting lots 20 and 21, square 182.
One hundred and seventy-two feet, more

or less, of eight-inch water main in Half
street between L and M streets southeast.
That the west sidewalk and parking space

of 16th street from the intersection of
Mount Pleasant street north to the grano¬
lithic sidewalk be cut down to the curb
grade by the chain gang, the material so
excavated to be hauled into the fill of 16th
street north of Oak street; estimated cost.
$700, chargeable to the appropriation for
grading streets, alleys and roads.
That an outlet sewer be constructed along

the. north side of M street northwest, from
16th street westward 135 feet, at an esti¬
mated cost of $330, chargeable to the ap¬
propriation for main and pipe sewers.
That bridge No. 36 (K street northwest,

erossin Rock creek) be re.ioored. at an esti¬
mated cost of $300, chargeable to the ap¬
propriation for construction and repair of
bridges, 1906-07.
That bridge No. 38 <K street southwest,

crossing James creek canal) be refloored at
an estimated cost of $300, chargeable to the
appropriation for construction and repair of
bridges, 1006-07.
That the following roadways be resur¬

faced, chargeable to the appropriation for
repairs to streets:
K street northwest between 13th and 14th

streets; estimated cost, $3,500.
ArounjJ Iowa Circle northwest; estimated

cost, $0,000.
North side of Pennsylvania avenue south¬

east between 2d and 8th streets; estimated
cost, $10,500.
P street northwest between 11th and 13th

streets; estimated cost, $3,000.
H street northwest between 5th and 9th

streets; estimated cost, $7,500.
The west side of 14th street northwest

between R and T streets; estimated cost,
$5,000.

FIELDS TELLS HIS SECRETS.

Mutual Life Methods Laid Bare to
Grand Jury.

Andrew C. Fields, the Mutual Life's for¬
mer legislative agent and superintendent of
supplies, was a witness yesterday afternoon
before the special grand Jury which Is in¬
vestigating the insurance cases in New
York cJty. Fields made a clean breast of
the scandal In the Mutual's supply depart¬
ment. and told District Attorney Jerome
everything that he desired to know. As a

result of Field's testimony it is under¬
stood that at least three officers of the
Mutual Life under the old regime and pos¬
sibly one or two trustees are seriously im¬
plicated In what took place In the supply
department.
While Fields was telling all to District

Attorney Jerome It became know that the
management of the Mutual Life had ob¬
tained a full confession from a clerk In the
supply department explaining the disap¬
pearance of important records from that
department last fall.
Fields was one of the most important

witnesses that the district attorney ex¬

pected to examine in connection with the
grand Jury investigation. Mr. Jerome had
established the fact that an Immense
amount of money.probably $100,400 a year
.had been diverted through the padded
bill system which the supply department
had in operation with the Lysander Law-1'
rence Stationery Company. Fields held the
connecting link between the evidence al¬
ready adduced and men higher up in the
Mutual, and It Is understood that that la
what Mr. Jerome got in Field's half hour
visit to the Jury room.

It Is expected now that Mr. Jerome will
get definite action on the Mutual cases
from the special Jury by June 10. He had
expected to use that Jury merely to sift
the evidence and get It into shape for pre¬
sentation to the next regular grand Jury.

George Johansen, a sailor, committed sui¬
cide at Philadelphia yesterday, where he
was held for the murder of his wife.

He shot his wife Ave times. He escaped,
but was arrested on the following day.

AFTER CEOMWELL NOW

SENATOR MORGAN RESUMES HIS

EXAMINATION.

The Former Explain* His Refusal tc»

Reply to Certain

Questions.

William Kelson Cromwell was before tn*
Striate committee'on interoceanlc canals
today and was examined by Senator Mor¬
gan under hi* motion to compel the witness
to answer certain questions relative to tne

s&Ie of the canal prpperty to the tried
States. The examination wed begun by
Mr. Morgan by calling attention to a letter
written by Secretary Taft to Mr. Cromwell
in which the former referred to the witness
as having negotiated the sale.

"I believe you admitted that you nego¬
tiated the sale," said Mr. Morgan.
"That Is not correct," replied \lr. Crom¬

well, whereupon be was told lo state 'he
situation himself. A declina'.lon to ma-e

any statement was met by a demand iro'n
Mr Morgan, grounded on the fact that
hti statement had been charactui saed as not
accurate.
Mr. Cromwell explained that profession¬

ally he assisted in negotiations of tiie site,
but he was interrupted by Mr. Mor^n,
who said:
"Secretary Taft says you negotiate! the

sale to the government. L% that correct?'
Senator H©spins Protests.

At this point Senator Hopkins protested
that one witness could not be compelled to
pass on the accuracy of a statement ma.le
by another witness, and that if the witness
declared the statement of Secretary Taft
to be incorrect it would have the effect of
impeaching the Secretary.
Entering an emphatic disclaimer of any

such intention, Mr Morgan slid that
thought would not have entered the mind
of any but a suspicious nature.
Senators Morgan and Hopkins disputed

for some time the relevancy of the ques¬
tion, during whii-h the former remarked,rather sharply, that he was not molding his
words to suit Secretary Taft or the senator
from Illinois.
"Very well, then, 1 insist upon my objec¬

tion," said Mr. Hopkins.
"I will put the question in any manner to

suif the delicate sensibilities of the senator
from Illinois," s i Id Mr. Morgan, but he was
not compelled to do so. for the reason that
the committee upheld the relevancy of the
question.
Mr. Cromwell said he thought Secretary

Taft had used the word "negotiated" in a
broad, liberal sense, and that while profes¬
sionally he assisted in the completion of the
offer of sale, he had done so a,* counsel for
the New Panama Canal Company and at no
time as the representative of the United
States. He declined to enter further into
the subject.
Senator Morgan put into the record a let¬

ter he had received from Secretary Root in¬
closing several documents on file at the
State Department relative to the sale, in¬
cluding one of October 31. 1903. entitled,
"The basis for the sale of the new Panama
canal property."

Mr. Cromwell Explains Refusal.
An extended examination of the witness

was conducted concerning these documents,
during which Mr. Cromwell explained his
refusals to answer certain questions. He
said he did not refuse out of disrespect to
the committee, but that the examination
was devoted solely to his relations ta hio
clients, and lie was therefore entitled not to
reply.
Senator Morgan ordered the explanation

stricken out on the ground that it was not
in reply to a question, but Senators Hop¬
kins and Dryden would not permit it. They
Insisted that the witness should be per¬
mitted to make explanations of his attitude
when the remarks were addressed to the
committee.
At 12:45 o'clock the committee adjourned

until 10:30 o'clock tomorrow.
