The Senate yesterday recelved the con-
ference reporis on the railroad rate and
statehood bills and heard the announcement
of the result of the deliberations of the
committee on privileges and elections In the
case of Senator Smoot. In the case of Sena-
tor Smoot, Senator Burrows, who made the
statement as chalrman of the committee,
asked that a day be fixed for Lthe considera-
tion of the subject, but objection was made,
because the official report was not ready
for comsideration, and on that account the
further consideration of the subject was
postponed. There was no discussion of
either the statehood er the rate question.

The consideration of the joint resolution
relating (o the purchase of Panama canal
supplies from American bidders, except
when they are extortionute and unreason-
able, consumed the major part of the ses-
sion, and It closed by the adoption of the

resolution by practically a party vote. The
democrats sought in many forms, but In
vain, to s:cure the adoption of an amend-
ment that would commit Congress against
the protectlve system. The only amend-
ment a'l.(IopIo:!I was one suggested by Benator
Pettus, providing that bids shall be from
the lowest responsible bidders,

After passing a large number of private
pension bills the Senate adjourned until
Monday.

Senator Bacon’'s Argument.

After The Star's report yesierday closed
Senator Eaeon continued his argument in
favor of his amendment to the supply pur-
chase bill, providing that no greater prices
should be paid for domestlc articles than s
pald for similar articles exported and sold
abroad.

He said that

many articles of American

manufacture were sold abroad at much
lower prices than were obtalned in the
United States for the same articles, and

had read two letters citing such =sales In the
matier of steel raifls. In one instance it ap-
peared that the same mill had =old rails to
a Texas-Mexico road at the rate of $23 In
Texas and at §24 in Mexico.

To this Senator Aldrich replied ghat “it s
a well-known fact that producers in the
United States and clsewhere sell at a less
price in forelgn markets than to their regu-
lar customers at home; but this fact has
never affected the decision of the people
of the United States as to what our eco-
nomic poliey should be.”

Senator Morgan followed In a general
speech on the canal question, condemning
the principle on which the resolution was
based and urging that the contract system
be adopted. He did not especially urge
that the entire work should be embraced
in one contract, but that if necessary nu-
merous contracts should be entered into.
He sald that many dredges and many
steam shovels would be needed and that
unless there was a general contract cover-
ing them no one would be prepared to sup-
ply them. He declared that under the
present system the ecanal would not be
completed within thirty years He belleved
the present effort at leglslation calculated
to belittle the subject because this was a
land of law and not of discretion in indi-
viduals, however high their position. He
sald, however, that he belleved in preferring

the products of the 1Tnited States. Inci-
dentally, he said that the United States
should take the canal out of the control
of the “New York trust,”” Wwhich, he said,
was “‘holding on to the control because
of the profit there is In It.”

CONTEST FOR HONORS IN WEST

- WHEELING, W. Va., June 2.—The con-
gresslonal district wiich offers the repub-
licans the least encouragement is to be the
scene of thelr most intense activity for the
nomination. This is the second district,
which Col. Thomas B. Davis captured at
a special election to fill the Judge Dayton
vacancy just about a year ago. It Is the
oniy one of the filve districlts where there
are two democratic countles which have
good organizations and the democracy
comes nearer to organization generally In
the second than the other districts com-
bined.

The contest for the republican nomination
will be bitter. Therein may originate causes
for another democratic victory. The sec-
ond 4district has always been debatable
ground and was carrled by Dayton each
election after the hardest kind of battling.
Now the republicans are far away from
the old-time harmony In that portion of
the state. The wounds engendered by the
Dawson-Teter scrap were the deepest there.
They were displayed last year when Lakin,
the republican nominee, went down to de-
feat because of the governor's accredited
interest in his nomination over the large
field of rivals. Added to that complication
were the dissatisfaction and apprehension

due to the new tax laws, now much less
in evidence, yet possible of belng a factor.

But Two Candidates.

The two prominent candidates are N. G.
Keim of Elkins and George C. Sturgiss of
Morgantown, representing formerly if they
do not now the Dawson and Teter divis-
lons. It Is assured that the lines will be
drawn between them on that issue, or,
which is about the same, as between the
Dayton and anti-Dayten elements, Keim
drawing from the Dayton-Teter crowd and
Sturgiss from the tax reformers and the
forees which were always arrayved against
Dayton in conventions, Sturgiss endeav-
ored to defeat Dayion when he was last
nominated at the Grafton convention, with
_Smm Senator Forman of (Grant county,
Just about the time the tax reform agita-
tion was raging and upon that unrelated
issue. BSturgiss was pressed to come for-
ward himself at the Keyser convention last
Year, but swung his Influence to Lakin,
who defeated Keim and half a dozen others
after a struggle that went to the limit of
thirty-three ballote,

As between Keim and Sturglss
point of ability there will not be
versy, Sturgiss is a strong man
tually, and that he would be a credit to
the state at Washington s conceded by
those who oppose him. He announces in
his platform that he is a Rooses repub-
lican and is standing for the squure deal,
It was a s=simliar announcement when he
stood for the nomination for the state sen-
ate a few Years ago that turned the cor-
porations agalnst him and blocked his am-
bition, He is president of the state board
of trade and was once the republican nom-
inee for governor.

