NATIONAL LAW SCHOOL
Diplomas Presented to Gradu¬

ates Last Evening.

EVERY STATE REPRESENTED

Class Congratulated "Upon Choice of
Profession.

MR. CARUSI AWARDS DEGREES

Names of Prize Winners.Gold Med

als and Special Gifts.Per¬

sonnel of Committees.

Degrees in law were conferred upon near¬
ly a hundred men at the thirty-seventh an¬
nual commencement of the National Uni¬
versity Law School at the New National
Theater last evening. Every state and ter¬
ritory of the Union was represented in the
graduating class, as were also England.
Germany. Mexico, Venezuela, Santo Do¬
mingo and the insular possessions of the
United States, Hawaii, Philippine Islands
and Porto Rico. The exercises were at¬
tended by a large audience of friends of
the students and the institution.
Representative John J. Jenkins of Wis¬

consin, chairman of the House judiciary
committee, delivered the address to the
graduates. At the opening of his remarks
he congratulated the members of the class
upon their choice of the leRal profession
and upon the successful prosecution of
their scholastic studies. He said the selec¬
tion they-had made for their life work was

a compliment to their intelligence and a

significant expression of their integrity.
"Every gentleman." Representative Jen¬

kins declared, "who enters the profession of

law shows that he is a man and demon¬
strates that he Is a person of worth In the
world. The country needs more lawyers.
It needs more minds so trained and skilled
in the law as to be able to deal intelligently
with the intricate and perplexing questions
that constantly arise in the government of
a great republic in an age of advanced
civilization."

Increasing Need of Lawyers.
The speaker referred to the increasing

need of lawyers of ability in the formation
of state laws and in the regulation of inter¬
state relations. He declared the firm con¬
viction that there will never be any more
sectional strife of a serious nature in this
country, but said that the smooth and har¬
monious working of the internal machinery
of government requires that the law shall
be widely and thoroughly known. The fu¬
ture of this country, lie declared, depends
upon a firm adherence to the great funda¬
mental principles of right and justice, and
added that a solemn obligation to conserve
those alms rested upon every man sent
forth with the diploma of the university.
"If there is any one thing more than

another that I would urge upon you," he
said, "it it? that you should be honest in
every aspect of your professional career.
If you are fortunate enough to coiiect a
claim never withhold any of the money for
your own use. You must not only be
straight in money matters, but you must
be honest before the judge, before the
Jury and before the people. I have never
known a man to succeed in law who was
not honest and straightforward in his deal¬
ings with the Judge and in his attitude be¬
fore the jury. If you are not honest the
people will soon discover it and will con¬
stantly shun you."

Honesty of Action and Purpose.
Representative Jenkins told the graduates

that If they made honesty of action and
purpose their rule of life they would not
only succeed before the Judges of the earth,
but would be able to titand at last before
the great Judge of all. At the conclusion
of his address Representative Jenkins was
loudly applauded and a as presented with
a beautiful bouquet of tiowers.

Introducing Representative Jenkins. Prof.
Slddons referred to the honorable history
of the school, declaring that the excellent
work It had done and is doing was evi¬
denced by the character and accomplish¬
ments of the men whom It had sent out
with its seu! and approval. He stated that
the university had adopted a method of in¬
struction peculiarly Its own and asserted
that the worth of that system of teaching
had been thoroughly demonstrated. It had

MB. TESKES' TRIP.

To Go to Europe to Investigate as to
Denatured Alcohol.

President Roosevelt has directed John VY.
Yerkes, commissioner of internal revenue,
to proceed to Europe to fully investigate
the operations of the laws of the various
countries as to denatured alcohol. 3|r.
Yerkes is expected to leave in a short tlmo

and to remain abroad several months. He
will be aided by the diplomatic and con¬

sular representatives of this country.
The law passed by Congress a few days

ago as to denatured alcohol, and now In
the hands of the President for his signature,
provides for regulations to be made by the
commissioner of Internal revenue. Much
depends on how these regulations are made,
as to whether denatured alcohol becomes
cheap enough for fuel or not. The oDject
of the trop of Mr. Yerkes is to study the
foreign laws and their effects. He will do
this carefully.
