RAILWAY IN PROSPECT.

Interest In Proposed Extension.Gen¬
eral News of Herndon.

Special Correspondence of The Star.
HERNDON, Va., June 12, 1800.

Renewed interest is manifested In this
section in the matter of the extension of the
Great Falls and Old Dominion railway from
the Great Falls to the Shenandoah valley,
it being reported that an offer of $60,000
has been made by Leesburg and vicinity for
the extension of the road In that direction;
and further, it Is reported, the Great Falls
company has determined upon the con¬
struction of an additional fourteen miles of
road aa soon as th£ work of double track¬
ing the present line has been completed.
Whether this extension is to be made in
the direction of Leesburg. Vienna or Hern¬
don. Is not intimated, but it Is known that
a gentleman who has been very active in
making surveys \and obtaining options of
right of way, and who is closely connected
with railroad interest Jn the north, is con¬
fident that the first move on the part of the
road will be in the direction of Vienna, and
this opinion Is also expressed by Influential
persons at Fairfax Court House, through
which place, it is said, the new line will
pass.

It Is known that the hydro-electric plant
now building at Millvllle, W. Va., for the
Winchester and Washington City Railway
Company is nearing completion, and that
when the details of that part of the com¬
pany's project which Involves the trans¬
mission of electric power Into the towns
of Charles Town, W. Va., and Berryville
and Winchester, Va., has been completed
the matter of actual railroad construction
will be taken up. It is understood that the
first part of the Winchester company's
project wl'.I Involve an outlay of more than
$200,000.
Mr. S. H. Hansbrough, the president, and

a number of other officials of the W. & W.
C. Ry. Co. made an Inspection of the Mill¬
vllle power plant a few days ago and found
the work progressing most satisfactorily.
One of the officers of the company has ex¬
pressed the belief that they would be able
to take up the matter of building the road
toward Washington city lite this summer.

It can be said that grants of right of way
for an extension of the Great Falls and
Old Dominion Railway to and beyond Hern¬
don have been obtained and that a survey
of a possible route has been made.
Mr. A. B. Holtrelaw, a farmer living near

Areola, was severely Injured Saturday aft¬
ernoon by two horses running away. The
animals were attached to a land drag,
from which Mr. Holtxclaw was engaged In
unhitching them, when in some manner his
leg was caught In one of the traces. The
horses at the same time became frightened
and ran, drawing him. beneath the heavy
drag, for fully 300 yards along the public
road. When the horses were Anally stop¬
ped. and Mr. Holtzclaw rescued. It was
found his arm was broken In several places
and that his body was most frightfully
bruised and torn.
Mr. W. S. Brown of New York state Is In

Herndon looking over farming property in

this vicinity. It is stated that a number of
farmers near New York city will be com¬
pelled to remove from there on account or
public improvements for which their lands
are reaulred.
Mr. E. E. Burton has sold his property at

Vienna to Mr.' John F. Jerman and has
purchased a large farm near Burke station,
on the main line of the Southern Railway.
Mr. Burton will remove from Vienna to his
new home at once.

In tribute of the members of Knights of
Pythias lodges of the District of Columbia
who have died in the past two years, me¬

morial services were held in the Pythian
Temple last evening. The capacity of the
hall on the first floor of the temple was
taxed when the grand officers of the do¬
main of the District of Columbia marched
into the hall and formally opened the cere¬
monies.
The hall was decorated specially for the

occasion, many American flags being used
wit'h palms. The services were held under
the auspices of Webster Lodge, No. 7, but
were conducted by the grand officers of the
District, headed by Grand Chancellor Jef¬
ferson Mlddleton.

Mr. Candler's Address.
Representative E. S. Candler, Jr., of Mis¬

sissippi, who is past grand chancellor qfr'
that state, was the speaker of the evening.
In opening his remarks he stated that
every one felt the solemnity of the occa¬
sion, and pointed out that those present re¬
spected the memory of the departed because
of the principles they stood for, the prin¬
ciples of the Pythian knights. The cardi¬
nal principles for which the Pythians stand,
he said, are friendship, charity and benevo¬
lence.

Further
than that, the Pythian knight must be a
patriot, must swear to uphold his flag and
his country; he must live In purity in his
home life, must regard the sacredness of
woman and must protect her, even if he
must sacrifice his life; and he miist believe
in the God of the universe and look to Him
for guidance.

IGNORED GRAND JURY ORDER.

Tobacco Trust Officers Cited for Al¬
leged Contempt.

