Maurice C. Latta Succeeds Benjamin
F. Barnes.

INDIANA MEN ARE SORE

Mr. Dennis Appointed Assistant So-
licitor of the State Department
Without Their Recommendation.

President Roosevelt and the Emperor
aof Japan have swapped congratulatory
and peaceful messages over the first ca-
ble line connecting the two countries,

The messages are as follows:
“THE WHITE HOUSE,

WASHINGTON,
June 25, 1906,

the American cable, which has just been

Hemenway, Beveridge, Jim
Watson, both eof the Landis boys, Crum-
packer and all the others have their desks
full of letters from good men In their
regions who long for a taste of govern-
ment service and who constantly remind
them of the fact that things are pretty dull
out in the old state.

Well, desplie this anxiety for a joh for
an Indiana man, a citlzen of that state a
few days ago fell Into a good position. He
ls William C. Dennis of Richmond, Ind.,
and he has been named as assistant so-
licitor of the State Department. He did
not have the recommendation of an Indiana
senator or representative, He hadn't alded
any of them to come to Washington, and
his sole backing was the good epinion of
Solicitor Scott. The latter and Mr. Dennis
had been schoolmates together, and when
there was a vacancy under him Mr. Scott
asked the President to give fhe place to
Dennis. The President 'did so, without re-
membering that all down the Indiana llne
of statesmen they had asked him to find
places for faverites. Back out In Indiana
the politicians are asking why It is that
their representatives do not have sufficlent
pull to get something occasionally. It 1s
a sad subject for the Hoosler statéesmen.

Mrs. Roosevelt Goes to Oyster Bay.

Mrs. Roosevelt left Washington today for
Oyster Bay. She was accompanied by her
mald and they went over the Baltimore
and Ohlo road, the intentlon being to stop
in New York city to do some shopping
before proceeding to Opyster Bay., If
Congress adjourns Friday or Saturday
President Roosevelt will get away from
here Monday or Tuesday of next week
for his summer home. He desires to join
his family as quickly as possible after ad-
Journment.

The seleotion is generally regarded as a
mcst deserving one, and !s, furthermore, a
strict recognition of the merit principle. For
a number of years Mr. Latta has been the
personal stenographer of Presldent Roose-
velt. He 1s a swift, capable, efMiclent sten-
ographer and has good executive qualifica-
tions. The President has aiways
him most highly, and Secretary Loeb feels
the same way. .

SOLOMON G. BROWN DEAD.

One of the Prominent Colored Men of

the District.

The death of Sclomon G. Brown, who had
been an attache of the Smithsonlan Insti-
tution for many years, occurred Sunday
evening last at his residence on Elvin ave-
nue, Hillsdale, after an lllness extending
over a number of months. He was one of
the first settlers in the colored suburb now
known as Hillsdale and was seventy-four
vears old. He was a native of this city
and when the District was under a terri-
torial form eof government he served three
years In one of the legislative branches

then in existence. He entered the service
of the government as an employe of the
Smithsonian Institution fifty-four vyears
ago, before this bureau was removed from
the patent office bullding.

When the civil war was over and the
Barry farm, now called Hillsdale, had been
purchased and opened for the settlement
of colored people by Gen. O, O. Howard
and others, Mr. Brown determined to take
up his abode there among his people. He
went there to live in 1867, purchasing a
home that he subsequently took much pride
in, as he expended his efforts to make it
comfortable and attractive. Once settled
in the village, Mr. Brown took up the gues-
tion as to how best he could ald his people
who were beginning to take up homes aSout
him. He gave much thought to their rell-
glous and moral upbullding. Most of the
settlers were freedmen, who were building
small homes and who needed advice and
counsel. This Mr. Brown gave freely.

One of his first acts was the establish-
ment of a missionary Sunday school. This
he organized in a frame building on Mount
Zion Hill, in Hillsdale, which had been
erected as a freedmen’'s home., He became
the first superintendent of this missionary
school, which he called the Pioneer Insti-
tute. Later the classes were removed to
& modern bullding on Nichols avenue, which
{s now used as an Episcopal chapel, hav-
ing been purchased from the Institute.

