Story of a Buried Heart Re-
‘called in Glasgow.

Special Cablegram to The Star.

GLASGOW, July 7.—The story of a buried
heart—brought back by sorrowing friends
from Holland, when the body itself could
not be conveyed to the famlly vault—has
been recalled from the mists of tradition
by the search for the relics among the
ruins of Culross Abbey.

In a vault in the abbey is a small brass
plate, which telle the story of the buried
heart. The inscription |8 as follows.

“Near this spot is deposited the heart of
Edward, Lord Bruce of Kinloss, who was
slain In & bloody duel fought In 1613 with
8ir Edward Sackville, afterward Earl of
Dorset, at Bergen-on-Zoom, Holland. The
heart is emblamed in a silver casket of for-
elgn workmansghip, secured between two
flat and excavated stones clasped with
iron.”

Lord Elgin and the present Lord Bruce
recently visited the abbey—whicn is being
restored—and Iin the presence only of the
master of works and the foreman mason
searched the family vault of the Bruces.

The search proved that the vault was
empty, but about a foot below the pave-
ment a large stone was discovered. It Is
belleved that beneath It the heart will be
found. .

Btory of the Duel.

The story of the duel is a tradition in
the neighborhood., Insulted by Sir Edward
Sackville in a publlc place, Lord Bruce
challenged his detractor, and the two gen-
tlemen repaired to the low countries to
fight out the quarrel. The conflict was

flerce, and Bruce was mortally wounded.-
He was buried in the great church of Ber-
gen, but ere he expired he begged his com-
rades to take his heart back to Scotland,
and lay it in the old abbey at Culross.

Duke of Devonshire’s Bpeech.
Afrter the speech which the Duke of De-

‘vonshire dellvered at the meeting of the

Unionist Free Trade Club it ought not to
be very difficult to Indicate the part which,
if he lives, he will fill In the politice of the
country during the ascendancy of the pres-

ent liberal administration. Bome time ago
the duke was spoken of ag likely to be the
sultable head of a new party composed of
Itberal unionlste and moderate liberals, and
it 18 possible that the prophecy then hag-
arded may yet be fulfilled. From what 18
gald in scme quarters one might fancy that
the cabinet of Sir Henry Campbell-Banner-
man ls already on its last legs. Mr. Cham-
berlain talks of the possibility of a gen-
eral election next spring. The duke tukes
& widely different view. He admlits that
there exist in the liberal party differences
ol opinion, especially on colonial quesiions,
80 serlous as to cause dissensions in the
present, and to lead to political reaction in

the future. But he does not anticipate a
break-up at once. Moreover, he thinks
that the progress of decay In liberalism

may be retarded If Mr. Chamberlain has his
way, and at every moment tariff reform
is presented to the country as the truly
Important issue before it.

Question of Sabbath Observance.

The question of Sabbath observance Is
attracting the greatest attention through-
out Scotland. Mr. David Dewar, the chiet
constable of Dundee, has fust given some
Interesting detalis as to Sunday observance
in Beotland during his examination before
the joint committee of the lords and com-
mons, which is consldering the Sunday
closing bills of Lord Avebury and of Mr.
Cameron Corbett. The first startling piece
of testimony offered by Chief Constable
Dewar, who favors Mr. Cameron Corbetl’'s
blll, was that out of the total Inhabitants
of Dundee, 161,173, no fewer than 53,363
Hve In houses of two apartments; the sec-
ond, that the female exceeds the male pop-
ulation by 19,077. The Itallans Introduced
lce-cream shops In 1576, and the number
of shops opened on Sunday had since in-
creased from 1560 to 098, These shops were
the resort, chlefly on Sunday, of young peo-
ple, who spent there the pennles which
their parents had destined for the church
and Sunday school collections,

Irish Fishing Grounds.

Some feeling is belng aroused by Lhe
fact that Irish fishing grounds attract year
after year an Increasing number of Bcot-
tish boats. From the report of the tishing
board for Scotland it appears that no less
than 430 BScottish herring boats visited
Irieh fishing grounds in 1805. In the pre-
ceding year 280 boats came from Beotland,
while in 1900 the number was only 58. Fer
contra, it is shown that only one Irish boat
took part In the Scottish fishery.

DEATH OF CAPT. BULL.

Account of the Affair Given by Na-

tives.
Bpecial Cablegram to The Star.

