This time it Is the office-holders arrayed
against the "outs." and the negroes
against both the white factions. The ne¬

groes appear to be determined to show the
strength of the republicans In the district,
claiming that they do nine-tenths of the
voting and the whites get all the offices.
In the campaign for governor last fall the
negroes In the cities held aloof from the
polls, and the result was that the republi¬
can vote fell oft almost BO per cent.
The negroes are said to be preparing to

hold a convention to nominate a candidate
for Congress and let the ,,lily whites" do
the same. The white republicans.those af¬
filiated with the "ins".are to hold a meet¬
ing here August 2 to determine whether a
candidate shall be placed in the field for
Congress. The meeting is called for the
purpose of debating the question. It looks
now as though George A. Hanson, a law¬
yer, will be offered the nomination and
will make the race. He is well known and
stands well.
In the fifth district the republicans are

making good their claim to put up a man
in opposition to Judge E. W. Saunders of
Franklin, who has been nominated by the
democrats. Dr. John 81mmons of Martins¬
ville has been placed In the field and will
make an active campaign. He is a practic¬
ing physician, popular, and is generally
esteemed. Judge Saunders will retire from
the bench August 1, and will go at once into
the fight for the seat which was filled for
many years by Gov. Swanson. Senator
Garrett of Henry county, who was In the
city a day or two ago, says that while
Dr. Simmons is a strong man and one of
the best the republicans could find, he will
not carry his own county in opposition to
Judge Saunders. Gov. Swanson, always a
power In that district, has announced his
intention of supporting Judge Saunders, and
will make a canvass of the district during
the fall.
Gen. Rufus A. Ayers of the ninth district,

on whom the democrats were relying to
stand for Congress In opposition to Repre¬
sentative Slemp, has finally determined not
to enter the contest. The democrats will
hold a convention at Bristol August 10 to
name a candidate, and at this time It looks
as though Judge Duncan of Lee county
will get the honor. Politicians from that
section of the state say that the democrats
are united and are pulling together this
year, a thing which they have not done
since Representative Rhea was defeated by
Gen. Walker.

Prof. J. P. Neff,^
president of Lafayette College, Alabama, In*
behalf of the Instructors and teachers, pre-
sented Conductor Russell with a handsome
bookcase in appreciation of his work done
during the school term.

The child was brought to this city, where
medical attention was rendered.
Much disorder occurred Thursday even¬

ing on the special excursion train over the
Potomac, Fredericksburg and Piedmont
railroad en route to this city from the Or¬
ange horse show. The trouble began
among several youngsters soon after leav¬
ing Orange. A free fight ensued, the train
crew being unable to separate the combat-
tants. Arriving at their destination the
fight was resumed on the platform of the
station, when pistols were brought into ac¬
tion. One bullet parsed through one of the
windows of the cars and narrowly missed
several of the passengers. Arrests are ex¬
pected to follow.

FLOOD AT WINCHESTER.

Followed a Cloudburst.Great Dam¬
age to Property.

Special Correspondence of The Star.
WINCHESTER, Va., July 28, 1906.

A flood following a cloudburst, surpass¬
ing the heavy rains In this section on the
same day as the Johnstown flood in May,
1888, swept through the downtown business
part of Winchester yesterday afternoon
and caused damages which will approximate
at least $5,000, in addition to flooding scores
of cellars and ground floors. It was the
worst flood In the history of Winchester,
and while no more than three inches of rain
fell, the precipitation was confined to this
Immediate section, and the people here re¬
ceived the cloudburst in full. Water street,
which extends from east to west through
the city, was converted Into a raging tor¬
rent.
Business men lr. Water street suffered

great damage by water, and in the turbu¬
lent stream could be seen many water¬
melons, canteloupes and green groceries of
all kinds and descriptions, while small boys,
In their efforts to grab some of the melons,
were caught In swift currents. They were
rescued byVolicemen and others. The first
floor of the post office building, corner of
Market and Water streets, was flooded, and
Postmaster Kern's office force was ready at
a moment's notice to move maKl matter and
furniture higher up. which, however, did
not become necessary. Printers in the
Evening News-Item building next door, in
order to get out Friday's paper, worked in
water up to their knees, while employes of
various other establishments labored In like
manner.
At the Winchester water works, situated

along the town run a mile south of the city.
Engineer Carroll Carver was compelled to
shut down the engines and pumps when the
rushing water flooded the ground floor to
the height of twelve Inches on the big fly¬
wheels. The reservoir, being nearly full,
prevented a water famine among the In¬
habitants.

