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Finance and Trade

Prices Drifted Upward in Un-
certain Fashion.

SOME MAXIMUM ADVANCES

Scored by Many Stocks During the
Day's Session.

LARGE DEALS IN U. 8. STEEL

Improved Currency Conditions Not-
able Factor in Bettering Market
Tone—Railway List Extremely
Active.

NEW YORK, October §5.—The stock mar-
ket drifted upward today In the same desul-
tory and uncertain fashion in which It fol-
lowed the contrary course on Wednesday
and Thursday. At the opening of business
trading was In very light volume, and an
irregular tone prevailed at that time, but
with the course of the first few minutes of
trading Increasing animation developed and
the maximum advances scored by many
st®ks during the course of fhe business
sesslon reached really extensive propor-
tions.

The dealings In United States Steel com-
mon, especially during the early part of
the day, were In tremendous volume, and
all of the United States Steel Issues showed:
pronounced strength. As Great Northern
preferred also advanced smartly, it would
hardly seem to be necessary to recite tne
suggestions which attended the movements
in the stocks mentioned. Their course was,
however, beyond question a live Influence
in the dealings In the market at large.

Another factor in the betterment in the
market’s tone was found in the publica-
tlon of the preliminary estimates of the
principal movements in currency during
the week. These Indicated a net gain In
cash by the banks of nearly $0,000,000, in
spite of an outflow of currency to the in-
terlor, which was somewhat In excess of
$2,000,000. It seems hardly possible that
there should be any such expansion in the
loan account tomorrow as to prevent an-
other very large increase In surplus re-
serves. .

A favorable construction was El-.ced also
upon current developments In the political
situation, a circumstance which might be
mentioned as accounting further for the
strength of the stock market.

London Market Firm.

Aslde from political affairs there was lit-
tle to engage attention In the morning’'s
news. The London stock market was gen-
erally firm, with the exception of a rather
striking reaction Iin Russian aecurities,

caused by Paris selling. and operations here
for forelgn account showed a small pre-
ponderance of purchc@es. The volume of
business was maintained upon about the
same level as of yesterday, but there was
again a rather poor distribution of activity.

The 1'nited States Steel shares, Union
snd Southern Paclfic, Reading and Amal-
gamated Copper furnished, indeed, a very
large proportion of the total transactlons.
Amalgamated Copper showed exceptional
animation, the heavy dealings in that in-
atance being plainly attributable to the ex-
pectations that the dividend on the stock
will be advanced on the declaration perlod
Octoher 18,

Amerlcans developed Irregularity, with
pronounced weakness in Canadian Pacific,
but the active i{ssues hardened fractionally
in the forenoon on local suppert. Later the
New York advices encouraged the market
and prices moved up firmly, especially
United Statea Steel, and closed firm at a
fraction below the best quotations of the
day.

A LIVELY COTTON mxm'

Strong and Excited Advance at the
Opening.

NEW YORK, October5.—The colton mar-
ket had a very strong and excited advance
at the opening today, with the springmonths
selllng above 11 cents and- the general list
about 40 points, or $2 a bale, over the clos-
ing figures of the previous day on stop-
loss covering and tremendous buying by
the south, local and Liverpool bulls. Re-
ports of further storms in the south and
a prediction of a squeeze among dealers
short of actual cotton for October delivery
were the factors In the advante. October
here sold at 10.88, or 219 polnts above the
recent low level. Shorts appeared to be
‘panic stricken in all markets, and De-
cember contracts In New Orleans sold 77
points over the close of last night.

LIVERPOOL, October 5.—Business on the
cotton exchange here was very heavy to-
day. The January and Iebruary option
led an upward movement, influenced by
large buying orders believed to be for
American account. Futures opened 14 to
168 pointa higher and advanced slowly un-
til the New York opening was recelved.
Then the market became strong and prices
advanced rapldly. At 4 o'clock values
were 28 to 33 points over yesterday's clos-
ing, with the market strong.

NEW ORLEANS, October 5.—The cotton
market advanced sharply upon news of the
tornado In this city. December, which
closed yesterday at 11.01, went to 11.24,
while January rose from 10.20 to the same
price. Later December fell to 10.92 and
January to 11.02.

from marked today. There was slight
trading in Green Copper and Capital Trac-
tion, and an offer was made of some small
magnitude for a block of Washington Rail-

way preferred. The session, on the whole,
however, was featureiess. Several small lots
of Capital Traction were sold at 1435, & slight
advance over the price which has obtained
in the last few days. Green Copper was in
demand, and a 100-share lot sold at 27%;
three separate 100-share lots afterward
bringing 27%. Colorado Railroad 6 per cents
were purchased to the extent of $2,000, half
of which brought 108%, and the other half
at 110 even. Five hundred dollars’ worth of
Columbia Rallway 5s sold at 104.

The problem of currency relief is solved
in the report of the, special committee of
the New York Chamber of Commerce Ly
two alternative plans, namely, first, the
creation of a central branch of issue under
private ownershlp, but government control,
and second, @an issue of bank mnotes by na-
tional banks In addition to their present
bond secured circulation. The feature of the
latter plan is that such netes are to be sub-
Jected to a graduated tax, so that they will
not be issued except in response to a clear
financial need, and will be gquickly retired
when the need passes.

In the opinion of the members of the
committee presenting the report, the cen-
tral bank idea is an ldeal solution of the
currency problem, but it was improbable
that the American people would ever ac-
cept it.

The provision for an emergency instltu-
tion, as It is described by the Wall Street
Journal, s one that, in the opinlon of that
authority, might well be adopted In prinei-
ple in this country. At the same time it
holds t¢ Lhe view that the currency prob-
lem could be largely solved if the banking
problem was . solved. In other words, it is
malintained that the banks themselves have
it In their power to produce such conditions
as would obviate the extraordnary and de-
moralizing fluctuations in interest rates.
This could be done by abelishing the evil
of interest pald upon commercial deposits
and the reserves of Interior Institutions, by
doing away with wasteful competition, by
taking the call money market out of the
fleld of stock exchange manipulation, and
by prov!ding for more elastic reserves. The
banks would be in a position to supply the
varying credit needs of the country without
the recurring periods of dangerous stringen-
cles which are now experienced. But it is
concluded that it is too much to expect such
banking reform, and, that being the case,
the emergency proposition in some form Is
what is needed.
