IN LOCAL MARKETS

NO WHOLESALE ADVANCE IN
PRICE OF MEAT.

Fish in Good Condition and Potomac
Stock Plentiful—Fruits of
All Kinds.

Housekeepers are displaying more than
the usual amount of interest in the meat
market at this time because of the opera-9
tion of the new Inspection law. Dealers
=ald today that while the law became ef-
fective last Monday, there had been no
wholesale advance in prices, such as had
‘been anticipated.

“There Is no reason why the enforcement
of the law should make such a change,”
a local butcher sald to a Btar reporter.
“The strict enforcement of the regulations
may make good meat a little scarce for a
short while, but unreasonable prices will be
inexcusable. The change merely resolves
ftself Into a matter of enforcing cleanliness
and the condemnation of meats that are
really unfit for market. Some of the butch-
ers feared the enforcement of the regula-
tions wounld interfere with their business,
but it will really be a benefit to the local
butchers,

Condemnation of Unfit Meat.

“It is an easy matter for a butcher to
eall upon an inspector to have his meats In-
gpected,” the dealer sald. *“Such will have
to be done when a local dealer wants to
ship meat out of the city, just the same as
the foreign dealers who send meat here.
Meat that is unfit for feod will be condemn-
ed, as it should be, and inferior meats from
the neighboring states will not be permitted
to be received in this city.”

The dealer stated that beef is selling at
about the prices it has been commanding
for several weeks. Lamb and mutton are
commanding higher prices than they did a
ghort time ago. but the advance is due to
the scarcity of the meat and not to the en-
forcement of the Inspection regulations.
Pork products, especially loins, are higher
than they were a month ago, but the in-
crease in the prleces is nothing unusual at
this season. Loins of pork, the dealer sald,
are always in greater demand when sweet
potatoes become plentiful and the increased
demand is certain to cause a shortage of
the choicest loins.

Fish Market Attractive.

The fish market is more attractive than
it was during the summer months, the fish
belng in better condition and Potomac
stock more plentiful. Missigsippl eatfish
caught In the Potomac are large enough
to be sold in steaks, and dealers find that
the demand is constantly improving.

“It is merely a matter of getting the
people educated,” one of the local dealers
explained. ‘‘There are many persons who
object to buying the steaks because of the
name of the fish, but if the name was
different the number of fish would not be
anything llke sufficent to supply the de-
mand. The steaks sell for 15 cents a pound
and the meat Is as deliclous a8 that of most
of the more expensive fish."

Large quantities of rock are being caught
in the Potomac and they reach here in
splendid condition. The pan rock sell for
15 cents a pound, while the large rock that
are used for boiling are quoted at 23 cents
a pound. Very few perch are belng caught
in the Potomac and most of them are al-
most too small to find sale. Trout are the
cheapest fish In the local market, dealera
asking 10 cents a pound for them. Blue-
fish are 156 cents a pound; hallibut, 20 cents,
and cod, 15 cents.

. Orabs Becoming Scarce.
Boft crabs are stlll in market, but dealers
think the season for them will close In a
few days, probably about the middle of
next week. The supply of the shell fish
today was equal to the demand and they
were sold at the rate of 756 cents a dozen,
the demand for oysters causing a decrease
in the demand for the crabs. Hard crabs
are still to be had, but they are not fat
and dealers may they are hardly worth
cooking. Most of the dealers think tha
season for hard crabs should be shortened
in order that the fish might be protected
and be given a chance to furnish larger
suppllies when they are In the greatest de-
mand. Crab meat is still in demand at 30
cents a nquart, and the crab flake is seliing
at 40 cents. Frogs are more plentiful than
they were a few weeks ago.
Fruits of All Kinds.

Fruits of all kinds, with the possible ex-
ception of lemons, are plentiful and in de-
mand. Local merchants are still receiving
shipments of peaches from the orchards of
western Maryland and Virginia, and the
prices seem about the same as they were
last week. Persons buying them in small
baskets are paying a slight advance over
the prices of last week, but the larger bas-
kets pre about the same as they were a
week ago. Some surprise Is expressed at
the prices charged for potatoes, dealers and
growers having thought that the continued
wet weather durilng the early summer
would mean a great shortage In the sup-
ply. Plenty of potatoes are coming to the
markets, however, and prices are considered
low. Sweet potatoes are also plentiful, and
the demand for them Increases as the sea-
son advances. Lettuce, cress and radishes
are unusually plentiful and cheap. Cabbages
are also cheap, and, it is stated, many
buyers are getting them to pack away for
the winter. There are very few cucumbers
belng picked by truckers in this section,
dealers finding It necessary to depend
wholly upon southern shippers for supplies.

Maryland and Virginia farmers are fur-
nishing large cargoes of apples and pears
for the local market. Pears are especially
plentiful this fall and correspondingly
cheap, selling as low as 50 cents a bushel.
Apples are retalling at from 50 to 75 cents
a box. There are plenty grapes, oranges
and pineapples to be had at prices that are
consldered reasonable, and dealers are get-
ting shattucks In larger quantities than
they have for some months. They are not
yet cheap, but the prices will decrease as
the supplies increase.

= Ducks on the Potomac.

Nothing particularly attractive 1z noted
about the game market yet, but dealers ex-
pect there will be a great improvement
during the next few days.

