Educational Campaign in Prog-
ress in England.

HIGHER DUTIES WANTED

Secretary Cousins * Talks About the
Movement,

FIFTY -YEARS OF FREE TRADE

Declares That It Has Been a Costly
Period for the

Country.

LONDON, Beptember 22, 10604,

The tarlff reformers of Great Britain, the
protectionists—although they do not like
that name—have headquarters and a stafl
of clerks at work cn Vietoria street, be-
twecn Westminster Abbey and the Ameri-
can embassy. They are earrying on an ag-
gressive and an effective campalgn of
education, distributing tons of literature,
including millions of taking cartoons, of
which I send you samples, arranging for
lectures and mass meetings, corganizing
clubs and sending milssionaries into every
county—indeed, Intn every parish of Eng-
land. The Tariff Reform League, as the
organization is ealled, has branches in all
the principal towns in charge of experi-
enced politicians, with several hundred good
talkers constantly in the field epeaking
in pubiic halls, from the platforms on the
village greens and In the c¢lub rooms.
Hundreds of meetings are held every night,
although there Is campaign on and
there may not be an election for several
vears. This Is an educational propaganda
to convert the people from the traditional
free trade idea to the new gospel of pro-
tected industries as proclalmed by Joseph
Chamberlain.

John R. {‘ousins, the secretary of tHe
league, tells me that those who are dlrect-
ing the movement are very much encour-
aged. “One of the healthy signs,” he says,
“is that we can get crowded meetings on
this subject everywhere at all tlmes, and

when the speakers are talking they are
listened to with careful attention. This
shows that the people are actually inter-
ested in the subject.”

“Tariff reform s a permanent issue?”’ I
inquired. :

“Indeed it Is,”" answered Mr. Cousins,
“and It has been adopted by thc¢ unfonlst
party as the chief plank In [ts platform.”

“Ia the parly solid In fts support?’' 1
asked.

“There ia a small factional opposition,
which is dying out,”” answered Mr. Cousins.
“It {8 composed chlefly of individuals with
personal interests at stake, and it Is not a
matter of principle with them. They do
not act upon the merits of the case.”

“What is the numerical strength of the
tariff reformers in England today?’

Fifty Years of Free Trade.

“There has never been a square vote on
that idsue—not since 1848, when the repeal
of the corn laws was agitated. That was
a manufacturers’ movement for free trade,
and it won. The maﬁjority was 50 large Lhat
free trade was adopted as a permanent
policy of the government for fifty vears.
We have now had fifty years of experience,
which has shown free trade o be a fallure,
It has not kept down the cost eof llving; It
has not Increased the wages of workmen;
it has not been regarded as an Inuucement
by other nations to buy RBritish goods or
glve us preferentlal advantages in their
market. They have given us nuthing in re-
turn. We now import  an enormous guan-
tity of merchandise, which should be pro-
duced om this island. Here is the bill we
had to pay to other nations durlng the year
1805: : .

duty to pay.
Tariff for Revenue.

“Our tariff,”” continues Mr. Cousins, “Is
based upon revenue only. The neressaries
of life only are taxed. Our principal reve-
nue comes from tea, which has been taxed
gixpence a pound, but will be admitted for
flvepence after November. Coffee, sugar,
tobacco, spirits, gunpowder, cocoa, cur-
rantz, perfumery and books are the princi-
pal objects of taxation. We raise between
14000000 and  £15.000,000 on foodstulls,
£8,250,040 on tea, £0,000,000 on sugar, £13,.-
GO0,000 on tobacco and {1,230.000 on wine.
The prosent policy of the government is to
place the highest tax upon the articles we
cannot produce, which compels the con-
sumer to bear the entire burden. Mr.
Chamberlain and his followers propose to
take the tax off noncompeting artlcles and
place It upon competing articles, so #8 to
make the producer pay the duty or keep
out of the market.

“Our consumers are not much affected by
patriotism,”” said Mr. Cousins in reply to a
questlon. "As a rule the English people
prefer Engilsh-made goods because they
like them better. But they would take the
same articles just as readily If they were

Supporters of the Movement.

“¥From what class of people do your sup-
purters come?” [ asked.

