THE THEATEB.
Belasco Theater.

A play bearing the title of "Jeanne D'Arc"
Is of necessity a work of somber severity.
There is, or should be, no trace of comedy
to disturb Its symmetry of Idea. It is true
that \fr Rnpkctnnp nx*v without offfnse. as

he did at the Belasco last night, give a few
glimpses of the roughly human side of a

loyal soldier's character. But this Is human
interest rather than comedy: It has not the
Jar that comes with the vacuous foolery of
some of the casual efforts to delineate peasanttypes. Though rather halting In Its
earlier scenes, representing a forest near
Domremy, the play moves with secure dignitythrough the second, third and fourth
acts, which portray successively the acceptanceof Jeanne by the king as his champion,the important military episodes of liw
career and the coronation. It closes wl^jiparting scene between Jeanne and her lt!MS
at Rouen, and her departure to meet ttM
piuiui iuie wmcn urougni xxer su<s:ig« iu<

to an end.
The play Is by Mr. Percy Mackaye. and Is

a reverential, albeit mystical, treatment of
the subject. There is not a hint of fanaticismIn the development of the central
character. She Is completely a heroine and
a prophetess. Her visions are made realtiesto the audience, the supernatural suggestionsbeing conveyed by numerous ingeniousand beautiful effects.
The interest centers absolutely in the role

which Miss Marlowe assumes, and If she
did not fully convey the impression of mentalexaltation which might be expected in
a young peasant girl so strangely visited,
she more than compensated for any lack
in this rpsnppt hv hpr realization of th#»
woman and the heroine. Miss Marlowe's
art has that strange subtlety which Is
more than technical expression. Beyond
and above tbe music of her wonderful
vocalization, and the delicacy of inflection
which responds to every tint and shade of
the author's meaning is the sympathetic
consciousness conveyed to the auditor that
she feels within her own nature the moods
and sentiments which she depicts. There is
no doubting her. For the hour, she is the
leader inspired by heaven, the general,
who all unlettered and physically frail, inspiresdeeds of unprecedented valor; and
at last the woman with a heart which
knows no ambition beyond Its own simple
affections. 'l..e complexity of the charIacter is Impressed as much by Miss Mar|lowe's manner of rendering It as by its
literary presentation.
The production, despite Its thrilling battlescenes, lacks the elements of suspense

and surprise necessary to its acceptance as
a urama in me usual sense ui me nuru,

Outside of Miss Marlowe's delineation of
the central role the production Is pictorial,
rather than dramatic, but It is so stupendouslypictorial that the Imagination Is
contented and the interest is not permitted
to lag. The literary treatment of the subjectis largely Imitative.
The diction 1b marked by strong Shakespeareanresemblances which It is scarcely

needful to remark do not/rise to the heights
of metaphor In sentence structure nor of
philosophy In Idea which distinguish the
author of whom this author has evidently
been so thorough and loyal a student. It
did not need the inky cloak nor the book
which Mr. Sotiiern has with him through
his various scenes as the scholarly lover of
the heroine to convey a strong suggestion
of Hamlet. The lines do this. Mr. Sothern's
role is one of rather artificial Importance.
Its function is to supply the element of
romantic attachment which rounds out the
character of Jeanne to human completeness,
but which Is less than her love of country
and loyalty to the crown.
The company is a large one, and the

characters were represented with a degree
Af offioionov that its raro in pntprnrisAs of
such magnitude. The production, both scenicallyand in action, is distinguished by a

uniformity of quality that makes it an artisticdelight. The king, a most responsible
figure in the cast, was well played last
night by Mr. Lewis, and the other roles
were handled with a high average of competencesuch as is seldom to be found.
Despite the fact that a railway accident

caused delay in setting the stage, the final
curtain was down well before midnight.
The audience was one of the most representativeand appreciative that Washington
has assembled in a long time.

