HALF CENTURY MARK

GRAND ARMY NEARING ITS
FIFTIETH ANNIVERSARY.

Celebration by George H. Thomas
Post—Patriotic Addresses Pre-
cede the Refreshments.

The Grand Army of the Republc is near-
Ing the half century mark of its existence.
The first post of the Grand Army of the
Republic was organized by Dr. B. F. Ste-
phenson April 8, 1868, at Decatur, I1l. In
¢ commemoration of this fortieth anniversary
year Gen. James Tanner, when commander-
in-chief, recommended that ali of the posts
of the Grand Army of the Republic, num-
bering 3,616, should commemorate the found-
ing of the organization at some time during
the year 1906. Gen. George H. Thomas Post
of the Deportment of Potomac, Col. Ed.
Keeler, commander, held its anniversary
celebration Friday evening in compliance
with the suggestion of Gen. Tanner, and it
is said to be the only post in the Dep"t-
ment of Potomac that has held such exer-
cises.,

Thomas Post entertained its numerous
guests in the Rellef Corps Hall in North-
east Temple, the prinecipal speaker being W.
E. Andrews, auditor for the Treasury De-
partment, who was a “kid” at the breaking
out of the war, but who declared In the
course of his remarks that his life and all
its energies are devoted w the interesgs of
the veterans of the eivil war. His remarks
were altcgether of a patriotic nature, and
it was suggested that the Department of the
Potomae, G. A. R., have the address printed
in pamphlaet form and distributed to thz pu-
pils of the public schools of the District.

Veterans as Saving Factor.

The speech was directed entirely to the
saving factor the veterans of the Grand
Army of tlie Republic had been in preserv-
Ing a nation and a flag to love. He declared
that without the herolsm of the veterans of
the eivil war the country would be today a
lot of little jarring nations, preying upon
each other, for the doctrine of states rights
would have obtalned, and any state dis-
satisfied with any of the other states would
have broken away.

Disunlon, he said, meant entire disruption.
He thought that histery shousd be written
correctly and #ssues differentiated so that
the students of the [uture might not con-
fuse them and draw wrong conclusions. He
declared that there was splendld heroism
on hoth sides in the conflict, and history
should not belittle either, for both fought
valiantly, and both being of one blood was
the reason for this, but one fought for a
wrong cause, and this must ever be remem-
bered and so written down.

Mr. Andrews' address was greeted with
applause. He was preceded by Commander
Keeler, who briefly sammed up the story of
the organization of the Grand Army of the
Republic, and its auxiliary, the Woman’s
Relef Corps. He toiu of the splendid work
that both organizations had done for char-
ity, and for the spreading of patriotism,
and declared that the missjon of the Grand
Army of the Republic and of the veterans of
the civil war would not be ended so long
as one of them remalned above ground to
celebrate Memorial day and Flag day.
These two observances, he declared, had
been instituted, the one by the Grand Army
of the Republie, when Gen. John A, Logan
was commander-in-chief, and the other by
the Woman's Rellef Corps at Indlanapolis
in 18093. These, he sald, were monuments to
the two organizations that would live as
ong as time.

Urges Co-Operation.

Commander Entrikin, who was present
with his staff, spoke In deep appreciation
of the sentiments of Mr. Andrews, and
urged hearty co-operation of all patriotic
organizations in the work of preserving his-
tory and the propagation of patriotism.

TO ERECT MONUMENT
MEMORIAL OVER _oonmmm
DEAD IN ARLINGTON.

The movement having in view the erec-
tion of a confederate monument in the
section of the Arlington national cemetery
where are Interred the remains of southern
soldlers is receiving an impetus, it 1s =aid,
by the members of the United Daughters of
the Confederacy, now In session at Gulf-
port, Miss. Mr. Hilary A. Herbert, former-
ly Secretary of the Navy, who 1s chairman
of the monument committee of Camp 171,
Unied Confederate Veterans,- is now at
Gulfport In fhe interest of the monument
fund.

