HERKIMER. N. Y., November 2".-It is
possible that, following the medical testimonywhich the prosecution Is bringing
forth, an ocular demonstration of the seaworthinessof the boat which carried Gilletteand Grace Brown when the girl met

her death will be made for the jury's beneftt.It is the contention of the defense, as

shown by its line of cross-examination,
that Grace Brown met death as the resu'lt
of the accidental upsetting of the boat. The

prosecution, on the other hand, contends
that the injuries found on the body not only
make it clear that Orace Brown was killed
or stunnnl before she was thrown Into the
water, but the state asserts also that the
boat was of such stability that its accidentalupsetting was almost impossible.
The boat which carried the pair is here as

an exhibit, and there is plenty of water
n r/i.m.l I I on n-'.

With the power at hand to reproduce the

conditions which i»xWted on the day of the
girl's-' death It Is not at all improbable that
the district attorney may decide to Rive the
Jury an ocular demonstration of U^e
difficulty of tippint; over a 8t. Lawrcnce
skiff of the type which the defendant hired
for Grace Brown's la-st row. It would be
lexal. lawyers say. to illustrate concretely
to the jury the probability or improbability
of the aer'.rten: which the defense will claim
wag the cause of the gin's death. The
court would have to convene at the bank of
the river, however: for in order that the
demonstration might t>e legal It would havo
to be performed in the presence of the Jury,
defendant and court.
There Is n report that after the nreceoutor

n;m nnisneu w iui ms meuical testimony he
may resort to this way of strengthening
his theory that the death of the girl was
not accidental, and It is jiosflijle that he
will. If he should do this the scene would
t>e one of the strangest thnt a court of law
has probably ever witnessed. The entire
complement of court officers and the judge,
jury unu tinemiam wouia gather on the
bank of the river and watch experiments in
trying to upset the boat.
After yesterday's testimony an<j line of

questioning adopted by the defense there
can be little doubt a.« to the theory the defendant'scounsel will advance to attempt
to explain Grace Brown's death.

New York to Cleveland the railroad companywas last week muicled for a fine
identical in amount with that Imposed on

the sugar trust.
After Judge Holt's ruling of last week,

when the New York Central came up for
sentence, counsel for the American Sugar
UArin(n<.

law practically Ineffective and powerless,
and amounting to real discrimination In favorof a certain shipper or shippers, was a

rebate dishonest am] illegal.
An to Mr. Mcllvalnes' question as to the

validity of the Klklns act. Judge Holt said
It was not nearly as loose In its wording or

legal structure as some others. The whole
nut of the matter was the decision of the
question whether the defendant had been
proved guilty of receiving rebates in violationof the Klklns act. which became a formallaw of the country In February, 10U3.

According to Information received here,

fifty cloud-bursts occurred In the mountainsof Cherokee last week, sending great
torrents of water Into the valleys and carryinghouses, trees, rocks and logs In Its
path.

Waters Demolished Houses.
The cloud-burst occurred on both aides of

the Fain mountain and also at Marble. On
one s'.de of the Fain mountain a man named
R. C. Pomwell and his family re»ld?d. The
rushing waters demolished the houses, killingMrs. Cornwell and her elgrht-year-old
son. The husband was badly hurt, while
a small daughter and an infant escaped
with slight bruises. On the other side of
the mountain four people in a house barely
escaped with their lives. Two houses were
demolished by the cloud-bursts above the
Cornwall place and two above the llickey
place. Big holes were torn In the mountains'.des and mud and trash huried thirty
feet into the tree#. The damage l» estimatedat over ?100,0ou. It la the worst
catastrophe in the county's h'story.
At Marblle there were two cloud-bursts,

and an entire family was imprisoned in a
house that went adrift.
Another man escaped with his f&ur childrenwhile his home waa being- carried

Secretary Taft, "they include one from
iny mother and another from my aunt, both
of them imploring me to preserve Niagara
I'als. The office of the chirf of f-r.rrinp^rK

conclusion to carry out a specific act of
Congress and In deciding upon the Intent
and purpc.-e of the law."

Power Companies Heard.
The protestants practically closed their
