MR. WEST IS AROUSED

DEFENDS METHOD OF AWARDING
LOCAL CONTRACTS.

So aroused was Commissioner West by
the criticism of the Commissioners' action
In awarding contracts for District work
to out-of-town firms, made by member
of the Jobbers and Shippers" Association
at a meeting held lust week, that he has
made a personal investigation of certain
statements relating to the purchase of
District supplies, and stated Testerdav
that he was glad to find that one Incidentwhich was commented upon happenedten years ago.
This case, according to Mr. West, was

reported by Mr. P. P. May, chairman of
the committee on manufactures, who said
that when he was one of the District
contractors several hours' delay was experiencedby a street gang because picks
were furnished by one contractor and
handles for picks by another. The record,says the Commissioner, shows that
in 1806 Mr. May had the contract for
picks and O. T. Carter of this city the
contract for pick handles, which was the
last date that Mr. May furnished the articlesto the District. As to the system
of separating the bids for picks and handles,it is explained that the number of
handles vsed is very much greater than
the number of picks, inasmuch as handleswere frequently broken or becomn
otherwise unserviceable, while the picki
remain available for use.

"If we bought picks and handles together,"said Commissioner West, "ami
threw away the pick every time a handlebecame useless, we would waste a

good deal of money. Under the present
system tools needed by street gangs are
lrant at thft nrnnerjv vnrris nnH rfln ho
obtained within thirty minutes after
proper requisition is made therefor.
"Regarding: the award of a contract for

certain plumbing fixtures to a firm outsideof the city, the record shows that
the firm was the lowest bidder and that
it was responsible. Inasmuch as its bid
was thoroughly formal and could not,
therefore, be rejected, the contract was
awarded to the firm on the recommendationof the superintendent of the water
department."
