dittons under whieh he flourishes. The
grafter is regarded by this writer as an
institutional parasite. Like all parasited,
he has -the art of Insinuating hi
‘Into the life of the community In suzh
a way as to absorb a portion of the com-
munal substance and appropriate it to
his own profit. In one sense a grafter
is to a corporate community what a flea
is to a dog. It is the trustee type of
grafter that, according to this analysis,
as it Is printed In the Wall Street Jour-
nal, should give the greatest -concern.
But stlll worse than the pecuniary loss
from such a source is the deep-seated
demoralization which resultg from the
discovery that men whose honorable and
successful careers have been held up to
the youth of the land as worthy of iml-
tatlon are later distovered top have, in
their service as directors of corpora-
tions, by methods known to themselves,
managed to divert milllons of corporate
property to their own selfish purposes.

The grafter keeps attention away from
his own operations, declares this writer,
by preaching morality on the part of
others, insisting on respect of law, mak-
ing a reputation for charity and shelter-
ing the oppressed in order that there may
be no reduction in the number of his
victims.

The condition which favors his exlst-
ence 1s, in the writer's opinion, the lack
of institutidbnal control. It is not by
making war on the individual that the
evil can be corrected. but by developing
such forms of control as will make this
parasiti¢ 1life wunprofitable. In other
words, the remedy, according to this
view, is more publicity and a better type
of trusteeship in the management of the
property of others.

Oonsidered Derelict.

Commisesipner West gave evidence of
much displeasure because of the apparent
derelict manner In which the officials of
the police department handled this mat-
ter previous to this last Investigation. In
fact, the explanation made by Sylvester and
Boardman, it is alleged, brings out the fact
that it is the only minute investigation
‘made by them, despite the fact that on No-
vember 2 last Commissioner West referred
all the grave charges to them and em-
phasized the Importance of “running them
down' before reporting upon the applicants’
general good character. The report made
to him by these cfficers ten days later that
all the applicants were of good character
placed the Commissioner In an extremely
embarrassing position.

Major Sylvester's explanation was to tha
effect that he had turned the case over to
Inspector Boardman, and was therefore
blameless himself.

Inspector Boardman, in his report, took
all the blame upon himself. He stated that
it was with much mortification and chagrin
that he was compelled to admit, that
that through apparent neglect and careless-
ness he embarrassed the Commissioner.

“No minute or exhaustive Investigation
was made as to the details of the manner
dn which the applicants for employment
agency licenses conducted their business,™
sald Inspector Boardman. *“The letter of

ssioner West of November 2
through some unaccountable manner was
mislald or overlooked, otherwise the three
applicants referred to would have been in-
vestigated thoroughly.”

Not Satisfled.

This explanation, however, in no sense
satisfies Commissioner West that the twod
officers are to be held blameless for a mis-
direction or carelessness of his orders. In-

asmuch as he particularly pointed out to
them the importance of the matter to be in-
vestigated, he is at a complete loss to un-
derstand why the two officers should have
both reported than an investigation was In
progress, when, as a matter of fact, none
was conducted at the time.

It is doubly strange to Commissioner West
why both officers should have reported in
writing that the Instruction had been noted
and now say In their defense that they
have no recollectlon of the paper.
