"Mr. Roosevelt says
the anti-Mormon movement is persecution.
He is apparently satisfied with the result
of an investigation made by his friend
Jacob Rlis, but If he could have gone
through southern Idaho under the same
conditions that I did only a few weeks
ago, the President of the United States,
in whom the women of the countrv hava
put their trust, wou.d no longer be willingto declare there Is nothing to the Mormon
question."
Mrs. Dubois declared that public educationin Utah and Idaho is entirely in the

hands of the disciples of Joseph Smith,
who are spreading the tenets of their faith
in the schools despite the protests of the
Gentiles, who are powerless because in
such hopeless minority. Six members of th«
United States Senate owe their seats to
the Mormon Church, Mrs. Dubois c'.aimed,
and she named Senator Proctor of Vermont.as the strongest friend In the Senateof Reed Smoot. The attitude of SenatorHopkins of Illinois was also criticized.
