Opening Session at Waugh Church.

Address by Representative Webber

.Evangelist Zachary Speaks.

The first of a series of meetings in the
Interest of prohibition In the District of
Columbia vas held at Waugh M. E. Church
last evening. Special Interest attached to
the opening meeting because of the presenceand the address of Representative A.
R. Webber of Ohio, who Is the author of
the prohibition bill now before the House
committee.
Rev. James W. Zaehary. evangelist and

temperance orator of Lexington, Ky., has
been encaged by the crusaders for pro-
hibition in the District and his opening
address last evening was a strong expositionof the advantages of that side of the
liquor question and a severe arraignment
of the rum power. His presentation of the
question was listened to with close attea-
ti'.r [ ml he was frequently interrupted by
applause. He discussed the subject,
'"Prayer and Prohibition." Rev. Mr. Zacliaryis manager of the National Prohibitory
Federation, whicli is an omni-partlsan and
non-sectarian movement, but committed
fundamentally to the prohbition principle. It
seeks to enlist a million patriots to contribute$1 each per year to print and circulateliterature and to hold meetings to advanejtie cause of municipal, state and nat'onalprobil.'Mon.
R.'v Mr. Zachary's text last evening was

taken ifrom Matthew. vi:0-13, which he
called "the model prayer."

Prohibition a Great Principle.
"Prohibition is not temperance, nor total

abstinence, nor does it, like these, relate
most exclusively to personal habits," the

speaker said, "but prohibition is a great
principle In political economy which, when

applied to sociological conditions, means to
take the distilleries, breweries, saloons,
gambling dens and bawdy houses out of the
nnfbwnv of weak and. tempted humanity
and create a better environment, so that
under that better environment there may
be developed a cleaner manhood and a

better womanhood.
"The license policy logically meins that

the road of life should be filled with divers
enticing temptations, clothed in the seeminglyrespectable garb of legality, making
it hard for men to do right and easy for
them to do wrong, on account of the bad
environment protected and fostered by infamouslicense laws.
"Therefore, the doctrine of prohibition is

born of heaven, and the license policy is
born of hell."
In the course of his lecture Rev. Mr.

Zachary sang a prohibition song, to the
tune of "Beulah J^and."

WAS FINED TEN DOLLARS.

Charles D. Calvert Convicted of DisorderlyConduct.
Charles D. Calvert, desccndent of Lord

Baltimore, one of England's aristrocracy,
member of the proud Calvert family that
controlled much of the territory in this
section of the country at one time, college
graduate and member of the local bar for
many years, was in the dock of the Police
Court this morning and had to answer to
a charge of disorderly conduct in the first
precinct station house.
His face -showed several bruises and he

was thin and pale. To the charge against
him the descendent of aristocracy pleaded
not guilty.
Policeman Howes of the first precinct

station appeared against Calvert. He
stated that Calvert was under the Influence
of liquor yesterday and that he went to
the Emergency Hospital for treatment. On
account of his condition, it was testified,
he was taken from the hospital to the stationhouse. There he proclaimed In violent
manner his dislike for iron bars and close
cells, shouting and yelling at the top of his

a section of Columbia road east of 16th
street; for the extension of 7th street and
Franklin street northeast and for other purposes;for the widening of i:;adensburff
road and for other purposes, and for tha
closing of certain alleys.

Closing of Allevs.
The act providing for the closing of

alleys authorizes t!ie Commissioners to
abandon all alleys in square 330, lying
between loth and llth streets and W
street and Florida avenue northwest, the
land of which will revert to the present
'owners of the square; also alleys In
square number .">47. Ivinir between O and
P streets and 4'a street nnd I>elaware
avenue southwest, find all land to revertto present owners of the square.
However, the present owners referred
to will, by the terms of the act. be re<|iiiredto pay to the collector of taxes
the true value of the land contained ill
the alleys, which value shall be determinedby the board of assistant as«
sessors
The extension of J.'ld street to Kaloramaroad will run through a part of

Tuttle's subdivision, and is appropriatedby the act to Institute the condemnationproceedings necessary. The
extension ot «ih street ana rranKiin
street northeast is looked upon as Importantby the Commissioners. It will
be extended southward from Its present
termination near Its Intersection with
Ohanningr street, on a parallel with the
Metropolitan railroad, to Rhode Island
avenue, fith street southward to Central
avenue The extension of Franklin street,
which is included In this same act. means
northwest from Central avenue eastward
to the Metropolitan lallroad and westwardfrom its present termination be-
iween -Jin ana oui streets to -»in street
northeast.
The act also prov'des for the straightening

of the western line of "th street between
Hamlin and Irving streets northeast. The
sum of $300 is appropriated to Institute proceedingsand the work is expected to be

Road Widening.

rated play.
