A similar order was issued in a modified

form hi December, and since some of the
companies protested against its provisions,
Secretary Shaw agreed to grant them a
hearing, which was held several weeks ago.
At the hearing the Interests of the governmentwere taken care of by Charles Lyman,chief of the appointment division,
and by S. Hazen Bond, the law and bond
officer of the department, who is the governmentexpert in bonding matters.

60,000 Bonds Given.
There are about sixty thousand bonds

given by officials of the government on file
in the Treasury Department, with penaltiesaggregating eight hundred million dollars.It has been the practice in some
branches of the government service to acceptsurety companies on bonds in amounts
of from several hundred thousand to severalmillion dollars without much reirard
to what proportion the penalties of such 1

been sufficient to wreck an ordinary company,and two of such companies have <
failed. One went into bankruptcy upon <
payment of a loss of $100,000 on a single
government contract.
Secretary Shaw's order will not only insurebetter protection to the government,

but, it is believed, will also promote the
safety and stability of the surety companies.The capital and surplus of the respectivecompanies is to be ascertained by
the quarterly financial statements which
they are required to make under the law.
Secretary Shaw's order also contemplates
minute inquiry by experts into the business
methods of the companies, as is suggested
by the provisions of the circular, which re-

quire that each company shall file In the 4

January of each year, a report giving an
itemized statement of all recognizances, 4
stipulations, bonds or undertakings which ^
