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MEN ACCOUNTED FOR
Corporal Madison Tells of Roll

Call at Fort Brown.

SHOOTING FROM OUTSIDE

Thought That the Post Was Being
Attacked.

SOUNDED LIKE MTYim FIRING

Not Suggested Until the Next uay

That the Soldiers Might Have

Been Involved.

The first witness from Company C of the
25th Infantry appeared before the Senate
committee on military affairs today. This
is the last of the three companies that were

statlnnod at "Rrnwnsvlllp to 1~ia hpflrd from

since the Investigation into the shooting up
of that place last August was begun. The
witness was Corp. Chas. H. Madison, who
had been eleven years, nine months and

eight days in the service of the United
States when he was discharged without
honor on the 22d of last November.
Madison testified that he was In the fight

of El Caney, July 1, 1898, and had never
had any trouble except In 1897, when he
was court-martialed at Fort Douglas, Utah,
for neglect of duty. He stated that he nad
been detailed on guard and had failed to
carry out his instructions which had re-

suited in his court-martial. For _that
dereliction he was given ten days in the
guard house. Since then he had never
had any difficulty. 1

The testimony in relation to Company C
is of especial interest because in the view
of a good many people at Brownsville and
also some of the members of the Senate
committee the men who "shot up" Brownsvillewere members af that company.
There was not the least evidence, however,so far as Madison is concerned, to

substantiate that theory. Madison testified
that when he was sent to the hospital on
the night of the 13th he was told by a
white man, whose name he cou'd not re-'
call, but who was on duty on the porch,
that two or three bullets had whizzed
through the air over the room In which
he was sleeping. Madison himself had not
heard any bullets, and no one else had
told him they ha<I heard any. He said that
other people were on the hospital porcft
when that information was given him.

Awakened by the Firing.
Corporal Madison said that he was asleep

when the firing was begun on the night of
August 13, and was awakened by it about
12 o'clock. He slept at one end of tlie barracksof Company C, and he heard MaJ.
Penrose's voice after he got up and was

partly dressed. Maj. Penrose was calling
to the men to get their guns, and he heard
some of them reply that they did not have
arms. Maj. Penrose called to them to find
the man in charge of the racks, and if
they could not find him to break them open.
After that order to bceak open the gun
racks he heard the men hammering on the
racks. Some were pounding on these racks
with a fire ax.
A gun rack such as had been used at

Brownsville had been brought into the
committee room, and the witness explained
his testimony by opening it and referring
to the manner of its operation.
They had orders not to make any light,

as they supposed some one was firing upon
the barracks. Finally the gun racks were
all opened. The non-commissioned officer
who had the keys to the gun racks had
later told the witness that he was late In
getting to the barracks because he had
not heard the call to arms. When he did
get there he opened the racks. The witnesssaw him open one rack, from which
he got his gun and heard hi msay that he
had opened two others. He did not know
how It was about the fourth rack, but all
of them had been hammered on by order
of MaJ. Penrose, In an effort to break them
open.

The Boll Call.
When they formed in line in front of

barracks C. he said, Lieut. Greer went
down the line, with Acting First Sergt.
Harley following him, and counted the
men, and the result was they were all
present or accounted for.
The witness had later been ordered to

patrol the post. Seven posts were establishedfrom the entrance to the barracks
around to the corral. At each post there
were three men and a non-commissioned
officer. In that way the witness was on
duty the rest of the night. The guns of
all the men except those who were on
post duty were locked up in the store
room instead of being replaced in the

''racks. This was by order of Capt. Mechlin.The guns were counted when they
were put in the store room, and when the
men went on duty to guard the fort they
got their guns from the store room. At
ti-JO o'clock in the morning Capt. Mechlin,
with Sergt. Newton Carlisle of Company C,
inspected the gun of the witness and the
guns of the three men under him. He did
not see any further inspection of arms.
uui iiitr gun anu mo»e ox me privates Wltn
him passed Inspection.
The witness was questioned as to the

possibility of a soldier obtaining any extra
ammunition and said that It was impossible.He declared that It would take thirty
or thirty-flve minutes to clean a gun, and
when Senator Foraker asked him whether
his opinion would be changed if told that
distinguished officers of the army had said
that a gun could be cleaned in two or three
minutes he asserted positively that such
a thing could not be done after the gun
had been tired several times.

Shooting From Outside.
The witness was closely questioned by

Senator Warner, and said that to the best
of his knowledge the shooting came either
from the road outside the stone wall or
further up in the town and waa directed at
or across the barracks. The firing, he said,
was mixed firing and did not sound like
volleys. It sounded like six-shooters, shot
guns and Winchester rifles. He had looked
around the next morning, but had not
discovered any effects of the shooting. He
said he made all the effort he could to
And out who did the shooting, but was
unable to learn that anybody in the three
companies was connected with it. He said
they were all surprised upon having the
fort fired upon in a country that was not
hostile. The next day he had heard that
clips and bullets had been found belonging
to the Springfield rifle. But that was the
first suggestion that he knew of that the
firing might have been done by members of
the 35th Infantry.
The cross-examination of Madison had not

been completed when the committee took a
recess until z:<ju o ciock.

Machine Plant Burned.
KITTANING, Pa., February 13..The plant

of the Fischer Foundry and Machine Companyat Ford City, five miles from here,
was burned to the ground last night, causinga loss estimated at $200,000. There were
two large buildings and several smaller
ones, all of which were destroyed. The
concern manufactured iron wheels, windowweights and special castings. In additionto the destruction of finished stock
valuable patterns were ruined. There was
flUo.OOO insurance on the plant. The origin
of the fire is not known.

