MANUFACTURERS IN CITY CRITI-
CISE PENDING BILL.

The men ia this city who build carriages
and wagons and who are supposed Lo know
al about the needs of the District as to
the metter of wide or narrow tires for
wheels and who are also well informed as
to the matter of roadways and their neces-
sities, have deciared strongly against the
Babcock bill, which has passed the House,
and which provides for a four-inch tire on
the wheeis of certain vehicles. It was an-
nounced teday that at a meeting of the
Carriage and Wagon Butlders' Association
held roceatly the broad-tire bill now before
Congress regulating the width of tires on
wagons of 4,000 pounds = welght was
brought up for discussion. The measure
was strongly criticised, the proposed regu-
lation being termed as unfair and unneces-
sary. A vote which was taken on the
merits of the bill showed every member
of the association as opposed to the pro-
poscd act.

Navy Department Favors Bill
Transfer Home School Property.
The Comnissioners have been informed

AT CARROLL IH STITUTE
FRIRTY-FOURTH ANNUAL FUNC.
TION MONDAY NIGHT.

The thirty-fourth annual dinner of the
Carroll Institute was held Monday night in
the lecture room of the institute building
on 10th street northwest near New York
avenue. The hall was decorated with Ameri-
can flags, entwined with festoons of white
and gold, the colors of the institute.

On such questions we Ameri-
cans as individuals may have our personal
opinion, but not an official opinfon. But
when any government on earth grounds its
policy in a attack on religion itself, then
it is time for all men who believe in the
Gospel to speak out in protest. For such
an attack is the beginning of a movement
against all religion and its end is to de-
throne the Bavior of the world as the
Bovereign of the spiritual and moral .em-
pire of mankind. It affects all churches
equally.

*“l1 wonder if men who talk so boldly of
exterminating our faith understand what
would happen if that faith were dethrcned.
How long do you suppose the republics
would last if ‘all the churches were turned
into . factories and all the preachers and
priests—ministers - of the same Gospel—
ceased forever their holy vocation? How
long would society itself endure? Men
have rebelled against the intolerance of
dogma: men should no less rebel against
the Intolerance of politice. Men have re-
sisted intolerance of the church, both Pro-
testant and Catholic; men should no less
resist the intolerance of the state whether
republican or monarchial.”
