LEAVES ESTATE TO PIGS.

uape .Breton Man Dcas It to Spite His
Relatives.

LAKE ATNSLIE, Cape Breton, February
13..Just to get even with his relatives,
who. he declared, had fawned on hltn for
years and derided him behind his hack
while waiting for him to die that they
might inherit his life savings, Robert MacDonaldbequeathed everything lie owned to
his two pigs. The estate amounts to about
$8,00^, and every cent is to go to the porkersand thPir keepers.
Mat-Donald had no near kin. but a <l'>zen

distant relatives kept close track of him,
and he declared shortly before his death
that their only Interest was in his money.
This belief soured him against the cousins,
but they were not aware of the fact, and
when the old man passed away a fortnight
ago they hastened to hear the will read.
iney were greauy asionisneu ana intensely
Indignant when they learned of the dispositionof the property.
While MacDonald had never been known

to keep swine, he no sooner learned from
his doctor that he must prepare to die than
he sent to a neighboring farmer and bought
two young pigs, a male and a female. These
he caused to be placed and fed in a pen at
the rear of the house. He then sent for his
solicitor and dictated his will, saying that

I if he gave his fortune of $S,000 to his cousins
it "would be in tne nanus or pigs wnn denietltheir identities," and that he "might
as well give it to porkers which made no
pretenses."
By the terms of this unique document the

house is to be sold at auction. The funds
accruing from the sale are then .to he
banked and the interest, together with the
Income from all other funds possessed by
Mr. MacDonald at the time of his death, is
to he used to feed and care for the two
pigs. The attendant is to provide a pen at
his own expense and receive for rental and
care the sum OI per wtrn, nu'iumve ui

the amount paid for food. The attendant
is also to be the executor, for which service
he Is to receive the regular legal fee.

It is stipulated that when the pigs shall
become hogs and multiply their young shall
be cared for, as shall their offspring, the
fees to the attendant being raised 5t> cents

per week for every six pigs he raises. For

a week for ten weeks, unless death Is due
to Iior cholera, when the forfeit Is to be
waived. In event of Illness among the hoj?*
the best veterinary in the province Is to be

As the interest on $8,000 at 4 per cent
amounts to but J320 per annum, and as the
attendant's fees and feeding: will exhaust
this amount the first year, the will provides
that drafts may be made on the principal
Immediately after the first litter of pigs is
born. Thereafter the principal shall be used
as needed until no cash remains in the
bank. At this time the hogs and piss are

to be sold and the money devoted to such
local charities a^ the executor may elect.

In case an epidemic takes off the hogs
within a given time^all that remains of the
fund Is to be given to three churches to be
used in caring for cemeterios. Thus, it Is
for the interest of the executor to see that
his charges live as long as possible. Expertsin farming are now busy trying to

figure out how long the J8.000 will last.
They base their computations on the probabilitythat the litters will average about

tight. There are as many answers to the
otl them farmers.

Detective Sergeant Petrosino, in charge ofthe Italian detective bureau attached to thecentral office, had his entire force of sixteenI Italian detectives on the case yesterday,They learned that he had made enemies inthe society to which he belonged and thathe had told a friend that lie had Intendedto give the police Information which wasllkejy to lead to the arrest of some of theband.

"Black Hand'* Criminals.
Kandazzo lived at 335 East lOtlth streetwith a wife and child. Before he became

uixjuaiiiiea wiih the mon engaged In theBlack Hand game ho worked about NewYork an a plasterer. He had been In NewYork about three years, coining here fromPalermo. Most of the men engaged laBlack Hand blackmailing ay natives ofSicily, from the provinces of Talormo :indGlrgentl. Many of them have been sen|tenced to terms In prison for crimes thov
vuiiiiuiLmu in llaiy, but escaped paying thepenalty. It Is customary in Italy to iry aman on a criminal charge and convict himthough he is not present at his trial. TheBlack Hand criminals here are mostly suchmen.

j Kandazzo went into the butcher bus in ssIn Chrystle street about three months ago.It was his custom to close his shop about» o'clock every night except on Saturday,when he usually kept open later. At 11:20o'clock last Saturday night he turnel thekey in the door of his little shop, ami witha bundle of meat was about to go home,in Harlem's Little Italy. He had takenabout three steps when he met his death.Some one undoubtedly standing in a doorwayon the opposite side of the street hadkilled him by shooting him through theheart.
Dead on Sidewalk.

There were probably a hundred personaIn the neighborhood at the time, but allthey saw was a flash of lire on the oppositeside of the street. They did not knowwhat had happened until Salvatore Tuso,the proprietor of a delicatessen st.>ra n.
to Randazzo's butcher shop. ran Into theroadway shouting "murder!" He had s «»Kundazzo fall dead on the sidewalk.With the crowd came Policeman Natnerof the KIdridge street station und made aninvestigation. None of those he questionedknew who did the shooting. Tuso sa d hahad been eating his supper when lie h> .irdthe report of a gun, and, running into thastreet, had seen the murdered man lying oilthe sidewalk. Tiie policeman telephoned I'oPCapt. Mannion of the Eldndge street station.whj came, bringing his defectives.

Discovered Dynamite.
After learning that the murderer had escaped,tlie captain broke open the door of

the butcher shop and discovered a dyna nita
cartridge in a tin pail behind the dead man acounter. Going back to Kandazzo's body,Mannion saw that the bullet, which i.idnasspri thrnn«rV» lile * 'a e.. ...« w*..*, ting 11m .it'ari,was of large caliber. The captain iKvamesatisfied that the bullet had not been tiredfrom a revolver.
The hole it had made was more than half

an inch in diameter. An examination ofRandazzo's door showed that the bullet nadpassed through it. Just above the keyhole,and had hit the wail in the rear of the
shop, bending a meat hook and rebounding.The bullet was found on the floor of theshop.
Some of the people who were passing atthe time were of the opinion that the murdererhad tired the shot from a revolver

on a street car, but the caliber convinced
Capt. Mannion that it had been lirel from
a shotgun, it was a twelve guago cartridgethat did the work.
At daybreak yesterday the shotgun wasfound in tlie yard of a tenement house atXi Rivington street. Just around the cor-

ncj. ii »>ao it gun iuaut* in Deigium, ana
in one of the barrels the police found an
empty cartridge. The gun was almost live
feet long; the cartridge was more than two
inches in length. An examination of the
shell showed that it had been made in Italy.It was evident to the- police that botli the
gun and its cartridge were brought here
trom abroad. It wa« a!«-> evident that the
man who had done the shooting was a
crack shot.
