Regarded as Unjust.

Paul H. Crumly, vice president of the ColumbiaPhonograph Company, the next
speaker, said this legislation would be most
unjust. "We have bul.t up our business,"

. gentlemen will not take advantage of your
f authority and establish a precedent that
* will not only be a great blow to us here,

s, in favor of the regulation of the character
9 which the Commissioners proposed to
1 adopt. His last recommendation on the

subject, which appears in his last annual
t report, was read by Commissioner West
a as follows:

"While there are no dance and music
halls in this jurisdiction of the character
which require police attention, and incur
the displeasure of the good people in some

; of the large cities, the department has been
e called upon to use its endeavors to preventthe playing of graphophonea in bar
" rooms and other places for the purpose of

attracting customers. There is no law on
the subject, and it is beyond the authority
of police intervention, just as much as the
incessant piano playing which has in some

* instances raised the ire of an entire neigh-borhood. It goes without saying that these
features, under some circumstances, becomedecided nuisances, and those annoyed
should have some source of relief."

I In conclusion, Commissioner West stated
' that the action of the Commissioners was
. based upon an endeavor to remedy a nuis-

ance, of which frequent complaints were
' made, and particularly a desire to co-oper'ate with the bodrd of education, which had

appealed to the Commissioners to use their
f efforts to abate the nuisance.

Declaring that they represented a total
of more than 5,000 residents of the neighborhood,about thirty property owners of
Mt. Pleasant, assisted by the pastors of Mi.
Pleasant churches, united in a vigorous
protest before the excise board this morn-

lng against the granting of a wholesale
liquor license to George F. Zeh ft Co.,
grocers, of Mt. Pleasant and Lament
streets. In answer to this apparently strong
showing, Ignatius Costlgan, attorney for
Mr. Zeh, averred that even the ministers
could not authentically show that the full
strength of their congregations were

aligned against the sale of liquor by wholesale,and he- challenged several of the
other protestants to display authority for
representing any one but themselves.
The reply was both spontaneous and vigorous,as all of the women In the excise

board room and probably half of the men
started forward simultaneously and took directissue with the attorney's statement.

Claims Majority Consent.
"Apparently I stirred up a hornet's nest,"

said Mr. Costigan, and, after referring to
the evident "sincerity of all of the protestants,he called attention to the fact that
the law as laid down by Congress and the
rules of the excise board provide proper
ways for the filing of protests and also
specify the lines within which an applicant
for a license must be governed. "We claim
to have the consent of a majority of
property owners within one square to the
issuance of this license," he continued,
"and If desired we can bring In the consent
of a majority of property owners within
two squares."
The protests against the license were led

by Attorney A. E. Shoemaker of the AntiSaloonLeague, and it was pointed out
that there is not now, and never has been,
a saloon or even a wholesale liquor house
within a radius of many squares in Mount
Pleasant. Several of the speakers declared
that scores of property owners in the sectionof Mount Pleasant of which Mount
