GREAT GROWTH NUTED

ADVANCE OF THE AUTOMOBILE
INDUSTRY.

In This Country It Increased 461 Per
Cent in Five Years—Bicycles

Going Out.

The remarkable growth in the automobile
industry and the decline of bicycle produc-
tion are strikingly indicated in a statement
issued today by the census bureau on the
manufacture of automobiles, bicycles and
tricycles for 1905.

The total production of automobiles in
1905 was 22,830, valued at $26,645,0684, as
against only 3,723 in 1800, with a value of
$4,748,011, thus showing an increase In
value of 461.1 per cent.

Of the 21,692 '"autos’ turned out by auto-
mobile factories, 18,699, or 86.2 per cent,
were propelled by gasoline; 1,568, or 7.2
per cent, by steam, and 1,425, or 6.6 per
cent, by eleptrlclty.

The figures concerning the manufacture
of automoblles represent the output of the
121 establishments reporting the complete
automobile. In addition to these there were
47 establishments engaged primarily In
other lines of manufacture, such as car-
riages and wagons, bicycles, sewing ma-
chines, ete., which during the year covered
by the census, turned out 1,138 automoblles,
valued at $870,205, and 57 establishments
manufactured automobile bodies and parts
to the value of $3,388,472.

In the period between the two censuses
the number of establishments turning out
the finished automobile as their principal
product, increased from 57 to 121; the
amount of capital invested in these estab-
lishments, from $5,768,857 to $20,555,247, and
the average number of wage-earners ems-
ployed, from 2,241 to 10,239. The average
capital per establishment increase, $101,208
to $169,878, or 67.9 per cent.

Of the total number of automobiles manu-
factured In automobile factorles, 12,131, or
55.9 per cent, were runabouts, and 7,220, or
33.3 per cent, tourning cars. Buckboards
stood third in number turned out, 675;
stanhopes fourth, with 520, and delivery
wagons fifth, with 411.

Exports of Automobiles,

The value of American-made automobiles
and parts exported increased from $M8 528
in 112, the first year wnat they were sep-
arately reported, to $2.481.243 in 1M5. The
greater part of these exports went to Eu-
ropean markets, although Europe's. per-
centage of the total foreign purchases ap-
pears to be decreasing. In the years 1902
to 1905 this percentage was 8.9, 70.7, H3.8
and 57.6, respectively. Nevertheless the
absolute value of the exports to Europe al-
most doubled in the three years. To the
TUnited Kingdom more than $0600,000 worth
of American-made automobiles and parts
has been exported in each of the years from
1002 to 195. In the same period, exports
to France have increased from $50.051 to
$252,742; to Italy, from $2,200 to $159,396, and
to Germany, from $24,491 to $154.141. 1In
1905 there were In” all sixteen European
countries which Imported the Amerlcan
machine.

The exports to foreign countries of North
America increased from $77.801 in 192 to
$6RL 600 in 1906, nearly ninefold. In 1905 near-
1y two-thirds of this value went to Canada,
which stood next to the United Kingdom
among all foreign countries in Imports of
the American-made machine, In 1905 the
exports to Mexico amounted to $119986,
Cuba, $96,538; Asia, $120,264; Oceanla, $101,-
464; South America, $581,368, and Africa,
$67.127. The total number of countries im-
porting the American product In 1905 was
fifty-three.

Decline of Cycle Industry.

The 1905 census of the manufacture of
bicycles and tricycles disclosed great de-
creases since 1900. The number of factories
declined from 312 to 101; the capital In-
vested, from $29,783,650 to $5,883,458; the
number of wage earners, from 17,525 to
3,319, and the value of products from $31,-
915,908 to 3$5,153,240. Many establishments
that manufactured only *bicycles in 1000,
were, at the latter census, engaged prin-
cipally or to some extent In the manufac-
ture of automobiles. The high tide of pros-
perity in the bleycele industry was reached
about 1807, and in 100 the manufacture had
already largely fallen off.

The number of chain bicycles turned out
declined from 1,136,122 in 100 to 246,304 at
the census of 1905; chainless, from 42929
to 4,077, and tricycles, from 28,110 to 4,063.
The tricycles were almost entirely children's
toys. Motor cycles increased from 139 to
2,436.

REV. JAS. H TAYLOR'S THEME.

Sermon by Pastor of Central Presby-
terian Church.

The *‘Assurance of Salvation” was the
subject of the Rev. James H. Taylor's
morning sermon at the Central Presby-
terian Church yesterday. The passages of
Scripture chosen for consideration are
found in the sixth chapter of Hebrews,
elghteenth and nineteenth verses, and read
as follows: "“A strong consolation;” *“an
anchor for the soul.”

