FBENCH SEPARATION ACT.

Rev. John Scully Replies to Rev. Dr. ,
R. H. McKim. 1

During the evening service at St. Aloyslus "

Church last evening, Rev. John Scully made
the following statement In reply to the articleby Rev. Randolph H. McKlm, pastor
of the Protestant Episcopal Church of the
jvpipnany, on uie v rencn separation law

of church and state:
"I am sorry to say that Mr. AfeKim's

"And the Pall Mall Gazette says: 'The

address of the French episcopate is hardly
pleasant reading for those who have been
claiming that obedience alone held them
In line.' The bishops have indignantly re-
pudiated the lie. What a pity it is that
the calumny should be reiterated from a
Christian pulpit!
"Nor Is it true that the cause of the

attack upon the chuch is political. It la not
due to the aggression of the church, as Dr.
McKlm asserts. There has been no such

aggression,because, first, there is no politi- (
cal unity among French Catholics, and, second,because, as the same non-Catholic Sat- r
urday Review says, the holy see has in- r
variably struggled to keep the French
clergy in obedience to their de facto rulers."
