DEATH OF GEORGE MOTTS.

Former Local Business Man Succumbs
vto Paralysis.

George Motts, who for many years was

a resident of the District of Columbia and
identified with its business interests, died
at the Georgetown University Hospital last
Friday night, where he had been confined
for two years by reason of paralysis.
Mr. Motts was particularly identified with

and well known to the harness and saddlery
trade of the city. By reason of his knowledgeof the profession and his skill he was
awarded first prizes at the centennial expositionat Philadelphia and at the Columbianexposition at Chicago. He was also
the holder of a number of prizes and
medals awarded to him as the result of the
cxniumun ui iijs worn ai various iairs

throughout the country.
Mr. Motts was born In New York city,

but came to this city when quite young,
with his mother. Kx-Senator F. W. Motts
of St. Louis. Mrs. W. H. Robison of Takoma.D. C.. anil Henry T. Motts, of St.
l^ouis. survive the deceased.
Mr. Motts was a prominent member of

the Saengerbund Society and of Masonic
J.odge. Acacia No. 18, and also a member
of several other German organizations. The
funeral will occur tomorrow.

FOB TOTAL ABSTINENCE

Catholic Union Holds Meeting With
Large Attenuance.

Increased attendance and the signing of
the pledge to drink no intoxicating liquors
by a large number of candidates marked
the meeting held last night at Good Samar-
ltan Home, conducted under auspices of the
local branch of the Catholic Total AbstinenceUnion. The meeting was attended by
many representatives of the Jonadabs,
Rechabltes and Good Templars, respectively.and was presided over by Mr. Thomas
Maloney. At 8 p.m. the presiding officer
sounded the gavel and all present recited
the Lord's Prayer, after which Secretary
William A. Hicxey read the minutes of the
previous meetings.
Dr. William G. McCallion of the Departmentof Agriculture gave a ten-minute talk

upon the destroying influences of strong
drink upon the human system, and exhortedthe members of the organization to do
all in their power to bring some drinking
man to the realization "that drinking does
not pay and that there is no room In these
busy days of commercial activity for the
inebriate In any of the vocations." Dr. McCallonwas followed by Dr. C. Evelyn Gilbert,who said:
"In 1852 was started In earnest the great

question of temperance reform in society.
Can anyone say that we have taken any
backward steps since? No, we have gone
on, and each year we receive hundreds of
vnnH wnmpn And hrflVP mpn u-hn orn

ing us In this fight against the monster
evil of Intemperance." ,

William A. Hickey told of the good work
which is being done by Judge William H.
*>e Lacy in the Juvenile Court in the punishmentof delinquent parents for the non-
support of their children. "Much of this
trouble developed there," said the speaker,
"is due primarily to the drink habit."
Mrs. Kathryne Howells. who for many

years engaged in charitable work, recited
many of her observations of the suffering
of women and children due to the intemperatehabits of the bread-winner.
Capt. John Shaw of the (}. A. R., William

ijrreen ui me muepeuut'iic vjruer or Jonadabsand Thomas Campbell of Union Tent
of Rechabites gave short talks.
Miss F. Pellln read from a Catholic periodicalmany interesting phases of the

total abstinence work and stated she is a
firm believer in moral suasion. She quoted
from papers prepared by Cardinal Manningof England, Archbishop John Ireland
and many other Catholic churchmen upon
the question of the evil effects of the drink
habit.
Just before the meeting oujourned Mr.

AMlillam F. Downey entered the hall and
made a brief address, saying:
"I have jusct come from a conference of

the Society of- St. Vincent de Paul at St.
Patrick's Church. We of that organization
know nf the evil which stronc drink la m.

sponsible for. No later than today we of
that society visited those poor men in the
workhouse and we had the happy duty to
perform of giving the pledges to MO persons."
The meeting concluded by a brief addressby Mr. P. J. Downey, who told of

his experience of twenty-five years in*
handling men. "My first question," he
said, "to an applicant for employment is
"are you a drinking man?' If he is not
then X will assist htm. If he is a drinking
man I suggest that he take the pledge. A
poor working man's only stock in trade is
his good name and character. How long do
you suppose he can hold either in the communityif he fights old booze?''

Prof. Willis Moore, chief of the weather
bureau, met with a severe accident in New
York yesterday evening, breaking his arm

in three places. He is now back in Washington,however, and the Injury Is In such
satisfactory shape thai he expects to be out

about 3 o'clock. Prof Moore was running

in, when some of the passengers helped him
un. and he founil that his arm was broken
in three places below the elbow, two breaks

He walked across the street to the ManhattanHotel, where he again lost consciousness.The arm was set by Dr. Daivis,

the surgeon of the hotel. The management
wanted to make him stay over night, but
he insisted on being put ahoard the eveningtrain for Washington, and arrived this
morning. - ;

Dr. Stafford's Sermon in Series of
Lenten Services.

