Tuberculin Test of Cattle to
Be Made Compulsory.

Proposed Law Prepared by Health Officer
Woodward.

.APPROVED BY MR. MACFAELAND

General Agreement Among Experts.
High Prevalence of Disease.'Isolation

of the Animals.

In an effort to improve the local milk
supply Health Officer Woodward has prepareda draft of regulations which will
make the tuberculin test of cattle supplyingmilk to the District compulsory, and
which will reouire the isolation of diseased
cattle from'the healthy ones.
A draft of the proposed regulations was

submitted to Commissioner Maefarland yesterdayafternoon, was approved by him. and
will be forwarded to the corporation counselto be*put in legal form before promulgation.The local officials were driven to the
action stated, it is explained, because of
the known high prevalence of tuberculosis
among cattle on dairy farms-in the District
and in Maryland and Virginia, and becausethere seemed to te a general agreementamong th? experts as to the value of
t li t 11 horonlln t tic t In c<miurincr t lihcr.

culosjp before the cattle diseased with It
reach the point where the fact that they
have it is apparent to the eye of Hie trained
tjbseiver. Heretofore a tuberculin test has
been voluntary, and, according to the
health officials, few dairymen have taken
advantage of it, but it is believed that the
time has come to make it compulsory, and
that -it is within the power of the District
government to do so under the law and
regulations authorizing the isolation of diseasedcattle from ihe milk herd.

Intention of Health Officer.
It is the health officer's intention by 'the

aid of liis proposed regulations to not only
procure the isolation of the dairy cattle,
but of all cows, heifers and bulls suffering
from tuberculosis as well. He contends
that tuberculosis is beyond question a communicabledisease among cattle, and that
it lids been demonstrated to be communicableto human beings through infected
milk, a id It was chiefly because of that he
recommended the jjropo^ed regulations. The
latter are as follows:
"Section 16. No person shall in the Districtof Columbia yell milk or cream, or

offer milk or cream for s:»le, or for manufactureInto food products, or bring or procureto be brought milk or cream into said
District for sale or ^r manufacture into
food products, or manufacture milk or
cream into any food product, unless the
cow or cows by which said milk or cream
is produced have been proven by means of
the tuberculin test to be free from tuberculosis,as hereinafter specified.
"The tuberculin test shall be applied to

every cow. heifer and bull on every farm on
which milk or cream intended for sale or

for manufacture into food products iri the
District of Columbia is produced at least
once in every twelve months; and any cow,
heifer or hull which gives a positive reactionto the use of tuberculin shall be consideredtuberculous, and shall immediately
be removed from said farm and shall not
therei fter be returned to said farm nor
used for the production of milk or cream
for sale or for manufacture into food productsin the District of Columbia.

To Be Permanently Marked.
"Every cow, heifer and "bull found as the

result of the tuberculin test to be free from
tuberculosa shall be permanently marked
by means of an ear tag furnished by the
liealth department of the District of Columbia.so as to permit the ready identifi-
cation or said cow, lienor or Dun by any
inspector in the service of the health departnie'nt.
"Any person licensed to produce milk or

cream for sale or for manufacture into
food products in the District of Columbia,
or to ship milk or cream into said District
for sale or for manufacture into food products,must at any time, immediately upon
the discovery of any cow, heifer or bull
suffering from tuberculosis on the farm
where such milk or cream is Droduoed.
oauso such cow, heifer or bull to be removedimmediately from such farm, and
shall cause the barn or stable and all appurtenancesthereto which are liable to
have been infected to be promptly disinfected.
No person shall put any tag furnished by

the health department of the District of
Columbia for the Identification of cattle
that have been found by the tuberculin
test to be free from tuberculosis upon any
cow, heifer, or bull that lias not been demonstratedby such test to be free from such
disease; nor shall any person knov.-ingly
allow any such tag to remain upon any
cow heifer or bull that has developed

Imitating Tags Prohibited.
No person shall make any counterfeit or

imitation of any tag furnished by the
health department for the purpose of
marking cattle that have been found by

NEW FIELD DIVISIONS
REORGANIZATION BY THE GENERALLAND COMMISSIONER.

In accordance with the directions of the
President and the Secretary of the Interior,
through orders recently Issued, the commlsolnnprnf thp irpnprnl lnnrl nfflpA ha« tnbAn

irp the work of reorganizing the Held and
office force under his control. In order to
secure greater efficiency in the field work
of the special agents the commissioner has
found it advisable to redletrict the public
tland territory, changing the lines ao that
for the most part the flcld divisions have
been enlarged, thus giving greater territoryto the several chiefs. The chiefs of
divisions have been invested with more

authority and greater supervisory powers
than heretofore. The special agents will be
detailed to the several chiefs from time to
time and placed directly under the jurisdictionof tha chiefs of the several divisions
in the field, each chief being held responsiblefor the efficient performance of all
woik in his division. The chief will also
be required to call for reports respecting
the conduct of local land offices and the
offices of the surveyors general in their
i II \ c ui visions.

