Submits General Propositions
as to the Anti-Trust Act.

REAL PURCHASES EXEMET

Restraint of Trade, He Claims, Would
Be Merely Incidental.

GOVERNMENTS CASE OPENED

I egality of Mr. Harriman's Operations
Being Considered by the Interstate
Commerce Commisison.

Jobin (i, Milburn, the last of the Harriman

legnl forces to have his say before the In-
terstate commerce commission, closed his
argument today relating to the combina-
tion of the Southern Pacific and the Union
Pacific lines. He declared that the Sher-

man anti-trust law had no bearing on the
case. because the acquisition of the Union
Pacific and the Southern Pacific were out-
right purchases by the same individual or
group of individuala. He laid down the
following general propositions:

1. A restraint of trade to be within the
anti-trust act must be a direct, immediate
and necessary effect of the transaction, and
net merely an Indireet or incidental result.

2. A restraint of trade consequent upon a
purchase of property. in any of its varlous
forms. is Incldental merely and therefore
not within the act. .

2 The purchase must, of course, be r(_es.l.
if & mere device for the suppression of com-
petition, as It was held to be in the North-
ern Securlities case, while it may be ef-
fective to operate upon the legal title as
between the parties, It is, in fact, unsub-
stantial and may be disregarded.

4. Provided the purchase be real and
substantial, the motive which Induces It
cannot affect the result; for any resultant
restraint of trade is still only consequential
and Incidental to the exercise of an abso-
lute and undoubted right; that is, the right
to acquire property.

5. Therefore, the purchase by a raliroad

company, within its corporate powers, ?r
s

an interest in another line of rallway,
not within the act, because the restraint
upon trade, If any, is not direct, but merely
incldental to the purchase.

& If. however, the purchase by a rail-
road company. within its corporate powers,
of a line of railway, made to suppress com-
petition, be obnoxious to the act, that re-
sult does not follow if the purchase be

mads for a legitimate and proper purpose
af the purchasing company.

i In any event, a purchase by a rail-
road company of an Interest in a line of
railway which is not narallel and compet-
ing. Is not within the act.

% The purchase by the Unlon Pacific of
itz interest in the Southern Pacific was not
made to suppress competition, but to pro-
tect jts properiy by an extension of its line
in that way to the Pacific coast.

@ The [Union Pacific and Southern Pa-
cific are not parallel or competing lines or
sSystems

Propositions Elaborated.

This summary proved to be the outline of
his «ntire speech. and he followed fts pres-
entation with an elaboration, giving special
attentlon to the contention that the pur-
chase of the Southern Pacific by the Union
Pacliic was a legitimate business transac-
tion., and not in any way in contravention
of the anti-trust law. He said that if the
laws of the state by which the Unton Pa-

cifice was chartered had prohibited such a

purchase 1t could not have been legiti-
mately made, but that in no event could
the federal anti-trust law be held appll-
cable,

He contended that the main purpose of
the purchase had been to gain a through
llne from Omaha to San Franeisco, and
declared that there had been no subter-
fuge ahout the deal or hidden motive in
it. It had been a bona fide purchase and
could not be criticised as a business trans-
action from any polnt of view Having

no purpose of preventing competition it did
not fall within the meaning of the Bher-

man Jaw

Calllng attention te the faet that Mr.
Harriman's purchase of Southern Paciiie
stock had occurred at the same time as

his purchase of Northern Pacifle stock,
Commissioner lLane suggested that the two
transactions might indicate a purpose to
control

competition In  transcontinental
business. but Mr. Milburn sald that the
record in the case Indleated no such pur-
pose—the two transactlons belng independ-

ent and separate.
A Reasonable Inference.

“HBut it not a reasonable {nference
that the primary purpose was to get con-

is

trol of these three great transcontinental
lines for the control of rates?' Mr. Lane
ask~d. but Mr. Milburn would not consent
that any motlve had been shown in the
purchase of Southern Pacific stock except
l:: gt the llue from Ogden to San kran-
[ O Tl

 Tuking that portion, it must also take the
line from New Orleans to San Francisco
and Portiand Moreover, the negotlations
for the Southern Pacific stock had een be-
gun lonug before an effort was made to ob-
tain Northern Pacific stock.

“Any other theory Is a mere dream,”” he
declared,

“If it s a dream, it i3 not the dream of
this commission, but of Mr. Harriman," re-
sponded Commissioner Lane, and Mr. Mil-
burn turned bis attention to the question
whether the Union Pacific and Southern
Pacif e parallel and competitive. He de-
clared they were not.

