DEFENDS BIG SALARIES

CLEVELAND'S BRIEF BEFORB
WISCONSIN LEGISLATURE.

NEW YORK, April 8—The Constitution
of the United States has been called by exs
President Grover Cleveland to the defense
of the high salarles pald the presidents of
the big life insurance companles, In a brief
which was made public yesterday he dee
clared that the life Insurunce companies,
whether mutual or stock, are the same a#
persons so far as their rights are cone
cerned. and that they are “on the same
footing as cltlzens of the United States and
of the several states.”

Mr. Cleveland elted the fourteenth amends
ment of the federal Constitution, which pros
vides that:

“No state shall make or enforce any law
which shall abridge the privileges or ims
munities of cltizens of the 'nited States
nor ghall any state deprive any person 0
life, liberty or property without dus process
of law.”” .

The necesslty for this latest harking back
to the Constitution is a movement In varle
ous western states, where legisintures are
congldering laws limiting the salaries of life
Insurance officers to $M,(00 In some stateg
and to $25.00 In others. The penalty foe
companies which pay more than this s &
prohibltion from writing business within
the state,

The four preeidents who would be pare
ticularly affected by these laws are:

Charles A. Peabody, Mutual Life.

Paul Morton, Equitable 1.ife

John F. Dryden, Prudentinl Life

Alexander E. Orr, New York Life.

All of these men are membors of the Age
soclation of Life Insurance Presidents, fro
which Grover Cleveland receives a salary o
25,000 A year as counsel,

The brief will be tried today before the
Wisconsin legislature, which hau an 'nsure
ance committee simllar to the Armstrong
committee of this state, and which {s now
consldering some seventy insurance bille
the passage of which, the companles ale
lege. would compel them to cease writing
policles In that state.

After calling the federal Constitution to
his ald. Mr. Cleveland says:

“It is clearly the Intent and Inevitable
effect of the contemplated legislation to
abridge these ‘privileges and Immunitics’ of
corporate citizens of the 'nited States, by
imposing upon them limitatlons concerning
the compensation to be pald their officers
and employes, In the face of tha law of
their creation and domlelle, which makes
them free from such Illmitation, * *

“A law which forbids the posesession and
enjoyment of property by llife insurance
companies, except upon a condition which
Involves the abandonment of thelr right to
contract for the equipment and managee
ment of their business—a right Inherent to
thelr organization, permitted by the law of
their creation, and necessary to the protege
tlon of the Impressive intercsts tuey have
In charge—and a conditfn which exacts a
the price of doing business a surrender o
the guldance of seund judgment and safo
experience Iin Ite prosecution, under a e
alty of a forfelture of Interosts to which in
common justice they are entitlea, cannot
be regarded otherwise than as bald, unequls
voecal and unmlitigated deprivation of privie
leges, immunitles and property, without &
chance for escape.

New, Startling Legisiation.

“Leglslation of thls character is 80 now
and startling as to Indicate a disposition
to depart from all conservative and steady
gentiment touching state supervision and
regulation of life insurance companies

“Measured by the standards fixed by
those adjudications of the highest tribundl
of the land, It scems quite certaln that the
legislation we are consldering would amount
to an unconstitutional use of state leglsla-
tive authority. It cannot be eclaimed that
it would ‘promote either the health, peace,
morals, education and good order of thé
people,” or ‘Increage the industries of the
state, develop its resources and add to it
wealth and prosperity.’

“It does not ‘proceed within reasonable
Iim!is and general usage,” but goes far be=
yond all former excesses of state legisla-
tion, and results in ‘clear and hostlle dige
crimination against particular persons and
classes, especially such as are of an une
urual character, unknown to the practice of
our government.'

“Instead of a fair, reasonable and appro=
priate exercise of the police power of the
ptate, It assumes the completion of ‘an une
reagonable, unnecessary and arbitrary ine
terference with the rights of the Individua
to his personal liberty, or to enter int
those contracts In relation to labor which
may seem to him appropriate or necese
sary.’ "

Salaries .0029 of Premiums.

Mr. Cleveland ecltes the fact that the ane
nual premium receipts of the twenty-nine
oompanies In his assoclation amount to
$440,665,008, and that the percentage of
these recelpts pald to presidents and vice
presidents {8 20-100 of 1 per cent, He says
that according to the bhest estimate that can
be made of the number of polleyholders in
the companies affected by the proposed
salary limitation, the saving, if distributed
among them, would amount to less tham
one cent & year.

After arguing that the doctrine of comity
forbids one state from secking to interfere
with the internal affairs of cltizens of other
states, except where absolutely necessary
forgthe protection of Its own ocltizens, he

ncludes:
co"’[‘hese corporate citizens of the 1'nited
States, having entered states other than
thelr own, exhibit In thelr defense l!_m cOar-
tificate of fitness and approved equur{l_lent
granted them by thelr home states. They
ask such consideration of those certificates
as will save them from anomalous and in=
jurlous limitations upon thelr hugtine_m apers
atlons, and such treatment as their home
{indorsements and falth American
