PRESIDENT S RENOMINATION.

Contingency That Might Induce Him

The suggestion. credited to a rinse friend
of President Roosevelt, that there is one

contingency in which he might agree to

run again, is being eagerly discussed by
southern democrats in Washington. The
proposition was that if there should come

anything like a unanimous call from the
south for the President's renomlnation,
coupled with a like demand from the west,
the President might deem the situation
inch as to warrant reconsideration of his
lctermination not to be a candidate fur a

third term
The question discussed hv the southern

lemocrats in connection with that sugges'Ion1*1 hnw mttnh nf n .latnat-.H fr>r R<*Wk«0-
i-elt's nomination is likely to come from the
south and how popular is he. after all,
with the real rank and die of southern demM-rats?There are conflicting answers to
ihe question. Consensus of the judgment
might be expressed this way:

Suspicious of Roosevelt.
That the souWi is still in a suspicious attitudetoward President Roosevelt. The

memory of the Booker Washington incidentHtill lingers: the recollection of the
t'rum case is still keen along the seaboard,
crime tne tnmanoia arratr is not rorgotten.
Whatever the rest of the country thinks
about those incidents, there is only one
view among" southerners, ami that is antagonisticto the President.
As a set-off. however, is t»he President's

action in the Brownsville affair. By the
very same course of reasoning which dictatedtheir resentment of the President's
fourse in the other cases they give him
pr.- ise for Brownsville The question is.
Which outweighs in the estimation of the
southern democrats and is there reason to
helieve that tiie President's action in the
Brownsville affair marks a change in his
attitude toward the southerners?

Brownsville Not a Set-Off.
Some of the southern politicians poi it

out that the President's course in the
Brownsville affair was not actuated by
any motive of p'eas njc the south. Tiiey
say that the southerners should not take
any unction to thmselves in that affair:
the President \v is a law unto himself and
went ahead entirely independently of what
the effect might be in the south. So they
eliminate that set-off and find President
Koosevelt's attitude toward the south t«>
l>e just what It has been from ti e beginnngof his administration, Consequently
they see no reason why the south shouli
fall down and worship him as a politic.il
idol.
Other southern democrats say that thrt

third-term idea is perulia'.ly repugn-ml
to thf» south, and that the tendencies of
President Roosevelt toward eentraliz !lio*i
are distasteful to the las: degree to that

THAW WAS VERY BOSSY

KNOX AND OTHER PITTSBURG
LAWYERS REFUSED *300,000.

April lZ-Light on the hiddenperplexities of Mrs. William Thaw in
the matter of dealing with the problem of
counsel for her son was obtained yesterday
from an authoritative source.

It was declared that It was Mrs. William
Thaw's original purpose to have Harry
Thaw declared insane and committed to an

asylum or sanitarium last summer and
j wi.

All the data necessary for a successful

plea of insanity had been collected within
a few weeks after the killing of Stanford
White by Olcott, Gruber. Bonynge & McManusand Daniel O'Reilly, the original
counsel in the case. The night of the murderO'Reilly started In on Ills own responsibilityon the Insanity plea and roundedup the different policemen attached to
the West 30th street police station, who
subsequently testified to Thaw's Irrational
behavior the first night of h's incarcera-
nun.
The alienists whom ex-Judge Olcott's

firm immediately retained and who saw
Thaw soon after he was removed to the
Tombs and looked into his family history
all pronounced him. it is said, mentally
irresponsible, and ex-Judge Olcott's firm
went ahead on this theory with the full
sanction of Mrs. Thaw senior, it is asserted.

Plans All Upset.
These plans were all upset by Thaw himself.After he had talked with his two

pi-rsonal friends, Clifford W. Hartridge and
John R. Gleason, Thaw, It is said, bernme
convinced that an appeal to the higher or
unwritten law would result in his acquittalarui a complete vindication of his killingof White. He was confident not only
of escaping the electric chair hut of avoidingincarceration in an asylum or sanitarium.His wife. It is said, took this view
of the case also.

ill the original plans with the greatest determination.but was powerless to shake her
son's resolve. He being of age and supposedlymentally competent, it was impossiblefor the mother to compel obedience
to her wishes.