John J. Cornwell to make the race. Of all
the republican conventions this wvear the
second district's congressional gathering
will be the most picturesque and most bit-
terly contested. Senator Elkins did not
look kindly on Keim before, because Keim
comes from his own county, and therefore
Randolph county might be accused of a de-
sire to monopolize the offices.

Hubbard Is now accounted a cinch by the
talent, and Capt. Dovener has come out
with a public statement that he will retire
if given one .more term, which has been
construed as a confesslon of weakness,
Dovener's friends are striving to stem the
Hubbard tide with thiz appeal, and admit
that if Ohio county, the home of both can-
didates, gives Hubbard a majority of the
delegates Dovener will not make a contest
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in the other counties. This situation |s
also based on the assumption that Lewis,

That it costs more to be a candidate for
office with succeeding campaigns is illus-
trated by the assessments imposed by the
Ohio county republlican executive commit-
tee. Candidates for Congress have been
taxed each; candidates for the state
senate, $200 each. The other countles In
their districts are levying proportionately.
Added to the personal expeéenses a siale
senatorial eandidate must undergo, and the
fact that his galary for his four-year term
amounts to $300 and mileage, running for
the legislature is accounted to be a costly
game,

Union of Two Local Churches May

CHAIRMAN BURTON SUBMITS RE-
PORT ON HIS BILL.

Future Permits for the Use of Waters
of the Niagara River Revocable
After Three Years.

Chalrman Burton of the House rivers and
harbors committee yesterday submitied his
report upon the bill to protect Niagara
Falls. After detailing what has been done
in ;lao way of taking water from the river
and the negotiations regarding the preser-
wg'.!on of the falls, the rgv-;lul'l f‘ﬂ}'ﬁ g

The committee regards the Jurisdiction of
the United States over Nlagara river as un-
questionable, because It I8 a navigable
Stream In the greater part of Its length,
and although the waters in some purtons
are not naviguble by reason of falls and
rapids, the control of such portlons |s es-
sential to its adequate mantenance for
purposes of navigation. Jurgdiction s
more especially manifest because It is a
boundary stream. It is the duty and re-
sponsibility of any country to provide for
the defense of its borders. By the Consti-
tullon of the United States Congress may
provide for the ecommon defense Under
these circumstances it is the undoubted
right, as well as the duty of the law-mak-
ing power, to exerclse control over this
stream, which forms the boundary line be-
tween the United BStates and Canada.
Should Congress degide that In those por-
tions where rapids exist or where naviga-
tlon exists the water should flow in I8
present condition, without depletion or
version, it would seem that no Judicial or
other authority could review {ts action In
the premises.

“It Is a matter of some surprise that the
companies which have proceeded to divert
the waters of the river under the authority
of the state of New York have n ver ap-
pealed to Congress or to the federal EOv-
ernment to confirm the authiorily granted
by that state. It |s thought best by the
committee that this authority should now
be exerted, not merely for the preservation
of the scenlec grandeur of Niagura Falls,
but for the malntenance wigation and
the proper contral of the river as a bound-
ary stream; nevertheless, {t must

e recoR-
nized that the companies which have ob-
talned franchises from the state of New
York, In view of the very large expend-
itures which they have made, have certain
cquities which must be res pected,

“In the bIll presented a very larsge re-
sponsibility s impesed upon the 8 retary
of War. This course has been maturely
congldered and has seemed desirable, be-
| cauge the question of Impalrment of the
scenic beauty of the cutaract and of the in-
terference with navigablilty or the Integ-

rity of Niagara river as a boundary stream
is largely one of hydraulic engineering,”
The biil authoriges:
“"The Issuance of permlts to indlviduals,

companies or corporations already using
water to the extent to which water Is now
being used.

“The Issuance of further permlis, both
for the dlversion of water on the side of

the United States and for the transmission
of electricity created by water power from

the Canadlan side; this, however, in all
cases, with the limitation that s permita
ghall not Impalr the scenle grandeur of

Nlagara F
or Its Integr

“The Presldent of the United States 1s
requested to open negotiations with the
government of Great Hritaln for the pur=
poge of effectually providing by suitable
treaty, such regulations and control of
the waters of Nlagara river and its tribu-

tarles as wlll preserve the scenic grandeur
of Niagara Falls and of the raplds of the
said river.

“All permits to be granted under the hill