The federal grand Jury at New York yes¬
terday asked Judge Lacombe to adjudge in
contempt William H. McAlister, secretary
of the American Tobacco Company; Wil¬
liam E. Ransom, secretary of the MacAn-
drews & Forbes Co., and John S. Young
of the John S. Young Company of Balti¬
more, for having failed to produce certain
books and records as cited in subpoenas
made returnable June 4. The men appeared
on that date, but did not produce the books.
They appeared again Monday, but did not
produce the data, claiming that it was not
in their possession, and also on the addi¬
tional claim that the books contain per¬
sonal as well as official matter. They of¬
fered however, to produce letters asked
for. Judge Lacombe fixed Saturday for ar¬
guing the proceedings against the men.
The argument before Judge Lacombe in

support of the presentment of the g#and
Jury was made by Special Assistant Attor¬
ney General Taft. brother of Secretary
Taft, who is in charge of the government's
investigation of the tobacco trust. Mr.
Taft argued that the books which the wit¬
nesses repea-tedly failed to produce, in par¬
ticular the letter press copy books of the
MacAndrews & Forbes Co., a subsidiary cor¬
poration of the American Tobacco Com¬
pany, contain the preliminary arrange¬
ments for the "cornering" not only In the
United States, but practically in the world
of licorice paste, an article used in the
manufacture of plug tobacco. Counsel for
the accused claimed that they contained
the personal letters of President Karl Jung-
bluth of the company, access to which the
government had no right to demand.
Replying, Mr. Taft charged the witness

with refusing to produce the books on the
advice of counsel, hoping thereby to force
the government to subpoena Jungbluth and
render him immune from prosecution for
any violation of the anti-trust law, ae under
his constitutional privilege he could not
be forced to give evidence against himself.
Judge Lacombe suggested that the letter

book be produced before him, and said
that he would examine it and determine
what portions of it were material.

TW4rMgnn Primary Nominations.
Gov. Fred M. Warner, republican, was

renominated yesterday, without opposition
at the first general primary election in
Michigan. Patrick H. Kelley of Detroit
waa nominated without opposition for lieut¬
enant governor. The democrats unanimous¬
ly homlnated Woodbridge N. Ferris of Big
Rapids for governor and C. H. Klmmerlie
ol Cassopolls was nominated by the demo¬
crats for lieutenant governor.

Troop H Returns From Annapolis.
Troop H, 18th Cavalry, stationed at Fort

Myer, Va., has returned from Annapolis,
Md., where It went for its annual target
practice, in command of Lieut. Leonard L.
Dietrich. The boys. It U said, made a very
creditable showing, scoring forty flrst-c.ass
marksmen, twenty marksmen, sixteen
sharpshooters and one expert rifleman, the
latter honor being won by Sergt. Mann.
This is considered an excellent record, and
one of which the boys feel very proud. As a
result of their showing the marksmen wl 1
receive an increase of $1 a month on their

NEW HOTEL WAKWICK

DESIGN OF THE STRUCTURE RE¬

CEIVED BY PROMOTERS.

The design of the J44>0,000 Hotel War¬
wick, to be erected at the northeast comer
of 14th street and Pennsylvania avenue,
has been received by the syndicate pro¬
moting that enterprise. It is stated that
the hotel will be equipped with modern ap¬
pliances throughout, and will have a front¬
age of 35 feet on Pennsylvania avenue and
149 feet 10 Inches on 14th street. The lot
extends back 105 feet from the 14th street
building line at the northern end and is L.
shaped. The style of architecture Is the
French renaissance. The base of the build¬
ing and entrance steps, according to the
plans of Mr. Vogt, the architect, will be
white granite, and the exterior construction
will be either of light cream brick, with
trimmings of white stone, or of white
glaze or semi-glaze terra cotta.
The roof will be covered with slate and

will represent three low domes, an orna¬
mental balcony belting the building at the
ninth story. Entrances on 14th street and
Pennsylvania avenue will be provided, the
main entrance being on 14th street. South
of this will be the entrance to the gentle¬
men's cafe and to the north the door of the
ladies' and gentlemen's cafe. Large bronze
lamps will be placed at either side of the
several openings.