Mr. Brown was a prolific writer of verse
and had published many of his poems. He
was a frequent attendant at the public
school and church exerciscs of his section,
where he generally contributed to the pro-
gram with some literary composition, prin-
cipally verse. He was a member of: the
Fifteenth Street Presbyterfan. Church in
this city. The last severa! years of his life
were quietly spent, as his health began to
fail him, and he occupled his time with the
writing of poems and reminiscences. Hilas
wife, Mrs. Lucindia Brown, survives him.
Two years ago the couple observed thelr
golden wedding mnlvemrk‘wm they
were the reciplents of many utiful gifts,
notably from the employes of Mr. Brown's
department. His funeral will be held to-
morrow afternoon, beginning at 2 o'cloek,
from his late home. Rev. Franels J.
Grimke, the pastor of the Fifteenth Street
Presbyterian Church, will officilate. The

Residents of Langdon Dis-
cuss Accidents on Railway.

THE INQUEST THIS MORNING

Inquiry Into Circumstances Attend-
ing Death of George Congor.

FINDINGS MEET WITH APPROVAL

Commissioners Macfarland and Attor-
ney Hamilton of B. and 0. Rail-
way Hold Conference.

Residents of Langdon were wrought up
yesterday over the killing of George Con-
gor, the twelve-year-old boy, by a Balti-
more and Ohio rallroad traln on the prin-
cipal crossing of the village, as stated In
yesterday's Star. Six years ago Mrs. Flor-
ence George and Miss McAtee were killed
on the crossing while returning héme from
a children's party at the house of Mr. Por-
ter. Later a boy named Scovel was killed.
The people of Langdon believe it is about
time for the railroad company to erect
gates at the croszing. Late yesterday after-
noon and last night residents of the village
went to the crossing and noted the condi-
tione. They were all of the same opinion
as to the need/of gates to prevent further
killings. An automatlc bell that s not
always In order, the residents of the vil-
lage say, does not afford ample protection

to those who are obliged to pass over the
grade crossing.

Verdiet of Coroner's J ury.

At the inquest held over the remains of
the boy at the morgue today the driver
of the wagon declared that he heard no
bell or other warning when he approachegd
the crossing yesterday morning. It was
In evidence that the bell is frequently out
of order and that there are no gates at
the crossing, nor a flagman, to protect
pedestrians or drivers. The gtation agent,
it was stated, has numerous duties to look
after, and he cannot give proper attention
to the crossing. The jurors were told of
the condition and trouble with the auto-
matic bell and also that the crossing is
not a regularly defined public street.

After listening to the testimony the
jurors reached the conclusion that the
driver of the wagon on which the Congar
boy was riding did not use the Proper pre-
caution in passing over the crossing,

The verdict met with -the approval of
had been killed on the crossing and recom-
mended that the District Commissioners
compel the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad
Company to have gates or other safeguards
erected at the crossing In order to protect
the lives of drivers and pedestrians.

They also found that a number of persons
most of the residents of Langdon who were
in attendance at the inquest. A copy of the
finding will be transmitted to the District
Commissioners, and It is likely a public
meeting will be held In Langdon to discuss
the question of better protection for the
people living there.

Undertaker Schippert took charge of the
remains of young Conger and removed
them to his establishment, 2008 Pennsyl-
vanla avenue northwest. After being pre-
pared for burial the body will be removed
to the family home near Langdon, and the
funeral will fake place later.

Conference Held Today.

Commissioner Macfarland asked Mr.
George E. Hamilton, general counsel of the
' Baltimore and Ohlo Rallroad Compahy, to
talk sver with him this morning the sub-
ject of grade crossings on the road named
within the District, with particular refer-
ence to the Langdon ecase, and told Mr.
Hamilton that he felt very strongly that
every grade crossing should be adequately
protected. Mr. Hamilton said such was
the desire of the rallroad company, and
that he had recently been conferring with
Commissioner West, who has had charge
of the subject as a police department mat-
ter, respecting the protection of Brookland
and other crossings, where the railroad pro-
posed to remove them altogether by sub-
way construction, under section 10 of the
terminal act.

This, Mr. Hamlilton sald, was the only
gsure way of preventing accidents, since
careless pedple would disregard the gates,
and 60 per cent of the accidents happened
at the crossings guarded by gates, Mr.
Macfarland added, however, that while he
had not previously handled this subject, he
thought every grade crossing that coyld
not be abwlished ought to be guarded by
gates and a watchman, because no better
means of protection apparently had as yet
been developed. He asked Mr. Hamilton
to take up the Langdon case with the rail-
road company &t once.

Mr. Hamilton said he would do so, and
that the company now, as always, is anx-
fous to do everything that can be done to
prevent accldents.