CAIRO, July 7.—Many different accounts
of the attack by natives upon British officers
Involving the death of Captain Bull have
been given. The natives, however, give the
following account:

The officers having been Invited by a
local notable to shoot pigeons, went for the
purpose, divided into two parties, one of
three officers and the other of two, Cap-
taln Clarke Bull and another went In the
direction of the threshing floor about the
time that the pigeons (which are the prop-
erty of the natlves) come to feed. Captan
Bull shot at & pigeon, whereupon & native
came to disarm him and his companjon.
While this was bélng done a gun went oft,
hitting & woman on the threshing foor,
which caught fire.

The head native went to the spot to ex-
amine the matter. An officer fired and hit
him. Thereupon the natives assembled and
attacked the officers with their heavy
staves. The other officers were also at-
tacked. Capt. Bull and his companion, be-
ing overwhelmed, dropped their arms and
ran aross a canal to the place where the
troops were encamped. Capt. Bull fell on
the bank of the canal, exhausted and dying.
The head of the hamlet came to tend him.
Another officer crossed the canal and
brought a detachment, who, returning, at-
tacked the natlve, thinking he was the mur-
derer. They then went to the scene of
the affray, near Denshaway, and wished to
attack the natives, but an officer prevented
this.

ACH FOR A RELIC|

‘Scientific Discovery by Pisa
University Professor.

Special Cablegram to The Star,

ROME, July 7.—7The announcement that

Professor Battellli of the Pisa University
has discovered a gas from the San Giuliano
mineral springs, which when condensad
glves a substance whose active emanations
ire comparabie with that of radium, i= at-
tracting no end of attention in sclentitic
circles.

It is probable that the substance is radlo-
thoraum. A young italtan sclentist named
Blanc stated a short while ago that he had
found a mineral water, which apparently
did not possess any trace of thoraum,
traces of radio-thoraum. Battelll's discov-
ery Is belleved to have been this, us it 18
likely that nothing has been overlooked. It
has not yet been demonstrated that the
substance {s "“much more powerful than re-
dium,” as at firet announced, but it is cer-
taln that the gas is endowed with highiy
radio-active properties. Bpecial machinery
has been constructed to isolate the gas.

The vote of confidence received by S'g-
nor Glolitti trom the chamber was, as the
Popolo Romano seems to admit this morn-
ing, of a purely personal character and '8
not very easl:y.expiamed. The pgovern-
ment’'s program is that of Baron Sonnino,
unchanged in any essential particulars; Its
only pledges are to carry oug legislation
proposed by its predecessors.

Certain Ministry Would Be Assailed.

It was certaln that the new ministry
would be assalled by the extreme lelt, but
the hostility of the right must have been
an unpleasant surprise, as up to the last
moment benevolent neutrallly had been Be-
cured on the part of the Marquis di Rudinl
and his followers. The life of the ministry,
however, with its ample majority, should be
safe until after the summer recess. But
much may happen before November to dis-
turb that security, and Its present majority
I# no pledge of its continuance. ‘I'he
entrance of the Df Rudinl group into op-
position at once suggests a possible coall-
tion of the conservative parties which may
prove more attractive to the chamber than
the leadership of Baron Sonnino alone. On
the other hand, the extreme left may be
expected to make an energetic effort to re-
capture the position they have lost in the
country, and it {8 more than probable that
their agitation will produce its usual crop
of labor troubies and disturbances.

There are various reports concerning the
health of the pope prevailing in Home at
present. There 18 no doubt that the affairs
in France are very trying to him, and occu-
Py his mind greatly. Some persons consider
that his state {s dangerous, but these are
alarmists of an exaggerated type; others
regard his recent lliness as indicative of a
conditicn which {s dangervus; while the ac-
tual fact of hlz giving audlences daily and
receiving the cardinal prefects of congrega-
tions demonstrates that he 1s fairiy well

Decadence of Anti-Clerical Spirit.