SUIT OVER GAS WELL LEASE.

Damages Awarded In Peculiar Case in
Ohio.

CINCINNATI. OMo, July 28..Damages to

the amount of $10,000, instead of $1,0H3,813
recommended by the master commissioner,
were awards! today by United States Judge
Thompson in a peculiar suit over a gas well
near Bellefontaine, Ohio. The Logan Natu¬
ral Gas and Fuel Company leased the well
from a man named Conrad, who, when he
found that after four years the well was
not used, leased to the Great Southern Gas
and Fuel Company, believing that the first
lease had been abandoned.
The Logan company then began to use

the well and used it for five years, gas be¬
ing taken into its pipes with that from
numerous other wells. The Great Southern
sued for an Injunction against the Logan
company. The Injunction was secured, as
well as "an order for an accounting for the
gas used.
The master commissioner held that the

defendant, having mingled the output of
various wells so that division was impos¬
sible must pay as damages the value of the
total output of all the wells. The federal
court, however, held that the Logan com¬
pany had not acted maliciously, but accord-
lng to what it believed was Its right
The court therefore put the damages at

the figure estimated for the output of the
one well In question, at the same time de¬
claring that the well belonged to the Great
Southern company.

Terrific Storm In Western Minnesota.
ST. PAUL. Minn., July 28..A special from

terrific storm passed here yesterday after¬
noon. Many think that there was a tornado
near here, but as telephone and telegraph
wires are out of order no news Is obtain¬
able.

NEWS OF CHAUTAUQUA
HAPPENINGS AT ISW YOSX HJt-

80KT DUBIHO THIS WXBX.

Prominent Clergymen Delivered Lec¬

tures.Some Washington People
Who Are There.Votes.

8peeUI Dispatch to The 8t«r.
CHAUTAUQUA, July 29..Two of the

greatest of oratorio* were rendered at
Chautauqua this week under the direction
of Mr. Alfred Hallam. "The Elijah" wax
Sun* Monday night and "The Messiah"
Friday night l>y a chorus of 800 voices, to¬
gether with the soloists, Mrs. Genieve
Clark Wilson of Chicago, soprano; Miss
Clara Taylor of Pittsburg, second soprano;
Miss Genieve Wheat of Pittsburg, con¬
tralto; Mr. Cecil James, tenor, and Mr.
Frank Croxtan, basso. In the opinion of
competent musical critics these were the
most finished productions yet given at
Chautauqua, and Indicated that the season
of 1006 will be the high-water mark in
Chautauqua music. The climax will come
on August 4, at which time Rossini's great
oratorio, "Moses In Egypt," will be present¬
ed. This oratorio is arranged for nine solo¬
ists, and In order to secure this unprece¬dented number the singers for the first
period have been engaged to remain until
after this performance, combining with the
singers of the second period, and Includingwith them one of the faculty of the music
school already on the grounds. On account
of the length of the oratorio, which Direc¬
tor Hallam Is reluctant to cut, the first part
of the oratorio will be given In the great
amphitheater between 5 and (> o'clock In the
afternoon, and the remainder of the pro¬
gram will follow at 8 in the evening. This
Is the most ambitious work ever attempted
at Chautauqua.
President Booker T. Washington of Tus-