“There are plenty ducks on the Poto-
mac,” a dealer in game said, “but gunners
don't seem to be able to shoot them. A
few days of blustery weati.er will be of
great assistance to the gunners and make
an improvement in the market.”

Dealers have some frozen teal ducks on
hand, selling them at 50 cents each. Al-
though the ducks are frozen, it is stated
that they are In splendid condition and re-
garded by many persons as being better
than those that have not undergone the
freezing process. Ortolan are more plenti-
ful than they were earlier in the season, but
reedbirds are scarce, the former selling at
$1 a dozen and the latter at 90 cents.
Blackbirds are quoted at 40 cents. There
has been practically no change In the poul-
try market since last week. Chickens are
more plentiful than they were, but the
prices are about the same, and dealers have
not yvet dealt In turkeys to any great ex-
tent.

Chief Justice Clabaugh and Justice
Gould Bign Decrees.

Three absolute divorces have been grant-
ed In the District Supreme Court, one de-
cree being signed by Chlef Justice Clabaugh
and two by Justice Gould. An order was
entered dismissing a suit for separate main-
tenance.

The chief justice signed the decree grant-
Ing Minnle A. Goodman a severance of the
bonds of matrimony from Robert D. Good-
man. The complainant was awarded the
custody and ardianship of the iInfant
child born to the couple and the defend-
n\.n::.\t was required to provide for its sup-
port.

Pearl F. Gardiner, by a decree slgned by
Justice Gould, obtained a divoroce from
George F. Gardiner and the custody of the
two children of the marriage was awarded
to the mother.

Justice Gould also
granting Charlotte M.
from Frank B. Conger.

Justice Gould dismissed the suit for sep-
arate malintenance filled by Mrs. Emma H.
Butts against Louls R. Butts.. The decree
entered, however, awarded the custody of
the son of the couple to the father and the
custody of the two daughters to the moth-
er, with the stipulation that the father
should be permitted to visit his daughters
two evenings a week and that he should
have their care and custody every Sunday
between the hours of 1 and 8 o'clock p.m.

Inquest in Hyde Case.

An inquest was held at the morgue yes-
terday in the case of Richard Hyde, the
brakeman on the Bouthern rallway who
was fatally injured while at work in the
freight yard on Virginia avenue Monday
afternoon.

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TRUE AIM OF A MUSEUM

ITS REAL MISSION IS TO TEACH
THE PZOPLE.

Dr. MaecIver Claims That It Should
Be Something More Than a Mere
" Collection of Curious Things.

Engaged in a study of American museums
and administrative methods, Dr. D. Ran-
dall-Maclver, an expert Egyptologist and
resldent of Oxford, England, visited Wash-
ington this week. Dr. Maclver was a guest
of the Cosmos Club while here. He visited
the SBmithsonian and National Museum and
eaw the general method of museum admin-
istrition here and studied the methods of
the government in caring for and extending
its collections. .

Dr. Maclver is a student of Petri, as, in
fact, are most of the men now engaged in
the work of Egyptian excavation and ex-
ploration. He iz a young man, but has
none the less spent the past six years In
Egyptian field work and is engaged In col-
lection for some of the principal museums
of the world. His visit to America was
primarily to attend the meeting of arch-
eologists held In Quebec this summer. From
thers he went to Chicago and thence came
to Washingion. He will leave here today
for New York and will inspect the museums
of Boston and Philadelphia before sailin,
for home. :

Purpose of a Museum.

In speaking of the purposes of a museum,
as it appeared to him, Dr. Maclver said
that museum methods in America are
rather in advance of those in England. He
sald that the museum in England is still
regarded as more or less of a treasure
house of curlosities, and that although there
were some immensely valuable collections
in the British Museum, they were not ar-
ranged with a view to teaching the public
what & museum could teach them, namely,
the development of arts and industries
along certain lines from the earllest times
to the present day. He spoke particularly
of the way in which the National Museum
was arranged, and declared that the sys-
tem of making an object lesson of each
line of exhibits and showing their develop-
ment up to date was to his way of think-
ing the real mission of a museum. In this
way, he sald, the public was reached and
the museum taught something definite along
the line In which it took the most interest,
instead of furnishing a place where it
could merely gape at isolated objects that
perhaps it did not understand.

He asserted, however, that he was dis-
appointed in finding that the attitude of
the government here wag not so generous
as he had expected toward the well-devel-
oped museums that already existed. He
said he had found the same tendency to
starve the museums and the collections, to
say nothing of the museum officlals, as was
too common in England. But he thought
that the American museums were doing an
excellent educational work and were de-
veloping along the lines In which they could
be of the most use to the publie.

Berlin’s Museum Praised.

Of all the foreign museums, that of Ber-
1in, he contended, was the most advanced,
and was the one toward which the govern-
ment was the most generous in money mat-
ters. If there was a great sclentific find or
a great collection to be acquired in any part
of the world, the director of the Berlin
Museum was, he said, most likely to get
it if he wanted it, through being able to
outbid all rivals. The administration and
arrangement of the German museums, he
admired Intensely, and he thought that in
this regard, as In many others, Germany
was ahead of the rest of the world.

Referring to Egypt, Dr. MaclIver sald that
some of the best work being done there now
i8 by Prof. Reizner of Harvard, who is en-
gaged on some extensive work for the mu-
geum of the Unliversity of California. He
had not been able to get to Californla on
the present trip, but he had known Prof.
Relzner well and admired his work, and he
intended to see his collection in place in
California at some future time.