“The support of what Is called Chamber-
lain’'s Fiscal Reform is general. afdd s not
conflned to any particular class. No one
class Is solid for anything. Our warmest
supporters are scattered through every
atrata of soclety. Pretty much all the peo-
ple are willing to admit that there must
be some change In our national flacal policy
sooner or later. Some advocate one thing,
some another, but the Chamberlain proposi-
tion has already been accepted by a3 larger
number of thinking people than any other
seheme of relief that has yet been pro-

“[sn't it rather singular that the labor-
ing element In England should be so de-
termined against tariff reform. considerng
that from a protection standpoint they tre
to recelve the greatest benefit?”

Attitude of the Laborers.

“Yes, It Is strange that men will stand
in thelr own light, but the labor people
are by no means unanimous agalnst the
Chamberlin  proram. A large majority,
which Is certainly growlng, appreclates
the danger of the invasion of forelgn goods.
It realizes that the conditions which the
workmen complain of are very largely, if
not entirely, due to this unnatural and un-
falr forelgn competition and they favor
some form of retallation against it. They
are beginning to recognize that if it is a
good thing to keep out alien labor It is
equally necessary to keep out the produects
of alien labor. They want a preference
given to home industries, but, at the same
time, they have innate prejudices which
It seems almost impossible to overcome.
They have been brought up to belleve that
free trade is the safest policy for an in-
sular nation. They fear an increase in the
cost of llving by placing a duty on im-
ported goods, and lack confidence in the
prediction that it will increase their wages
to protect Lheir employers against undue
toreign competition. They have not studied
Jdhe question.  Few of them look on hoth
sldes of it. Naturally the leaders of the
labor party, headed by John Burns, are op-
posed to nus, but since he went into the
cabinet . he has not been associating so
miuch with the labor party as formerly.

“*At the congress af delegations from lahor
unfons of the United Kingdom, recently
held at Liverpool, the tariff reformers were
not strong ¢nough to pass a resolution, but
were more numerous than ever before.
They held a separate meeting and recom-
mended the adoption of the Chamberlin
proposals to meet the changes needed In
the fiscal policy of the government. The
resalution was proposed by delegates from
the paper-makers’ union and pledges the
workmen to use every legitimate effort to
secure a revision of our tariff system on

lines laid down by Mr. Joseph Cham-
berlin. This was adopted with only one
dissenting vote. At previous congresses

the minority in favor of tariff reform has
never heen sn strong or 20 earrnest. Thoare
f# no doubt that the working claszes are
Finteresting " themselves on the subject and
are studying it more rationaily. It Is also
aparcnt that they are sowly coming
around. At a recent by-election at Cocker-
mouth the unlon split and a large faction,
mostly iron workers, supporied the tariff
reform candidate.”

The Next Elections.

“When do you have another election?"”

“We expect another « ctlon within two
years. It would seem impossible for the
liberals to continue in ofice longer than
tiiat. They have a very large and a very
Feumbersome majority in the house of com-
mons, nul easily subject to discipline. The
majority is out of all proportion to the vote
cast for the liberal ‘candidates. Leaving
out the labor wing, the government is not
entitled to more than seventeen or eighteen
majority., ‘There is a great deal of dissen-
tion among them. They are not united In
thelr purposes or copinion and are splitting
up into factions. When the educational bill
i out of the way the differences will de-
velop, and individual members will begin to
exercise their Independent judgment. There
is a good deal of tariff seform sentiment
among the liberals also. In Wales, which
was almost solid for the liberal candidates
at tho 1:<t ¢lection, n large number of peo-
ple have pronounced themselves In favor
of tariff reform.”

“How is Mr. Chamberlin's health?"

ON THE RIVER FRONT

The work of adjusting the propeller wheel
and shaft upon the new harbor tug Tobe,
belonging to A. J. Taylor & Bro., was com-
pleted at Bennett's boatyard yesterday, and
the little craft was put overboard at high
water today.

1 o'clock announced that its case was
closed. Witnesses and records were pro-
duced to show that the property upon

which the homicide occurred belonged to the
accused, and that, therefore, he had a
right to stop deceased from gatherlng hay
upon the land. Other witnesses testitfied
that Turner advanced toward Gibbs with a
pitehfork, and that the killing was in self
defense.

Immediately upon the closing of the tes-
timony for the accused State’s Attorney
Magruder began his argument to the jury,
claiming that the defense had failed to
prove title to the property in Gibbs, and”
also that a case of self-defense had not been
made out. George P. Hoover of the Wash-
ington bar made the opening argument for
the accused, and was followed by Mr. RRob-
ert W. Wells of Hyattsville, leading couns®l
for Gibbs. Mr. Jas. C. Rogers of Hyalts-
ville closed for the state.