Columbia Theater.
Mr. R. C. Carton's clever plays have providedmany delightful evenings for Washingtonplaygoers, but probaibly none has

afforded more genuine entertainment than
"Mr. Hopkinson," his latest piece, which

theme and treatment the play nevertheless
adroitly satirizes certain elements of Englishfashionable society without resorting
to acrimonious aggressiveness. The principalconsideration in the story is the caddishand penurious Samuel Hopkinsin and
his ludicrous exploits in attempting to ascendthe social Alps, aided and abetted by
Impecunious members of the British aristocracy.Through a special act of Providence,Hopkinson. who has trudged along
close to the earth as a clerk in a small
store, finds himseif suddenly possessed of
Immense wealth. He immediately becomes
ambitious to shine in society, but all his
money and nil the tutelage of competent
Instructors cannot raise him from his mundaneplane. Instead of throwing away the
great riches that have been precipitated
upon him, as do many of the newlv rich.
"Hoppy" clings to the parsimonious traits
he acquired as a grocer's clerk, and he has
to be pried from every dollar he spends.When about to be married to a lady of title,Eltaa Dibbs. a young woman of whom
"Hoppy" was enamored before he became
wealthy, appears on the scene and produces
complications most amusing. The lady of
title elopes with another man on the day
sot for her wedding with Hopkinson, and
the latter, consistent to the last, consoles
himself by restoring Eliza to her former
place in his affections.
Mr. Welford's faithful characterization

of "Hoppy" is one of the delights of the
performance. His facial expression aidshim not a little in conveying a full realizationof the character impersonated. Mr.Henry Stephenson and Miss Elinor Foster,
as the Duke and Duchess of Braceborough,who believe that every husband and wifeshould see each other at least once everyweek or two, gave good p«rformancea.

"Alice SIVby-the-FIre" la the quaint and
unusual title of a quaintly humorous dramaticfaibric. The critical tape-line and trysquaremust be discarded as cold-blooded
Implements of trade before the first act Is
well- under way. To truly enjoy the performancethe auditor must allow himself
to be warmed and mellowed into a state
of absolute quiescence uy the disingenuous
charm of It all. Without either hero or
heorlne, of the accepted types, guiltless of
villain and adventuress and bare of stilted
climax or stereotyped comedy. It still has
form and substance of distinct oualftv and
In the hands of Ethel Barrymore and her
capable supporting company is a refreshing
morsel. In theme it is characteristic and
Barrie-esque. Its atmosphere Is that of th«
roof-tree and the scene of action, that
wonderland, the prescient mind of early
youth. In the present play Mr. Barrie gives
further evidence of intimate sympathy
with the child intellect, and a delicate and
deft faculty has enabled him to present real
flesh and blood children with many of the
faults of their kind, but withal wholesom«
and admirable. There Is also introduced
collaterally a salutary and gently Ironical
admonition to parents and a satire on the
conventional society drama, which latter In
hands less skillful might easily run to
burlesque. The story Is based upon a phase
of Anglo-Indian life, which, fortunately, has
no parallel In this country, namely, of the
custom of English parents In India of sendingtheir children to England at an early
age to be reared by relatives or servants.
The complications and embarrassment attendantupon the efforts of such parents
and children to become properly acquainted
and adjusted to each others' habits and
uiuurj ui uiuugiii cuuaiiiuic ilic utlSig OI
the story.
Miss Barrymore Is the young mother just

returned to her two children, a boy and a
girl, whom she has not seen for ten or
twelve years. That she should acquit herselfwith credit Is well understood. It Is a

daughter of sixteen years without being
compelled to appear over twenty-three herself.Her fine appreciation of the subtle
sarcasm and genial humor of the author is
admirably conveyed in her performance.
The supporting company is capable. Jack

to the star.

more of the exhibition space that has been
secured by the committee.
A new field is said to be opened up for

Washington merchants along the line of the
Coke and Coal railroad in West Virginia,
now that the new freight and express improvementshave been installed with the
view of facilitating the rapid delivery of
goods.
In this connection there Is talk among the

jobbers and shippers of inviting merchants
along the Coke and Coal railroad to visit
this city at the time of the proposed "merchants'week" during the session of Con-
gress.

Principal Attraction for Visitors.
It is said the opening of Congress will be

urged by the board of retail merchants of
the Jobbers and Shippers' Association as
the principal attraction for visitors from
out of town, the national food show, which
will be held the same week, will be used as
a second inducement, and It is not improbablethat free automobile rides around the