An appeal has been issued by the Arling-
ton Confederate Monument Assoclation of
Washington for aid to consummate *“the
work of love and memory' that has been
undertaken. It is stated that the Southern
Rellef Boclety, another confederate organi-
zation here, heartily approves of the ap-
peal. The communication promulgated by
the Monument Association says, In part:

“If we can have the generous ald of con-
federate organizations generaily, a mers
pittance from each member would enable
us to build here at the national capital such
a4 monument as would be a source of pride
to all ex-confederates, and to their de-
scendants for generations to come.

“The United States government has gen-
erously gathered Into a sectlon of its na-
tional cemetery at Arlington the bodies of
all our dead comrades that were scattered
about in the Distriect of Columbla. The
graves of these heroes, each marked with
a marble headstone, are all ranged in cir-
cles about a common center, trees have
been planted, and the grass grows green
above them; beautifully graveled walks
lead from all directions to a central
mound, planned as the site of a memorial,

But that mound is vacant. Shall it re-
main so?

One That Will Do Honor.

“A monument to our dead must and will
be erected at Arlington. We must do it,
and do it now, and it must be one that will
do honor to our dead.

“No plan or design has been adopted. The
purpose is to secure the most artistic and
durable memorial that can be obtalned with
the money that shall be subscribed, and
every effort will be made to secure the

most appropriate design and the very best
artist to execute it.”

QUESTION FINALLY SETTLED.

Trustees of Girls’ Reform School Au-

thorized to Make Contract.

After a controversy of three years t_)e-
tween the District Commissioners and the
board of trustees of the Reform School for
Girls as to who I8 Invested with the au-
thority to advertise for bids and enter
into contract for the construction of a
bullding for the male employes at the
school the question has been settled by Con-
troller Tracewell of the Treasury Depart-
ment, who declded that the trustees of the
institution have the authority and that the
plans are to be approved by the Commis-
sloners.

Upon the motion of Commissioner Biddle
the Commissloners approved the plans for
the proposed buildings and have forwarded
them to the architect. Col. Blddle stated
that the decision of the controller that the
duty of the Commissioners regarding this
proposed construction s conflned to the
passing upon plans and the disbursing of
the money necessary, is perfectly satis-
factory to the Commissloners, as it relieves
them of the necesslty of supervision of the
erectlon of this bullding. He sald that it
was upon the recommendation of the Com-
missioners that the opinion of the cen-
troller was asked by the authoritles of the
Reform School for Girls.

Ti 3 erection of the building for the male
employes of this Institution was provided
for In act of Congress passed March 3,
1903. The act also appropriated $6,000 for
the werk, but as the same act provided
appropriations for a number of publlic
schools in the District which were to be
erected under the supervision of the Com-
missioners complications arose over the
question of sur,-er\rlnmf1 the work at the re-
form school. The authorities of the school
held that the act creating thelir body in-
vested them with the authority to super-

the erectian of the sehool and all other
buildings jn connection with It, and the
Commissloners contended that inasmuch as
the money for the work wasa In their hands
and they belng responsible for its disburse-
ment they were entitled to full knowledge
of the work as it was to be contracted for.

This question of authority remained un-
settled until last June, when the con-
troller rendered his decision, whi¢h he for-
warded to the authorities of the school,
but it was not until yesterday when the
latter submitted the decision to the Com-
missioners that they knew of the declsion
which had been made by the controller
nearly six months ago.

OHAN GE IS COMPLETE

FLAT - FLAME GAS BURNING
STREET LIGHTS NO MORE.

Electrical Engineer’s Report Shows
Mantle Burners Substituted for
6,588 of the Old Style.

The entire lighting system on the streets
in the Distslet has been changed with but
a few exceptions from the flat-flame gas
burners to the modern mantle lamps of
sixty candle power each. This change was
started last July and, according to a re-
port made to the Commissioners Friday
afternoon by W. C. Allen, the electrical
engineer of the District, the work has been
completed. The information was particu-
larly gratifying to the Commissioners, in-
asmuch as the new system, they declare,
will afford the District the best possible
lighting facilitles.