TRADE WITH GERMANY.
Bequest for Information as to PresentTrade Agreements.
Representative Randell of Texas yesterdayafternoon introduced a resolution callingon the President for information as to

what trade agreements have been entered
into between Germany and the United
States. The preamble calls attention to the
fact that it Is currently reported that negotiationshave been entered into with the
German empire affecting the commerce betweenGermany and the United States and
tariffs and regulations changing the conditionsof trade between these countries and
affecting the revenues of this governmentreceived from Import duties, without theaction of CongTess.
The resolution then requests the Presidentto direct the Secretary of State to reportto him for the Information of theHouse: First.What agreements have beenentered into between the authorities of the

United States and the German government
affccting the commerce of the (wo countries
in reference to imports, or the tariffs on, or
regulations thereof, which directly or indirectlyaffect the revenues or import duties
of this government. Second.What propositions,If any, have been made by either of
its agents looking to any change In the
tariff charges, or trade regulations, between
Germany and the United States, affecting,
emier directly or indirectly, the revenues
of this government or its trade relations
With Germany. Third.That all-papers and
documents, correspondence or negotiations
on the matters herein Inquired about in
possession of the State Department be furnishedfor the information of the House.

President Roosevelt had a conference this

on the spot, and who is thoroughly acquaintedwith the rush of Japanese laborers
to that territory. The Japanese governmentfurnishes permits to the laborers
to go to Hawaii and from there they come
to the mainland. Permits are not given by
the Japanese government for the laborersto come direct to this country.

Speaker Cannon Better.
Speaker Cannon visited the President todayfor the first time since his attack of

short time ago," said the Speaker. "Now
I no longer doubt the genuineness of the
disease.

WESTERN UNION HAS TO RAISE
EMPLOYES' SALARIES.

NEW YORK, February 13..An Increase
of 10 per cent In the salaries of telegTaph
operators at the company's principal offices
throughout the country was announced by
the Western Union Telegraph Company today.
The announcement of the increase In salarieswas made in a letter from Robert C.

Clowry, president of ths company, to the
general superintendents, B. Brooks of New
York, T. P. Cook of Chicago, Frank Jaynes
of San Francisco and J. Levin of Atlanta.
The letter reads as follows:
"This company has received petitions

within the last sixty days from sixteen
offices in the west and southwest asking
for an Increase of 10 per cent In the salariesof employes. These petitions have been
given careful consideration, bearing In mind
that the company could not discriminate
in favor of a few offices, but that any actiontaken should be general. In this con-
nectton it lias been necessary to consider
the enormously increased cost of all kinds
of telegraph material, which in many cases
has been from 50 to 100 per cent, while the
tariff rates on messages and other traffic
are very low in view of the demands of the
public for ever-increasing facilities and
more rapid service. In fact, many of these
rates are relics of former ruinous competitionand are unprofitable. Notwithstanding
these facts the company has decided to increasethe salaries of operators at Its principaloffices throughout the country 10 per
cent from March 1, 1907.

Boosevelt Consulted.
CHICAGO, February 13..President Rooseveltwill be asked to consider the grievancesof operators against the Western

Union Telegraph Company, and a copy of
the claims made by the employes have been
sent to the White House. The company
has refused to treat with the men, and
everything points to a strike involving
15,000 operators In twenty-two cities.
The Chicago newspapers have notified

the Western Union that, in the event of a

strike, the printers will refuse to handle
copy received over the wires by non-union
operators. Samuel Small, president, of the
operators union, said last night:
"I am ready to issue a strike order

within twenty-four hours after I am placed
In charge of the situation," said President
Small. "It will affect the whole country.
The railroad telegraphers are counted on to
lend assistance, under the terms of our (
working agreement with their union."

EULOGY OF DOUGLASS.

Dead Leader Extolled by Member of
His Race.

At the Bethel Literary and Historical Societylast night Rev. Dr. W. Bishop Johnsondelivered a lecture on Frederick Douglassbefore one of the largest audiences that
has been present at the meetings of the
society In many years. Miss Marie Madre,
the president, introduced Dr. Johnson and a

select quartet from the Second Baptist
Church Bang "Lead, Kindly Light," and
"Seeking for Me," two of Mr. Douglass' favoritehymns.
In the course of his address Dr. Johnson

said:
"Mr. Douglass was the greatest character

the race has produced. He was bom and
educated In the school of experience, with
God as the great teacher. History do«'s not
furnish a single parallel to his remarkable
career. Passing from slavery to national
honor and universal respect, his rugged
character, sterling In Its qualities, lifted
him to the level of potentates of empires
and magistrates of republics. This republic
honored Itself when it honored Douglass
with positions of trust, and at no time did
he disappoint those who reposed confidence
In him.

on falsehood, deceit, injustice and brokenpledges."
Dr. Johnson paid a tribute to the friendshipexisting between John Brown and Mr.

Douglass, quoting from a speech delivered
at Harper's Ferry as late as 1882, In which
Mr. Douglass said; "If John Brown did nof
end the war that ended slavery, he did at
least begin the war that ended slavery.When John Brown stretched forth his arm,the time for compromise had gone, the arntedhosts stood face to face over the chasm
of a broken union and the clash of arm*
was at hand."
Continuing, Dr. Johnson said: "As we

analyse the Douglass character and achievementswe become entranced with Its beauty
and symmetry as well as edlfted at (he
wisdom of him who taught the world so
many burning truths through that life and
wrought so much for humanity."