Mr. Taylor first disarmed any prejudice
against a doctrinal sermon by saying: A
doctrine is really a teaching, a wital truth
clothed In flesh and blood and breathed
upon by the spirit of God. To every Chris-
tian a full assurance of salvation is possi-
ble, not before faith, but as a result of it.

“The grounds for this hope are to be
found, first, in God's promises of salvation.
‘He that believeth on the Son hath life,’ a
present possession, not merely a future
hope; a life which begins here, ‘If so be
that we suffer with Him, that we may also
be glorified together,” and remains a glori-
ous certainty throughout eternity. ‘Be-
loved now are we the sons of God, and it
doth not yet appear what we shall be, but
we know that when He shall appear we
shall be llke Him, for we shall see Him as
He is.’

““Secondly, the Christian must base his
assurance of salvatlon on Christ's atone-
ment—his at-one-ment with God and His
people. ‘Without shedding of blood there
is no remilssion,” but '‘He died to obtain
eternal redemption for us,' to be ours at
the moment we accept Him, lest Christ's
death should have been in vain.

*The third proof of the assurance of sal-
vation lies in the possession of the Chrils-
tian graces, faith, virtue, knowledge, tem-
perance, patience, godliness, brotherly
kindness and charity, ‘for If these things.be
in you and abound they make you that ye
shall be neither barren nor unfruitful in the
knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ.’

“Though It is not given to any to have all
these, else the millennium would be already
at hand, the presence of one of these graces
may be the proof of our salvation.

“‘Lastly, we receive the testimony of the
spirit of adoption, the supreme test of the
spiritual life. ‘The love of God is shed
abroad in our hearts by the Holy Ghost
which is given unto us'"

To the universal question, “‘Is assurance
obtainable?’ Mr. Taylor stated that lack
of assurance does not Indicate unbellef, but
is due to falling into sin, temptation or a
temporary withdrawal of the light of God's
countenance, that we may attain unto
greater faith in Him.

The fruits of this assurance are joy in
the Holy Ghost unspeakable, peace that
passeth understanding, strength to obey
Him and a stronger faith In His word.

Some of the Judgments at the
Recent Madison Square Gar-
den Dog Show Criticised.

The recent great dog show at Madison
Square Garden in New York wlll be re-
membered for some time as the great up-
set show, for more venerated if not vener-
able idols were shattered on this occasion
than at any previous show. Some of these
overthrows were caused by errors and
others by sound judgment. The bulldog de-
cislons were f{reely criticised, but that is
nothing unusual in this breed, for each
owner sticks with the tenacity of his dog
to the claim to the highest honors. At the
same time there does not seem to be any
possible excuse for leaving out entirely
such a really high-class dog as Mrs. George
Gould's Heath Baronet. This dog was
said to have cost Mr. Gould $5,000, but be
that as it may, there is no question as to
his having been a year or so ago one of the
very best dogs In England. He most assured-
Iy has not deteriorated since he came to this
country, and the claim that he was *‘not
in condition' is without the slightest foun-
dation. No dog could possibly have been
in better shape, and while a juige may
through mishap overlook a dog in one class
he should not do so in two classes, as was
the case with this dog. How high he might
have gone is beside the question, but for
general all-around quality, and more par-
ticularly the characteristic role of tne bull-
dog as he walks, Heath Baronet takes very
high rank. Like the dog Mahomet, which
ranked high on this occasion, as he did at
Philadelphia In November, he is a dog
conspicuous allke for ahsence of exaggera-
tions as of faults,

MINISTRY MAY FALL.

President Fallieres Has Taken Charge
of the Situation.

PARIS, February 18.—President Fallieres
personally intervened today in the minis-
terjal situation in the hope of composing
the differences in the cabinet and avoiding
a disruption of the government tomorrow.
He had long conferences with Premier
Clemenceau, Education Minister Briand and
other members of the cabinet, but the ex-
act result is not known. There are some
reports, however, to the effect that an
agreement has been reached on a final
formula for the contracts for the lease of
the churches satlsfactory to both MM,
Clemenceau and Briand, but confirmation
of the rumors is lacking, and the prevailing
impression In political circles is that If
M. Clemenceau does not fall from power
& reorganigation of the ministry Is prac-
tically certain. The followers of ex-Pre-
mier Combes already are lined up agalnst
any new concesslon. Thelr position is de-
fined by the Action as follows:

“According to the action of parliament, in
giving or refusing Its assent to the contract
negotiated by M. Briand, the republic will
be bound to Rome for elghteen years or
free from it forever.”

The bitter hostility to the government's
proposed income tax law continues to be
an important feature of the ministerial cri-
sis. The moderate papers believe that seme
of the sociallst leaders are glad of the pos-
sibility of another struggle with the Vatl-
can because the soclalists have become
frightened at their own fiscal and social
programs.