Before an audience that crowded the
sanctuary of St. Patrick's Church yesterdaytnorning, Rev. Dr. Stafford preached
the first of a series of Lenten sermons, his
theme being socialism. In the course of his

sermon Dr. Stafford said that the question
of socialism is the most important of the

day and that where formerly men put It
aaMe with a laugh today it cannot be so

disposed of.
"It concerns not only political parties,"

said Dr. Stafford, "but the state, the

church, philosophy, art. life and the individualin all phases of his career. From
all these points of view it must be discussed;and from all these points of view
the solution must be fuund. Ultimately It
is a religious question, whence the church
must take cognizance of it. Whatever concernssociety.the state.concerns the
church; not, indeed, by way of direct interference.but indirectly, she must instill, for
this is her mission, into the minds of her
children those principles upon which the
weal of society depends.
"The state is the last word of civilization;

the state Is the highest expression or human

wisdom; the state is the guardian of our

liberties and the protection of our homes,
the state is the shield of our individual life;
the state is divine, and whatever makes for
the weal of the state, the church .'ocs and
must bless, and whatever makes against
the state, the church does and must condemn.
"It is therefore a patriotic as well as a

religious duty to study this question and,
as far as may be, answer it, and I believe
that the Catholic Church is well equipped
for that work. The Catholic Church is not
simply a religion; it is an organized religion,a mighty and universal power standingfor right, justice, sacredness of property,the family and all that makes holy
the life of man, whether individual or

social.
'Mankind believes in uod.' said a great

French orator, 'because mankind sees God
act'.one sentence which is sufficient
answer to all schools of infidelity. If the
church is to win, the world must see her
act. There should be no bitterness In meetingthis issue, but great love, and men

with sane philosophy must remember that
many a kind heart has advanced the wildestschemes. Not many years back, when
the question of socialism was raised, men

laughed, thinking either of Utopian dreams
or reckless crimes. \he question now cannotbe put oft with a laugh. In the past
fifty years It has become a great power;
it enters nations, it seeks to dominate gov-
ernments and to force the acceptance of

Its doctrine on the world, whether the world
will or not."

DUE TO HEART FAILURE
DEMISE OF BENJAMIN BUTTERWORTHTHIS MORNING.

Benjamin Butterworth, an unusually popularyoung man of this city, who was named
iui jus miner, lue laie uen. ofn oui«rworth,who represented thg Cincinnati
(Ohio) district in Congress for more than
twelve years, and was also commissioner
of patents in the administrations of PresidentsArthur and McKinley, died at 5:45
o'clock this morning at his home in the
Wyoming apartment house, on Columbia
road. The immediate cause of death is
given as heart failure.
Benjamin Butterworth, jr., was born at

Maineville, Ohio, October 28, 1868. The
family were making arrangements to take
the young man to Palm Beach, Fla., in an

effort to restore hfm to health, when his
condition became critical. Prof. Thayer of
Johns Hopkins University came over from
Baltimore every day to attend the deceased,
and was assisted by Dr. McGregor of this
city, but their efforts proved unavailing, and
tile end came this morning, several membersof the family being at the bedside.

Of Lovable Disposition.

know him as a man of most lovable dispositionand as having inherited the bril- y

liancy of hta father. He was a musician
of note, and was frequently the center of
a happy throng of friends as he played
on the piano or banjo. He always had a

said, and because of his geniality he numberedhis friends by the .score. For some

time past he had made his home with his
mother, Mrs. Mary E. Butterworth, at the
Wyoming.

DASH FOR FREEDOM
MEN WANTED IN RICHMOND ESCAPEFROM NEW YORK CELLS.

Special Dispatch to The Star.
XBW YORK, February 18..Displaying a

remarkable familiarity with the mace of
corridors, passageways and doors, in the
basement of police headquarters at E00 Mulberrystreet, two prisoners, Robert Miller,
alias Robert Lewis, and Harry Allen, alals
Harry Vance, eacaned from confinement
there at 6:80 o'clock this morning. It was
the second Jail delivery since the building
Was constructed in 1862. Allen was recaptured,but Miller Is still at large. Shortly
after the delivery was made it was learned
that Miller is a brother of Detective WilliamA. Miller, who is attached to the centraloffice at headquarters. This fact was
admitted by Inspector McLaughlin, but it
has not been said that any significance is
attached to it.
Miller and Allen got out of the cell by assaultingHenry Burden, the aged keeper,

whu has served in the-position twenty years
and has, according to Inspector McLaughlin,handled 7,300 prisoners. Burden was
taking to the men their breakfast.

Assaulted the Guard.
As he opened the cell door, Allen, who

-was crouching behind the door close to the
wall, suddenly leaped up and delivered the
old man a blow behind the ear as he entered.At the same time Miller leaped upon
him and bore him to the floor. The- men
then darted out of the cell, up the corridor
to the iron door which leads into the large
court in the center of the basement. From
me court ieaa nan a dozen uoors, wmcn
would have been a puzzle to any one not
familiar with them.
The prisoners, however, took the right

one, and once on the street Miller turned
south and Lewis north.
Meantime, Burden, who had been stunned,

had raised an outcry and started in pursuit.
He reached Mott street less than a minute
arier ine iuginves. jie aia noi ioiiow me
prisoner who had a brother In the police
department, explaining later that he
thought Allen the most Important. AlthoughBurden is an old man he captured
Allen after a chase of a block and brqught
him back to police headquarters. He was
then allowed to go home on sick lea.ve.
Miller and Allen had been confined to

police headquarters since January 17, awaitingextradition to Richmond. Va. They
were arrested here Monday on the charge
of stealing trunks by the method known
to "the police as "switching baggage
checks."

of God; secondly for the freedom of man.
Armlnlanism stands first and fundamentallyfor the freedom of man; secondly for
trie sovereignty or uoa.
"On a purely rational basis these two

positions are irreconcilable. How God can
be sovereign and yet man be free It is impossibleto explain; but as a matter of experienceman is conscious of freedom, while
in the world of nature he sees God sovereign.So these two apparently conflictingprinciples are like lofty columns that
rise and meet above our range of vision. We
believe that somewhere they do meet and
Join in a larger strength and unity, and that
on them rests the whole great structure of
eternal truth.