More Together.
The method thus adopted, It is hoped, will

bring the field force more compactly togetherand will enable tile agents to appreciatethat they have as their chief one directlyin authority to whom they can appeal
for instruction, support and advice. If Is
aiau ucucvcu mm at me same ume rue
method will place the chief of the field
division in such a position that he can
organize and direct from his local headquartersthe work of investigation throughouthis entire division. It has also been
the purpose of this rearrangement to make
it possible to increase the number of agents
employed in the several districts in which
the Held work is of the most Important
character and in which cl.>se investigation
is necessary to be carried on to preventfraud and illegal entries and dispose of
suspended cases as raoidlv as Dossible. It
is also the purpose of the commissioner to
so detail and concentrate the force as to
keep the department advised of the principalland frauds and illegal efTorts to
acquire title to the public lands ahd secure
evidence to convict those guilty of such
offences, e&pecial attention being given to
coal and timber entries.

Owners of Horses Organize for
Protection.

ARE PLANNING A CAMPAIGN

Desire Modification of Laws Governing
Humane Society.

FINES SHOULD GO TO DISTRICT

Principal Objection is to the Alleged
Eagerness of Agents to "Make

Cases."

A large number of horse owners of this
city have organized and are planning a

campaign to secure legislation with the
view of modifying the laws governing the
Humane Society. According to the horse
owners in question it is not their intention
to "drive the society out of business" or in
any way affect the purpose for which It was
formed. The object of the horsemen is
chiefly to secure the enactment of a law
providing that the finrs paid upon convictionof cruelty to dftimals shall be turned
over to the District, and not paid to the
Humane Society, as is now the case.
Thp nnrnprs (Ip.'Ihvp tliflt It is tlie

eagerness of the agents of tlie society to
"make cases" in order to swell the funds
of the society to which they principally
object. Such a motive, it is declared,
creates an evil that has resulted in hardship,and will continue to do so until rectified.
Since organizing last week the horse

owners have been sending out notices and
apeals to horsemen and enrolling new

members. According to the secretary and
treasurer, B. F. Edwards or < i > izm sihti,
more than ;!00 members have been admitted,each determined to advance the interestsof the association and put an end to
the so-called persecution.

Address to.Horse Owners.
Charles E. Myers, president of the association,has addressed a communication to

the horse owners of the District of Columbia,Maryland and Virginia, giving the
details of the mass meeting at Masonic
Temple, March 21, and stating that it was

voted to oreanize for protection. Agents of
the Humane Society, It is declared, "have
become so aggressive that thousands of
dollars have been wrongfully taken from
horse owners."
Mr. Myers further asserts that the law

under which the society is operating is illegaland unconstitutional.
"Members of the bar so assert, and have

filed briefs," he says, "setting forth the
legal status of the act under which this
organization Is operating. The present
methods, under the guise of humane principles,have been transformed into a money
makinsr concern for the association. A law
which allows a set of private Individuals to

lodge a complaint against a horse owner,

pass upon the amount of fine he shall payIneach case, and pocket the money. Is
wrong and contrary to American principles.
"We have formed an organization to carry

:o the highest courts, if necessary, the cases
which have arisen under the present misconductof these humane officers, and to

jet a fair trial for our members in the future,when they are wrongfully accused of
being cruel to horses. We are not in any
manner upholding actual cruelty, and desire
that every act of cruel treatment be punishedseverely, our own drivers Included.
"We have a board of veterinary surgeons

among our membership who will he competentto judge the physical condition of a

horse, and when their judgment is questionedby the Humane Society we will assistour members to appeal their eases to

higher courts, until such time when redress
will be furnished us by high authority.
"A fund of considerable proportions has

already been subscribed, and we have
among our membership the holders of large,
numbers of horses."

Views of T. L. Holbrook.
T. lj. Holbrook, president of the New

Washington Brick Company, In a letter to

President Myers announces a desire to join
the association and co-operate with the

members. He states that for a number of

years he was a member of the Humane

Society and contributed $10 annually towardits support In order to advance means

of preventing cruelty to animals, particularlyhis own. Finding that while the older
officers of the society, as a rule sent horses
and mules to the stable, when, in their
opinion, anything was wrong, he explains
the newer and inexperienced officers sought
to make cases against him lor trivial
causes, so he severed his connection with
llle suacij,

"Defendlngthose cases cost me much time
and money," Mr. Holbrook wrote, "and the
word of the humane officer was usually accepted,in spite of all the evidence to the
contrary I would produce, and in nearly
every case a fine was imposed."
Further, Mr. Holbrook wrote:
"My experience has been that mules and

horses that leave our stables In perfect
physical condition and fit for work, with
harness arranged so that the slightest sore
Is protected, get lame on the street from
picking up nails or losing shoes or by improperand careless driving, and that whiie
the older agents of the society send the
animals, if unfit for work or injured, to our
stable and notified the stable boss to appearin the Police Court and defend the
;ase, which usually means paying a nnt, tne
younger and more Inexperienced agents
lave the teams taken to the nearest station
tiouse, where the horses are detained with>utfood, water or attention until we can
lend for them and put up the necessary colateralfor their release."
Mr. Holbrook has been assured by the ofJcersof the horse owners' asaociatlon that

t Is not their intention Ijj any way to
sanction brutal treatment of animals, conendingthat no one is more eager to care
'.or horses and prevent cruelty than the
lorse owners themselves.