In 1eply to Commissioner Clements, Mr.
Milbiirn =ald It was his contention that a
purcicese such as that made in this case,
even though it does effect a restraint of
trade, s not comtrolled by the anti-trust
act It was sufficient If there was a pur-
chase. He would not, however, go to the
exlent of ¢xpressing an opinion as to what
ahould be satd in case a monopoly is cstab-
lished

“Mr Harriman,"” said the commissioner,
“stated that but for the restralnt of the
laws lLie would take over the Santa Fe,
and that he would get control of the
Northern Paclfic. Suppose he had carried
out this plan and also controlled the Illi-
nods Central, b would thus control all the
Umes running into Oregon and Californla
Dees he npot acknowledge that he was
ehex ked by the restraint of the law?"

Harriman a Dreamer.

My Milburn replled: 1 don't think that
too much stress should be laid on such a
remark. My, Harriman was not speaking
from a legal point of view, but was ex-

pressing an idea he had in his mind and
which cannot be carrled inte practical
operation »xcept through government own-
ersisip—from which God save us! His am-
bition was a mere dream.”

In further answer to the guestion he
elaborated the views already outlined, and,
with an appeal to the commlission not to ({1
too far in disturbing existing business rela-
tlons, closed the case ior Mr. Harriman.

The Government Contention.

Bpecial Attorney C. A. Severance made
the first address for the government, giv-
ing his first attention to the contention that
the S8herman antl-trust law does not cover
the 'nion Pacific-Southern Paclfic deal be-
caus+ i1 was a purchase. He sald that the
decisions of the Supreme Court afford suffi-
cient refutation of this contention.” He also
enter+d upon an argument to show that it
Is mot necessary that roads should be par-
alll us well as competing in order to ren-
der the law applicable,

Would Have a General Inquiry.

Mr Milburn complained of the course of
thé commission in singling out the Harri-
mas interests for investigation and sald he
#huuld be pleased to have an Inquiry into
the entire subject of community Interests.
Ae would have the Pennsylvania, the Van-

t. the Northern Pacific, the Rock Is-
and the Great Northern systems in-
Quired into, for all of them had grown up
under the eves of the commission, by the
soguisition of stock and consolidatiom, and

all control parallel and competing lines.
He belleved a general inquiry would result
In showing the beneficial effects of large
concerns. The mere matter of the size of
a concern had no terrors for him.

“If,” he sald, *the politiclans would only
let the railroads alone for two or three
years and let this commission exercise its
present powers in calmness, [ belleve that
many of the problems would be worked out
and solved properly.”

Mr. Milburn was about to close when
Commissioner Lane asked him teo give his
attention to a question.

He said that the principle involved in the
pending matter had been definitely deter-
mined by the Supreme Court in the case of
Harriman agt. the Northern Securities Com-
pany, in which the court had unanimously
held that the exercise of power, whether as
owner or trustee, which would give one
company control over another to the end
that competitian is restrained is in contra-
vention of the Sherman act. Other de-
cisions to the same effect were cited, and
Mr. Severance expressed the opinion that
they fully determine the point that a mere
purchase can remove & transaction between
railroads from the operation of the Sher-
man law.

Only Effect to Be Considered.
Mr. Severance also entered into an argu-
ment to demonstrate that the motive of a
consolidation could not be held properly . to
affect a transaction; only the effect could
receive recognition under the law. He de-
talled the transactions under which Senator

Clark’s Salt Lake road had been brought
into the Harriman system, saying It was
through a threat of a parallel road. He had
no doubt that the case falls within the
Sherman act If it could be shown that the
Union Pacific and Southern Pacific ;.2 com-
peting lines, and then entered upon an ar-
gument to show that they do compete, both
starting at Oregon and one terminating at
the Missourl and the other at the Missis-
sippl .river, and both having connecting
Hues into Chicago.

In this connection Mr. Severance spoke
of the Union Pacific as controlling the Ii-
Hnois Central, and Mr. Lovett took ex-
ception to the remark.

Mr. Severance adhered to his position.
saying that it had been shown that the
Union Pacific owns 29% per cent of the
stock of the Illinois Central, and that un-
der ordinary conditions this is sufficient
to give a substantial control.

Mr. Severance declared that the consol-
{dation of the two rallroads had had the
effect of destroying competition between
the various steamship lines on the Pacific,
and quoted statistlcs to show that much
of the business of Oregon which had
been influenced by former competition now
does not enjoy that advantage. Indeed,
he contended that there is not much di-
versity of opinion as to whether compe-
tition had been disturbed by the consoli-
dation.