It was learned yesterday that when Olcott,Gru-ber. Bonynge & McManus were In
charge of the defense, one of the members
of the firm, after a lung conference with
Thaw in the Tombs, failed utterly to get
the prisoner to take a reasonable view of
the matter being discussed. Somewhat exasperated.the lawyer finally said:
"See here, Mr. Thaw, you fail to see this

case in the proper light We are the doctors.ycu the patient."
"Oh. no," replied Thaw haughtily, "you

misunderstand cur relative positions. I am
the general in command; you are merely my
adjutants."

STEELE MAY BE CAUSE.

Dr. Austin Says That He is Holding
the Case.

CHICAGO. 111., April 12.."When Wilbur

F. Steele of New York was selected as a
juror In the Thaw ease I predicted a disagreementof the jury, regrara.esa of the
evidence in the case," yesterday declared
L)r. J. H. Austin of Glen Ellyn.
"I served on several juries with Steele,

and he was the most contrary minded man
I ever knew," contniued Dr. Austin. "Once
we were jurors on a case In the United
State* court, where a man was on trial
for robbing a post office. The night the
robbery occurred three men were sleeping
oil the second floor of a barn to which the
robbers went and divided the stolen money.
Through holes in the floor the men plainly
saw the robbers. Several months later one
of these men was brought back from New I
York to Dakota to testify in the case. Althoughthe court room was crowded, and
the defendant was purposely placed among
the spectators, the man unhesitatingly
pointed him out as one of the three men
who divided In the barn the money stolen
from the post office, and whom be heard
talking of the robbery at the time.
"Despite this positive identification and

tlie strongest circumstantial evidence'Steele
refused to tind trie uerenaant guilty, for
thret days the eleven other jurors voted
guilty' on every ballot, and Steele voted
'not guilty.' All the efforts to make Steele
change his vote were futile."

PERMANENT PEACE.

Expected Result of Central American
War.

That all of the Central American republicsare looking to the preaent state of
warfare between Nicaragua and Honduras
to result in an agreement for i rmanent
peace in Central America wa% developed
today by a general discussion at the State
Department. With that end in view the
negotiations tooKing to a cessation 01 Hostilitieswill not go so far as to take up the
subject of permanent peace, but will leave
this broad question to a conference to be
held in Washington or the City of Mexico
and in which all of the countries Immediatelyinterested may take part- The United
States and Mexico, according to the embryonicplans, will occupy the Important positionsof umpires.
The conflict between two of the Central

American republics which Is now drawing to
a close has made it apparent to i«.ll that the
present unsettled conditions there are hamperingthe' development of the countries.
The various republics not involved in the
war- kept free with the greatest difficulty,
and commercial affairs In all of them were
affected. With the United States and
Mexico urging the placing of the republics
on -a firm basis so that they might dwell
amicably together and enjoy an Interchange
of business, and with the lessons taught by
the present war. there is every indication
that a permanent agreement may be
reached.
The plan lias not gone far enough for

the suggestion of a date for such a confer-
enee. hut it is assumed that it will not interferewith the conference at The Hague,
although the two would not be In conflict
In any way. Ambassador Creel is said to
be father of the idea, but it has the hearty
approval of State Department official?. In
order that there might be a full attendanceof representative delegations from all
of the Central American republics. Mexico
City, i! is believed here, stands the bettor
chance of securing the conference. The
keen interest taken by the diplomatic representativeshere of all of the Central Araeriranrepublics, and the dependence they
place in Secretary of State Koot and the
Mexican ambassador, is believed by the
officials here to insure the success of such
a gathering as that proposed.

IN INTERESTS OF HARMONY.

Nuvy and Coast Defense to Establish
Closer Relations.

The joint board of I he army ami navy
has determined upon a policy to establish
doser relations and a r.^.ore thorough cooperationin time of war between the personnelof the se icoast fortifications of the
army and the forces of the navy. The plan
is to have a number of officers and enlisted
men of each service intercnange visits
whenever naval vessels come within waters
in proximity to seacoast fortifications. In
ord -r to become acquainted with the
methods of offense and defense employed
by each.