...onThe total capacity of the hotel will be -13
rooms, or twenty-seven rooms on each ot
the nine floors of the building.
Light and air spa^e is provided for all

rooms by two large court-like openings on

the 14th street side. The lobby is to be of
elaborate design, and the decorations will
be in fine marble. Heavy bronze will be the
material used for lighting and certain other
fixtures.
One of the features of the building will

be an extensive grotto or rathskellar. which
will extend under the entire building and
pavement. It is proposed to emphasize this
feature by finishings and decorations of
the handsomest character, and the seating
capacity of the rathskellar is estimated at
300 persons.

WOMAN FACES MURDER CHARGE

Wealthy Brewer's Wife in Trouble at
Sioux Falls.

A sensation was caused at Sioux Falls.
S. D., yesterday afternoon by the arrest
of Mrs. Kaufmann, wife of a wealthy
brewer, on the charge of manslaughter. In
connection with the death of Miss Agnes
Polreis, who was employed as a domestic
in the Kaufmann home. The girl died sev¬

eral days ago, and was buried at Parkston.
her home town. Believing that her death
was due to unnatural causes, interested
persons had the body exhumed and exam¬

ined by five physicians. On her head and
body were found numerous cuts and
bruises. It was discovered that her lower
limbs were swathed in cloth, and when the
bandages were removed, the flesh had the
appearance, of having been scalded. This
is alleged to have been due to attempts to
revive her after she had teen beaten into
an unconscious condition.

It is alleged that the girl d'ed as a result
of beatings administered by Mrs. Kauf¬
mann at times when Mrs. Kaufmann
seemed unable to control her temper. Mrs.
Kaufmann was arraigned before a Justice
of the peace soon after her arrest. The
state preesnted part of its evidence against
the accused, and the case was adjourned
until today.

MEETING OF MANAGERS.

Associated Charities Board Receives
Reports.Work of Agents.

A meeting of the board of managers of
the Associated Charities was held at 811
G street yesterday afternoon at 4:30 o'clock.
The report of the executive committee was

received, accepting the resignation of two
agents and appointing temporary workers
In their places this summer. The treasurer
reported $6,523 on hand.
The secretary reported that 774 applica¬

tions had been received during the month
of May from or In behalf of needy families.
Of this number, 339 came from the families
themselves, 75 from private Individuals, 216
fcom free dispensaries, 85 were taken up on
the Initiative of the agent, 14 came from
churcli officials and workers, 17 from the
Instructive Visiting Nurse Society, 10 from
out-of-town sources, 6 from business firms,
3 from school teachers and officials, 7 from
charitable organizations and 2 from frater¬
nal and beneficial organizations. The agents
treated 484 cases, of which 1® were new,
while 300 had been before the organization
before. The total number of cases filed to
date was 16,362. *

A total of 156 volunteer workers helped
the regular agents during the month. Of
this number, 44 assisted In collecting the
savings, 08 attended division conferences,
36 acted as friendly visitors and 9 gave help
in other ways. The total number of visits
made during the month was: By agents,
1.5G0; by volunteers, 2,923; total, 4,483.
There was $793.19 collected on the small
savings system.

Denver yesterday virtually re-elected

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Officers Prevented Lynching.
Ned Watson, colored, while In the hands

of the authorities at Pocomoke City, Md ,

last night, was beaten and shot almost to
death by a mob. During the afternoon he
had murderously assaulted his employer,
Samuel S. Barnes, nfiir Kings creek. Som¬
erset county, with a singletree, fracturing
his skull. The assault Is said to hava
followed a dispute about wages, and was
witnessed by the victim's little son.

The negro made his escape, but was cap¬
tured at Pocomoke City, Md , last night,
and a mob, in an especially ugly mood be¬
cause of a recent criminal assault by a
negro upon two white women In that coun¬
ty, tried to take him from the officers and
lynch him, but only succeeded In shooting
and beating him nearly to death before he
could be hustled to the safety of the Jail.

The Greater Pittsburg Vote.
While Pittsburg returned a majority of

over 25,000 yesterday, in favor of consoli¬
dation with Allegheny Into a Greater Pitts¬
burg, Allegheny opposed the movement and
rejected the proposition with a majority of
about 5,600. Not one of the wards In Al¬
legheny returned a majority In favor of
the movement, while almost every war.l
in Pittsburg favored it. This was a special
election on the consolidation act authorized
by the legislature, and it was hoped wo-il.t
settle for all time the question that has
been agitated in both cities. While a ma¬
jority Is returned in favor of consolidation,
however, yesterday's election Is not the
end. Allegheny having expressed its oppo¬
sition to consolidation, the matter will now
be taken up to the supreme court to test
the constitutionality of the law.
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