In a remarkable artlcle a writer notes the
decadence of the anti-clerical spirit in ltaly.
He gives the followlng as the causes of the
change: “The antl-clerical agitation which
preceded the unlfcation of Italy has nat-
urally dled away on the completion of that
unification, and in public life a very natural
instinet and feeling have arisen that the
church and state should be wedded together
by a sort of moral cohesion. The anarchis-
tic propaganda of soclalism with its revo-
lutionary and anti-militaristic war-cry have
driven the well-balanced and pacific minds
of the Italians to band together the con-
servative forces of the country, in order to
promote a reaction agalnst the subversive
tendencles of these destructive movements,
Public opinion has also been affected by the
sight of antl-clerical France and her de-
cadence; while the progrees of Ang.o-Saxon
nations as well as the prosperity of Catholic
Germany have resuited in dellvering official
and lay Italy from that miserable bondage
under which for more than a century 1tal-
lans were led to believe that they could
not safely follow thelr own religious in-
stinets, but must adopt the extravagant
theories of France. Among other things,
it Is stated that the grandson of Garibaldl
is studying for the priesthood. ™

A mediaeval ditch, which was reopened by
Bignor Boni, lylng under the foundation of
the Column of Trajan. was found to be
filed with skeletons, The bones laid here
showed marks of weapons in many places,
and it is supposed that these were the
slaughtered left after some dreadful battle,
which it is held occurred in the wild times
of the seventh or eighth century. That the
authoritles in Rome had a care for the
ancient monuments [ clearly deduced from
a decree issued In 1162, prohibiting under
a penalty of death anything tending to de-
stroy this monumental column,

Exhibition of Art.

The exhibition of Italo-Byzantlne art at
the Abbey of Grotta-ferrata opened about
the end of 1¥MM, has just been closed. This
abbey, which is under the rule of the Greek
Basillan monks, I1s a *“national monument,”
and the exhibition was under the direction
or-control of the Itallun minister of public
ingtruction, Hence, Signor Adolfo Ventur!,
professor of art and writer on the history
of art, represented the minister op the oc-
casion of its cloge.

Bignor Venturi described the character-
istics of Byzantine art and its importance
as a gource and rich fleld of later and freer
art. He pralsed Abbott Pellegrini, who had
converted what was but a desire. and
searcely a hope, Into a reality by the tenac-
ity of his will

The treasures brought here together are
now about to be dispersed to their original
places: Venice, Bologna, Rosano in Cala-
bria, the Vatican Museum of Christian Art,
and many other places. The memory of the
exhibitlon will, however, remain as an en-
during delight.

EYE-WITNESSES NOT RELIABLE.

Experiments Conducted by Professor
of Geneva University.
Bpeclal Cablegram te The Btar.

GENEVA, July 7.—Prof. Claparede of the
Geneva University has been making some
Interesting experiments to prove the unre-
liability of eyve-witnesses of an event, and
also to prove the great deterioration In the
powers of observation due to the high
pressure of modern life.

Recently In one of his classes the pro-
fessor brought in a man who was masked
and his body hidden by a white shroud.
The “unknown' stayed ten seconds in the
class room, made some signs and then
walked out.

A few days later the professor asked his
puplls to pick out the unknown's mask,
which was placed with ten others on a
table. Four students only out of twenty-
four chose the right mask, although it dir-
fered in color and size from the others.
Ten puplis chese different ones, and eight
confessed-that they were unable to decide.

“You see,” said Prof. Claparede to his
class, *how unreliable is the evidance of an
eye-witness to an event, even in a law
court and on his oath.”

During further experiments the Swiss
savant came to the conclusion that not one
person in nine can give a correct descrip-
tion of a man whom they have looked at

for ten seconds. Women, he beleves, are
much closer observers than men.

EMPEROR FRANZ JOSEF

Report That He Avoids the King
of Belgium.

Special Cablegram to The Star.

VIENNA, July 7.—There are few kinder-
Liearted men in Europe than the Emperor
Franz Josef. It has therefore excited re-
mark for some years past the extent to
which he avolds King Leopold of Belglum.
His dis'ike to the king of the Belgians is so
deep-rooted and lasting that he always does
his best to steer clear of his majesty. Every
time King Leopold visits Vienna the em-
peror manages to find an excuse to leave
the city. This s commonly zald to be due
to King Leopold’'s refusal to put one of his
many castles at the disposal of his
daugliter, Princess Loulse of Coburg, who
who was for many vears shut up f(though
perfectly sane) in a lunatic asylum in Aus-
tria. It !s also said that his persistent re-
fusal to recognize the marriage of his
daughter, Princess Stephanle (formerly the
Austrian Crown Princess), to Count Lonyay
gave offense to Franz Josef.