kegee Institute addressed a Chautauqua au¬
dience of 8,000 people on Sunday afternoon
upon "The Education of the Negro." He
made a strong plea that neither the white
people nor the negro of the south should be
judged by their worst types, but that both
should be judged by their best. "It is only
the stories of crime and passion, manifested
by the lower elements In both races, that
are telegraphed throughout the country.
We hear of the fiendish assaults, the low
lust, the mobs and the lynching, but we
never hear of the educated, cultured, indus¬
trious negro and the great majority of the
southern whites who are working earnestly
for the uplifting of the negroes and the
solution of the problem of the two races."
The audience was in evident sympathy with
President Washington's sentiment and sev¬
eral thousand people insisted upon having
an opportunity to shake hands with him at
the close of the address. Before leaving
Chautauqua he spoke to several hundred
negroes in Higglns Hall and urged them to
be industrious, to keep away from the cities
and to learn agriculture and work a farm
as the only means of making themselves
and their race respected.
Under the captaincy of Otto F. Monahab,

the Chautauqua base ball team is having
art unbroken series of victories, having de¬
feated the Prospects of Buffalo, Jamestown
Y M. C. A., the Pleasantville semi-profes-
slor.als and the Collins Center nine. The
first of these was the only one scoring
against the locals, the Buffalonians securing
one lone run. Among the members of this
year's Chautauqua team are such well-
known college athletes as Sharpe and Rock¬
well of Yale. Whtttemore of Brown. Parry
of Chicago, Bender of Nebraska and Wal¬
lace of Dartmouth. Capt. Monahan would
be glad to arrange games with any New
York state teams.

Dr. Hillis Speaks.
Rev. Dr. Howard Dwight Hillis, succes¬

sor to Henry Ward Beecher in the pastorate
of the Plymouth Church of Brooklyn, has

been the principal speaker at Chautauqua
during music week, conducting the devo¬
tional hours each morning and giving a

popular lectuar In the afternoon. In his
lecture of Thursday Dr. Hillis particularly
discussed the present-day industrial situa¬
tion, arguing that the trade unions should
forthwith fully recognize the right of non¬

union men to work, and the great corpora¬
tions should be placed on basis of abso¬
lute integrity and fair dealing, if the whole
Industrial fabric Is not ta be demolished by
the persistent attacks of the state social-
ists.
The annual tennis tournament will take

place during the week of August 5-11, and
will bring together some of the best racquet
experts in the east. Inquiries and entries
should be addressed to the Chautauqua
Athletic Club.
The old picket fence, which was a dis¬

tinctive feature of early Chautauqua, is

giving way to a new and more artistic
fence of wrought Iron. Thirteen hundred
feet of the new fence is already in position
and the cottagers and others are subschtb-
ing the necessary funds to complete the line
along the entire length of the highway
boundary.
Chautauquans are eagerly awaiting the

arrival of Dr. S. C. Schumaker of West¬
chester Normal School, who will deliver a

series of interesting nature study talks on
the Chautauqua platform on July 30, 31
and August 1, 3 and 4. Dr. Schumaker has
a wide fund of knowledge in connection
with his subject and an unequaled charm
in the popular presentation of genuinely
scientific knowledge. His audiences are al¬
ways large and always increase as his
series continues.
Water base ball has become popular at

Chautauqua. A series of platforms have
been erected in about four feet of water
in front of the athletic club. The game is
played with a rubber ball and light bat
and forms an exciting afternoon diversion.
The entire collection of the world-famous

Tissot pictures illustrating the Old Testa-
ment are on exhibition at Chautauqua
throughout the season. In order to pro-
duce these, Tissot found it necessary to
study the Jew and the Arab at home In
Palestine and In the desert, and he spared
no pains to gather every detail of scenery
of types of character and of architecture
tl-at" his pictures might be as nearly true
as possible.

Bible are reverent, but Individual. The op-
portunity to see at first hand the results
of his enormous labors has never been
equaled at Chautauqua.

Chautauqua, including Dr. Frank Gunsaul-
lus, Mr. ISdward Howard Griggs, Bishop
John H. Vincent, Prof. S. H. Clark.