Mr. Allen's report shows that 6,588 lamps
were changed. The only places where the
modern mantle burners were not erected
was on those strcets nuon whieh electric
arc lamps have been ordered erected and
in several instances where physical difficul-
ties made the use of the mantle burners
impracticable. The new burners will coat
$20.80 a yéar each, making a total cost
annually of $140,059.80, an Increase of
$21,475.80 over last year. The old flat-flame
gas burners only cost §18 a year each. Mr.
Allen, in submitting his report, stated,
however, that this extra expense will never
be regretted, as all the streets within the
fire llmits, and even in the suburbs, will
be e_xceplionally well illuminated.

Accomplished and Under Way.

He sald a large number of iights have
been placed upon roads in the suburban
sections, and, In addition to the improve-
ments already mentioned, the following
have been ordered, some of which have
been completed, and others are under way:

“Brightwood avenue, from Rock Creek
Church road to the District line, a distance
of 17,000 feet, is to be lighted by fifty-five
arc lamps at $85 each, an annual cost of
$4,675. This street Is now lighted by sixty-
eight gas lamps and twenty-one naphtha
lamps, which at the prevalling prices cost
$1,896.60 per annum. The Improved light-
ing, therefore, costs the District $2,778.40
Llore per annum.

New York avenue and Eckington place,
from Tth street northwest to Eckington
place and R street northeast, a distance
of 7,220 feet, is to be lighted by thirty-five
arc lamps at $85 each, a total cost of $2,975
per annum. These two streets are now
lighted by forty-two gas lamps, fourteen
naphtha lamps and two incandescent elec-
tric lamps, which, at the prevalling prices,
cost $1,234.90 per annum. The Improved
lighting on these two thoroughfares, there-
fore, costs the District $1,740.10 additional
per annum.

“In the section bounded by Pennsylvania
avenue, D street, 9th street and 13th street
northwest where there are eighteen scat-
tered gas lamps, costing $375.30 per annum,
fifteen arc lamps are being added, which
will cost $1,276 per annum, an increase of
$809.70.

“In the section bounded by 6th street,
13th street, D street and New York avenue,
where there are eighteen scattered gas
lamps, costing $375.30 per annum, sixteen
arc lamps are being substituted, costing
$1,360.30 -per annum, or an increase of
$084.70.""

Mr. Macfarland’s Comment.

Speaking of this Improvement regarding
the lHghting system of the District Commis-
sloner Macfarland, who has supervision
over the electrical department, said:

“Congress at the last session gave us the
fncrease in the street lighting appropria-

tion which we had been urging for several
years, and when it became available on the
1st of July we also had lower bids, so that
we were able to order the conversion of
the entire system of flat-flame gas
burners, over 6500 in.  number, into the
modern mantle lamps of gixty-candle power,
of which we could only have a small num-
ber before, and, In addition, we were able
to order the substitution of arc lamps for
gas lamps where ‘tliere was special need of
such lighting, and also to add 1,413 new
lamps, a large proportion on suburban
roads, of which nearly thirty miles are be-
Ing lighted for the firet time. It was very
gratifying to receive from the -electrical
engineer a statement that the {ncan-
descent gas lamps are at last all in place,
the contractor having taken since Septem-
ber to make the change, and that the other
improvements ordered last July are com-
pleted or well under way We have had to
urge the mantle gas lamp contractor some-
what, but he pleaded the delays of the
supply manufacturers as the cause of his
delay. We have been able in the extension
of the service to grant practically all the
requests of citizens which accumulated
while we were trying during the past fews
yeagsdto get higher appropriations and low-
1ds.”

REQUIRED TO ANSWER.

William J. Wilson to Be Tried Here
on False Pretense Charge.

William J. Wilson, who was arrested In
Philadelphia Friday afternoon at the re-
quest of Inspector Boardman on a charge
of false pretenses pending against him in
this ecity, as stated In yesterday's Star, was
given a hearing before United States Com-
missioner Bell yesterday afternoon. The in-
dictment agalnst Wilson, as heretofore
stated, alleges that he obtained four oil
paintings worth $8,000 from William B.
Murphy, a8 New York artist, by represent-
ing that he was vice president of the
American Historical Congress and that
the portraits were to be placed in the home
of the organization, the old Calvert man-
sion.

Detective Horne, who went to Philadel-
phia and was present at the hearing, re-
turned home last night. He stated that
the portraits of McKinley and Hanna were
found in a building In Philadelphia, where
they had been on exhibition.