At 12:30 the commission took a recess
until 2 pm.

DIRECTOR OF SURVEY

GEO. OTIS SMITH SUCCEEDS WAL-
COTT AS DIBECTOR.

George Otis Smith has been appointed
director of the geological survey in suc-
cesslon to Charles D. Walecott, who was
elected secretary of the Smithsonian, and
who has since been filling both positions.
Mr. Walcott's electlon was nearly two and
one-half months ago, and there has been
a great deal of speculation as to his suc-
cessor. A number of names have been
discussed, but Mr. Smith was not
among those mentioned. There was a
possibility that Willard Hayes, chief geol-
ogist of the survey, would have been se-
lected, but while he is a scientist of inter-
national reputation, he did not like the
prospect of the executive work, partle-
ularly that involved at the Capitol every
session, and while Mr. Smith has been
under him in the survey, and was one
of Mr. Hayes' warmest supporters for the
place, he was finally selected.

It is understood that an effurt was made
to secure Prof. Van Hise of the Unilver-
sity of Wisconsin, but while the position
is one of great prominence in the scien-
tific world it does not carry enough sal-
ary to make it very attractive from a
financial point of view. ‘There were a
number of candidates who were anxious
for the place, among them William Bul-
lock Clark, state geologist of Maryland;
Prof. Holmes of North Carolina, whoe has
been in charge of certain fuel investiga-
tions for the survey, and others; but gen-
eral satisfaction was expressed among the
members of the survey today that the
appointment had been made from the in-

de rather than from the outside of the
office.

Mr. Smith’s Career.

Mr. Smith has been in the survey for
about ten years, and is recognized not only
as a good fleld worker, but an excellent
executive. He was born in Maine on
Washington's birthday, 1871, and retains
his legal residence in that state and a
summer home In Skowhegan. He gradu-
ated from Colby College In 1893, and imme-
diately joined a geological survey Held
party in the Lake Superior iron region. The
next three years were devoted to post-
graduate work In geology at Johns Hop-
kins University, under the late George
Huntington Willlams. While at Johns Hop-
kins another field season was spent in the
Marquette district of the Lake Superior
iron region, and one In reconnalssance work
in the state of Washington. Immediately
upon his graduation in June, 188, with
the degree of Ph. D., Dr. Smith joined the
staff of the geological survey as assistant
geologist, having taken the first clvil serv-
ice examination for that position.

His field of geological work has included
Maine, Washington, Utah, North Carolina,
the New England states, New Jersey and
Pennsylvania. During seven field seasons
Dr. Smith was engaged in detalled and
reconnaigsance areal geologic surveys in
Washington. During the last eleven years
his experience has been such as to ldentify
him with the various sclentific activities of
the survey, although he has always heen
a member of the geolegic branch. While
doing areal work in central Washington a
special study of several artesian basins
was made and the results published as a
water supply paper. Later work in New
England also formed the basis for hydro-
logic reports contributed to the publications
of the water resources branch. In connec-
tlon with a special reconnalssance along
the northwestern boundary and across the
Cascade range In 1801 the geologist was
obliged to make a topographic map upon
which to record his geologic observations,
exact geographic locations being made
necessary in the course of the examination
of the boundary monuments.

Later Work in the Bureau.

At the conclusion of this western expe-
rience, which Included economic work in the
coal flelds of Washington and in the Tintlc
mining district of Utah, Dr. Smith began
areal work In Maine in connection with the
state survey commission. Later the general
supervision of all the geologle work in New
England and In the areas of crystalline
rocks In New Jersey. Pennsylvania and
Maryland was assigned to him. While en-
gaged in this work on the crysjalline rocks
a special study of several minerals of eco-
nomic value was undertaken and the re-
sults published in the reports of the divisien
of mineral resources. Last July he was
appointed geologist In charge of petrology
with sclentific supervision of the survey
work in that department.

During the past year Dr. S8mith has served
as chairman of the assistant commlttee on
accounting and bookkeeping, working under
the direction of the committee on depart-
mental methods., In this committee work
for the Keep commission he has been as-
soclated with officlals from all departments
of the government, thus securing the op-
portunity of familiarizing himself somewhat
with the problems of departmental adminis-
tration. a8 in the case of every one con-
nected with the Keep commission work, this
experfence has enabled him to assist In ad-
ministrative reforms in the bureau with
which he {s connected, and at present he is
chalrman of the committee on 88
methods in the geologleal Survey. ‘

WILL SUSPEND EXAMINATION

SENATE MILITARY COMMITTEE
TO TAEKE A RECESS.