It was further decided by the joint board
that the adjutant general of the armyshould give to the chief of the bureau of
navigation of the navy information as to
the time artillery practice will l>e held in
any artillery district, in order that the
navy may detail men io be present as witnesses.Likewise the chief uf the bureau of
navigation is instructed to notify the adjutantgeneral of navy target practice so
Hi t the army may send details of witnesses.

MAY REST AT ARLINGTON.

Admiral Kantz's Remains Being
Brought 6n the Baltimore.

The Navy Department is informed that
the cruiser Baltimore, recently detached
from the Asiatic station, left Gibraltar yesterdayfor New York, where she will be
put out of commission. She is bringing
home the remains of Hear Admiral Albert
Kautz. C.S.N., retired, who died at Horence.Italy, February tl, and of Lieut. StanleyWoods, L.S.N.. who died at Singapore.
February 22. It is understood that the remainsof Admiral Kautz are to be hrought
to this city for interment in the Arlington
national cemetery.

It is now found that most of this preliminarywork can be dispensed with when
the new census Is taken. The inspectors
and supervisors who made the census In
1809 are said to be ready to respond to a
call to undertake the new work, the form
of blanks and other material required are
already well known, and the fact that the
Palma government had already begun to
prepare for a new census will make it possibleto save probably three months' time
in starting the work of actual enumeration
after the order is given.

LEXINGTON. Ky.. April 12.-B111 Brltton,Breathitt county feudist. charged with

the asa&sslnfrtion of James Cockrllle. town
marshal of Jackson, in 11)02. was brought
Into circuit court here this morning to
answer the charge. He was very pale
from his thirty-one months' confinement
and all mountain tan was gone from his
face. His mustache was carefully waxed
and curled. After examining 170 men,
nine jurymen to try Brltton were selected.

Jett, are here assisting the prosecution. The
first witness (or the prosecution will probablybe Riley Coldlron. who at the former
tHal of Brltton swore he saw Brltton and
Curt Jett In the Jackson court house with
rifles in their hands just after Cockrlll
was shot. Curt Jett and Tom White, it Is
reported, will deny this, and Jett will take
full blame for the killing on himself and
try to follow out the alleged injunction of
his uncle. Judge James liargis. to save
the other accused men by again confessing
to the murder.
Jett is already serving a life sentence for

killing Cockrill and James B. Marcum. so
no further punishment could he given him
If he does take all the blame. The prosecutlonsays it will not accept Jett's confession
as the truth, but will hold the Brltton trial,
and are confident of conviction.

Gen. James F. Wade, the senior majoq
general of the army and next to Lieut. O^nl
MacArthur the ranking officer of the army,
will terminate his active connection with
the military establishment tomorrow by
operation of law on account of age. lie
will not actually become sixty-four years
of age, the retiring age. until Sunday, but
for all practical purposes his active tareer
ends tomorrow evening.
His military service covers a period of

forty-six years, and Includes ctlve participationIn the civil war. Indian campaigns
and the Banish-American war. In May.
1861, hi was appointed first lieutenant of the
6th Cavalry and served In that regiment
until May, 1864. when 11 was appointed
lieutenant colonel of the 6th United States
Colored Volunteer Infantry. For gallant
and distinguished services he was hrevettod
colonel in March. 1865, and brevet brigadier
general of volunteers In the same year.
After the war he served In the Oth, loth
and r.th Cavalry regiments, and by gradual
promltion became brigadier general in May,
1807. During the Spanish war lie wa* appointeda major general of volunteers and
assisted in the mobilization of troops. He
became major general In the regular army
In April. 1903. and for several years pa^t
has been In command of the Atlantic divisionwith headquarters at Governor's Is-
land. X. Y.
The retirement of Gen. Wade will result

in the promotion of Brig. Gen. William S.
McCaskey. commanding the Department of
Texas, to the grade of major general, and
the promotion of Col. Charles Morton, commandingthe 7th Cavalry In the Philippines,
to the grade of brigadier general.
MaJ. Gen. Frederick D. Grant, commandingthe Department of the East at New

York, will succeed Gen. Wade In the commandof the Atlantic division. The division
command will be abolished July 1 next and
merged Into the Department of the Fast.
Gen. Orant will retain that command until
relieved by Gen. Leonard Wood, probablynextspring, and will go to Chicago and