But these Incidents, though they made
the relations of the two monarchs still
Worse, are not the first cause of the cool-
ness. This dates back to the time of the
death of the Crown Prince Rudolf. On that
occasion King Leopold, as father-in-law ol
the unfortanate prince, came to Vienna
for the funeral. As soon as he arrived at
the station in Vienna, late !n the evening,
he sent a message to Count Kalnoky, Aus-
train minister of foreign affairs, that he
wanted to gee him the very first thing the
following morning before the funeral. This
mysterious rendezvous was much discussed
by the diplomatic corps, which wondered
what Important gquestion could lead King

Leopald to hold council with Count Kalnoky
on such a day.

Foreign Minister Curious.
The Austrian forelgn minister was as cu-
rious as any one about the rendezvous and

appeared punctually at the hour fix:d.
What was his astonishment when King
Leopold recelved him with the foiiowing

words: “My dear count, 1 sent for you to
ask you to use all your Influence to get
Congo Free State shares quoted on the
Vienna Stock Exchange.”” After the funeral
the Emperor Franz Josef, who had heard
of King Leopold’s summons to hls minlster,
asked Count Kalnoky the subject of the
conference. His astonishment, his indigna-
tion and his grief were boundless when he
learned the preoccupation of his Belgian
majesty beside the open grave of his daugh-
ter’'s husband. Since that day his relations
with King Leopold have been purely for-
mal.

The Hungarian press, during the kalser's |
flylng visit to Schonbrunn, moderated Lo
some extent the violence of i{ts attacks on

Germany and evervthing German. The fact,
too, that the kaiser pald a visiL te Dr.
Wekerle, the Hungarian premier, still fur-
ther contributed to bring about a better
state of mind. The attitude of the Hun-
garlan press (and that of the Hungarlan

nation) is.due to the fact that it believes
that the kaiser advised the Emperor Fransz
Josef to take vigorous measures to hring the
Magyvars to reason.

Kaiser's Autocratic Nature.

There s no doubt the kaiser's autocratic
nature and his bellef in the divine right of
kings view with the deepest dlsapproval the
action and polley of the Hungarilans, and
It appears he has on several occaslons ex-
pressed hlmself somewhat frankly on the
subject. 1t is to bhe doubted If he would
take upon himself to interfere actively in
the internal affairs of Hungary by presum-
ing to advise the Emperor Franz Josef on
the subject.

The change In the feeling of the Hungar-
fang 18 the more remarkable that the kaiser
was formerly extremely popular in Hun-
gary. This ia proved by the curlous legend
which obtalned credence in. that half of
the dual monarchy to the effect that, on
the deati of the Emperor Franz Josef, the
gecond son of Willlam II, Prince Eitel
Fritz, would become King of Hungary. It
was stated that he was learning the Hun-
garian language with a view to his new du-
ties. Strange to say, this legend was wide-
lv belleved, and the prince's portrait was
gold by hundreds of thousands of coples.
To th!s day his picture is hanging In the
hut of every Hungarian peasant. Probably
this is less due to the popularity of Prince
Eite! Fritz (whom 99 per cent of the Hun-
garlans have never seen) than to th.: un-
popularity of the heir of the Emperor F riang
Josef, the Archduke Franz Ferdinand. The
Magyars believe, rightly or wrur:lgl}', that
he detests Hungary and everything Hun-
garian, and that when he comes to the
throne he will try to dragoon thaL_haJr of
the empire into submission to Austria.

KING OF CAMBODIA’S TOUR.

Queer Diary Being Written by the
Chamberlain. y
Specinl Cablegram to The Star.

PARIS, July T.—A queer dlary of the
King of Cambodia’'s French tour is being
written by his majesty’'s lord chamberlain,
for publication when the royal party re-
turns to Puompenh, the capital of Cambo-
dia. .

By the help of one of the king's Inter-
preters extracts from the dlary have been
obtained showing that the lord chamber-
lain thinks many things are awry In
France.

*The French people,’” writes the lord
chamberlain, “talk a great deal, all talk
together, and women interrupt their hus-
bands without fear of punishment.

“But most people are rude in France, and
the rudest are the men who make plec-
tures. Many of these persons have not
even refrained from threatening the sa-
cred dancers of the king with the machines
they carry in boxes.

“Everybody wears far too many clothes,
and they are worn all day lgng. Many

wear numbers of unnecessary garments,
especlally the women,
“The women do not wear sampots

(trousers), but instead wear many super-
fluous yards of different colored materials,
placed one on top of the other. And the
husbands encase the bodies of thelr wives
in cuirasses worn underneath the dresses.
“Men and women meet together in large
companies, and quite without shame. They
pray little or not at all; but thelr temples

are magnificent and built of fine stone.” 1