Senator Foraker Will Go to Ohio,
Where There May Be Important
Political Developments. \

The Senate committee on military affairs
after a short meeting this morning decided
that it would discontinue its examination
of witnesses and take a recess of several
weeks. Some days ago it was understood
that there were on hand enough witnesses
to keep the committee busy until next
Wednesday, at least, but today it was de-
termined to dismiss these witnesses and to
recall them, If necessary, later in the pro-
ceedings. .

It is well known that Senator Foraker
has an engagement to attend a dinner at
Canton, Ohio, next Wednesday evening,
and he will probably leave the city Sunday.
It is generally expected that some Interest-
ing developments may come out of Ohlo af-
fecting presidential booms and especlally
that of Secretary Taft while Senator For-
aker is there. The senator fs likely to re-
main in hiz state until the committes meets
again, and from present indications he will
be kept busy.

When the committee met this morning
Maj. Jos. P. O'Neill, 30th Infantry, who
ordered the experiments at Fort Mclntosh
to determine how well men could be seen
marching at night and also to determine
the deflection of bullets, was recalled and
cross-questioned by Senator Warner.

Lieut. H. G. Leckle, who was sent to
Brownsville by Gen. McCaskey to make a
report on the location of bullet holes and
also to make careful measurements of cer-
tain places, was also recalled and was
cross-questioned by Senator Warner.

Thelr cross-examination did not in any
material way change the statements made
on thelr direct examination.

The committee met again at 2 o'clock to-
day, In order to further discuss the day It
will reassemble to continue the investiga-
tion, and alse to consider whether or not it
would go to Brownsville.

Recess Taken Until May 14.

When the committee reassembled at 2
o'clock a recess was taken until May 14.
Before that time subpoenas will be issued
for about a score of witnesses who have
testified in the Purdy Investigation and in
the Penrose court-rpartial proceedings to
what they saw on the night of August 13,
and they will be examined by the com-
mitlee. §

Until these witnesses have been examined
the commlittee will not declde upon a visit
to Brownsville.

AN AMICABLE ADJUSTMENT

RIVER FRONT LESSEES AND DIS-
TRICT OFFICIALS AGREE.

Proposed Improvements to Include
Pier — Latter to Cost About

$200,000—O0ther Plans.

Arnother conference, described as a very
amicable one, regarding the proposed lm-
provemenis along the river front from the
foot of 14th street to the Washington Bar-
racks Park, took place in the Mariners’
Temple on Water street, opposite the har-
bor police precinct, today, between Mr. W.
J. Douglas, the engineer of bridges for the
District; Mr. D. E. Garges, private secre-
tary to Engineer Commissioner Biddle, and
Harbormaster Sutton, the commlittee rep-
resenting the Distriet In charge of the pro-
posed water-front improvements, and rep-
resentatives of practically every¥ business
intercst on the harbor.

Those present and taking part in the
discussion were William €. Wimsatt of
Johnson & Wimsatt; James O. Carter of
Carter & Clark; Ambrose P. Stephenson of
Stephenson & Bro. and the Maryland,
Delaware and Virginla Railway Company,
Robert *. Ballard of Ballard & Carter,
A. G. Forsberg of the Forsberg machine
works, Perry Johnson of Johnson Bros.,
Samuel Kimberly of the American Ice
Company, C. F. Bennett of Bennett's ma-
rine rallway, J. E. Taylor of the Potomac
Navigation Company, Dr. Greer of the
Capital Yacht Club, E. M. Willis of the
Home Ice Company, Capt. C. W. Ridley of
the Mount Vernon and Marshall Hall
Steamboat Company, E. 8. Randall of the
Washington and Potomac Steamboat Com-
pany., A. G. Johnson, John Miller, W. W.
Riley, R. Harry Johnson and Floyd Davis,
representing other interests.

The discussion was an Informal one,
Engineer Douglas explaining the plans he
had» prepared as a basls for discussion,
using a big drawing showing the proposed
piers in detall.

Views of Business Men.

Mr. Willlam Wimsatt of Johnson & Wim-
satt, stated that personally he was willing
to put up with inconvenience for the sake
of the improvement that the carrylng out
of the plans would make, and Mr. Wim-
satt’s sentiments were approved by the
majority of those present.

The question of having a steam railway
down Water street, with spur tracks out
upon eéach whartf, discussed, and the
general sentiment was that it was unneces-
sary. Several of the gentlemen present ex-
pressed a fear that if the rallway com-
panivs were allowed to get a foothold on
Water street, it would not be long before
they would be in possession of most of the
river front. This, It was contended, had
been the experience In other cities,

In order to get an idea of the sentiment
for and agalnst the rallroad on the street,
Mr. Douglas called for a yea and nay
vote on the question, and but two voices
were in favor of the rallroad, so that it is
probable the new plans will appear without
the steam rallroad feature. ~

The question was asked as to what style

of pler it was proposed to bulld. Mr.
Douglas replled that that part of the sub-
ject had not been thoroughly gone into,
but the idea is to build a pile foundation,
with an earthen crib on top, the center
of each pler to be paved with granite
block, with wood block on each slde. The
estimated cost of the improvements, Mr.
Douglas sald, was between $1350,000 and
200, .
It was the universal opinion of all pres-
ent 'that the present wharves and docks
were a disgrace to the national capital, but
all agreed that until the harbor is widened
to a thousand feet new docks and plers will
be of but small advantage. In reply to a
question as to length of leases and cost it
was stated that this was another matter
that had not been gone into, but that the
District authorities are not disposed to do
anything that will tend to injure business
along the river, and that the whar! lessees
could feel assured that they would get falr
treatment.

Anchorages for Launches.

Regarding the anchorages for small
launches and pleasure craft, it was sug-
geated that an oval basin could be cut In
the Potomac Park, opposite the wharves,
where small pleasure craft could lle out
of the way of the steamers and salling
craft. Instead of occupying anchorage
space in the harbor, as they do now. After
discussing the matter with Dr. Greer, the
representative of the yachting interests,
Mr. Douglas agreed to embody some such
idea in the new plans.

The committee In charge of the harbor
improvements stated that it was the Inten-
tion of the District authorities to take care
of all the wharf lessees, and to give them
as much space as they now have under the
present wharf system. The conference
lasted for about an hour and a half, and:
the plans as prepared by Mr. Douglas were
generally approved, except that It was
thought that more dock room should
glven west of 8th street for the lumber and
stated

VISIT TO THE WHITE HOUSE

Committee Named to Make the Neces-
sary Arrangements.

WESTERN MARYLAND COLLEGE

Church Extension Soclety in Session
Today During Recess—Pulpit
Assignments for Sunday.

With a large audience In attendance the
sessions of the third day ef the Maryland
conference of the Methodlst Protestant
Church were held this morning In the
Rhode Island Avenue Methodist Protestant
Church, 1st street and Rhode Island ave-
nue. Rev. H. 0. Keen of Georgetown, Del,,
conducted the devotional exercises, and at
the conclusion of the service the annual re-
port of the Washington and Alexandria
branch of the Woman's Forelgn Missionary
Soclety of the church was read. It showed
the finances of the organization to be in
good condition.

The report was referred to the confer-
ence committee on missions for considera-
tion. The matter of the members of the
conference calling to see President Roose-
velt was mentloned, and, after delibera-
tion, the president of the conference, Rev.
Dr. Bheridan, was authorized to appoint
a committee of three to see the Preslident
and ask that the members be received. He
named Rev. Dr. T. H. Lewis, president
of the Western Maryland Collegé; Rev.
Dr. G. Q. Bachus anrd Daniel Baker the
members of the committee.

Rev. Dr. Lewis was recognized to make
the annual report of the Western Maryland
College, at Westminster, Md. He said
that at the present session of the college
there are 245 students, twelve additional to
the number enrclled the preceding session.
The finances of the Institution are in splen-
did shape, but the speaker said, he desired
to do all in his power Lo impress upon the
members of the conference the need of an
endowment for the college. In his esti-
mation, he added, a college such as the In-
stitution at Westminster should have an
endownment fund. “

Rev. Dr. Sheridan stated that he desires
that any member of the conference desir-
ing to speak with him In reference to any
business relative to the work of their vari-
ous churches to have absolutely no hesita-

tion in calling upon him during the day
and conversing at length upon the work
to be done. He then called Rev. W. N,

Strayer to the chair whiie he consulted with
various members of the conference upon the
matters affecting their churches,

Rev. J. D. Kinzer, piesident of the board
of governors of the Westminster Theological
Seminary, made the annual report for that
institution. He slated that thirty-three
students are In attendance, and that the
present year had been a successful one when
the good work done all along the line is
considered.

Dr. Kinzer stated that it was the bellef
of the members of the board of governors
that the 25th annlversary of the founding
of the institution should be marked by ex-
tending the course of study from two to
three years.

Church Extension Society Meets.

The conference took a recess at 10:30
o’clock in order to allow a meetling of the

Church Extension Soclety. Rev. J. M., Gill,
pastor of the Rhode Island Avenue Church

of this city and the presldent of the so-
ciety, took the chair, and after the read-
ing of several reports, the soclety elected
the following officers to serve during the
ensuing year: President, Rev. J, M. Gill;

F. A, Holland, secretary, and T. Harry
Bartlett, treasurer. The electlons to the
board of managers of the institution re-
sulted in the following selections: Rev. J.

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ARE-OUT ON A STRIKE

Large Number of Men at Munic-
ipal Building Quit Work.

ALLEGATION OF ‘OPEN SHOP’

Claim in Regard to Firm in Charge of
the Plumbing.

VIEWS OF CONTRACTOR PARSONS

Thinks Action of Building Trades Al-
liance Was Proper — To Re-
sume Operations Tomorrow.

One hundred and forty men, in-
cluding bricklayers, carpenters, fire-
proofers, stonecutters, steamfitters,
ironworkers, hoisting engineers and
hodcarriers, who were at work at the

municipal building, went on a strike
this morning.

The occasion for the strike was a clalm
that the firm of James Nolan & Sons, in
charge of the plumbing work, Is conduct-
ing an “open shop.” Mr. James L. Par-
sons, the contract in charge of the work,
declded that the Bullding Trades Alliance
had acted properly in ordering the strike,
80 he directed the mon-unlon plumbers to
leave off work. The result !s that the
men who went on the strike will return to
work tomorrow morning.

Mr. Parsons told a Star reporter this
afternoon that he thought the firm of
plumbers had nodt properly interpreted
the findings of the board of arbitration In
the matter of the lock-out; and that it had
not the right to employ union and non-
unifon men together.

Mr. Parsons sald he thinks the master
pPlumbers are required by the decislion of
the boatd of arbitration to get rid of
their non-union men, but, he added, the

contractors claim they have the right to
work union and non-union men together.

Note to Plumbing Firm.
Contractor Parsons says he called the at-
tention of the firm of James Nolan & Sons
to the posslbility of his having a strike
upon hiz hands, addressing the firm a note
as followa:
“lI am Informed that the plumbers em-

ployed by you working at the municipal
bullding are non-union men. If such is
the case you are not complying with the
findings of the arbitration, and if such
men are kept employed It will interfere
with the progress of my work. I therefore
request that you employ such workmen
as you were working when I made the
contract with you."

Text of Reply.

The response Mr. Parsons recelved was:
‘“We beg to say that we must decline to
allow our business to be Interfered with by
the opinions or the arbitrary and unauthor-
ized action of your other workmen.

“We are ablding the deciston of the
board of arbitration. Our action is not
causing any delay in the prosecution of the
work. The delay, if any, is caused by the
attempt of your other employes to dictate
how we shall conduct our business.

“We decline to withdraw our men em-
ployed on the work because they are not
really responsible for the trouble.

“If you order our men to leave we shall
hold you responsible for any damages
thereby sustained by us.”

After the strike was announced today

another note was sent by Contractor Par-
sons to the firm of plumbers in which a de-
mand was made for the withdrawal of the
men in question. The demand not being
complled with Contractor Parsons ordered
the plumbers to cease work, and they
obeyed.

Conclusion Reached by Board.

The conclusion reached by the board of
arbitration, which was composed of A. S.
Worthington, J. J. Darlington, Stanton J.
Peelle, Jackson H. Ralston and Joseph C.
Sheehy, waa that ‘‘contracts of June 9,
1802, and of April 14, 1903, with the shop
rules adopted thereunder dated November
6, 1903, are held to be In force, notwith-
standing the departures therefrom by either
of the parties thereto. Under said con-
tracts and shop rules, as shown by the
interpretation put upon them by the par-
tles at the time, the individual members
of the Master Plumbers' Association are
not compelled to employ union men to the
exclusion of non-unlon men, and the mem-
bers of Local Union, No. 5, are not re-
quired to work for members of the Mas-
ter Plumbers’ Association to the exclusion
of non-members of such association or for
members of sald assoclatlon who employ
non-upnicn men in the District of Co-
lumbia."”
