Former May Hake Known His Intentionsin a Speech in Oklaia

Governor Dineen of Illinois and SecretaryTaft engaged In a conference today,
following a hearing on the Chicago drainagecanal project, that is likely to Be accreditedas having political significance.
It will be recalled that on a recent visit

view to delivering the delegation to SecretaryTaft at the opportune moment. The
story was denied at the time, but it was

callcd to the attention oC both the Secrearyand the governor today. Both denied
that they had been considering political
Issues today and laughingly declared that
broad questions of statesmenship were

all that had engaged their attention. The
Interview was cut short *>y a call from the
White House for Secretary Taft to go
there and confer with the President.

May Break Political Silence.
Secretary Taft, It Is expected, will break

his political silence ror ine nrsi nine sum

he has been regarded as a receptive candidatefor the republican nomination for the

presidency In a speech which he probably
will deliver at Tulsa, Oklahoma, June 6, on

the occasion o-f the assembling of the first
republican state convention. The Secretary
has accepted an invitation to attend that
convention. It is not specifically stated
that he Is to make a speech then, but It is
not doubted that he will do. so if requested,
nor is it likely that the republicans of the
new state will fail to extend the necessary
Invitation. In Secretary Taft's opinion, the
political campaign in Oklahoma will be a
hot one, and probably will determine for a
number of years to come the political complexionof the new state. The Issues presentedare expected to be national in character,and it may be possible that SecretaryTaft can find much to say to the peoplein Oklahoma, in convention assembled,
that will Interest them In general republicanprinciples without In any way bringingin the personal equation.

Secretary Taft is about to take. He probablywill discuss economic subjects at the
millers' convention at St. Louis on the 30th
inst., which naturally would involve allusionsto the effect of the completion of the
Panama canal upon the important Americanflour export trade with the orient and
the west coast of Soutn Amerfca.
After his Oklahoma visit the secretary is

going to make an official tour of inspection
of the great military posts so that he will
be in position to renew his efforts with Congressat the next session in behalf of the
creation of great brigade posts and concentrationcamps, with a more comprehen-
eive Knowledge or me suDjeet than he had
when this project was first broached last
year.

An important decision affecting the salariesof public school teachers in the Districthas been rendered by Stuart McNamara,assistant United States attorney
and special counsel for the board of education.

t The promotions provided for in public act
254, Mr. McXamara says, become effective
at the end of the current school year withoutany action on the part of the board of
education, provided the record of the
teaoher has been satisfactory.
The following letter* was written by AttorneyMcNamara to Superintendent ChancellorMay 1:
"1 am requested by Mr. Hughes, assistant

superintemlent of schools, to advise you
whether the public act No. 254,«hall be interpreted.in so far as it provides for the

i promotion ul icocucia ai liic tmac v/i me

current year, as requiring that every teachrer must be formally promoted by the
> board of education to the next higher sal3tiry in his class, subject to the condition
. that bis work is satisfactory; or interpretingthe act as operating of itself to
3 afford the teacher the next higher salary in
I his class without action of the board, uniless the board formally withholds the profmotion because the teacher's work may
. be deemed unsatisfactory.
* Without Action by Board.
; "I am of the opinion that under the protvisions of section 6 of the act .a teacher
' shall receive the next higher salary in his

i class after June 30, 1907, without any action
of the board of education, provided, of

- course, his work is satisfactory, and that
' he is not formally withheld from such in»crease by reason of his work being un"satisfactory. If he has been already pro

moted within his class or group, he shall
3 not receive another promotion within one
1 year. It might he well, however, to notify

the teachers of their advance.
"If It be desired to promote a teacher

from one class to another. It would then be
required that such promotion be effected
upon the recommendation of the officer havingthe direct supervision of the teacher and
the action of the board of education. Such
recommendation must be, in each case, approvedby the superintendent of schools.

1 may be made only after oral and written
B examinations by the board of examiners, as

r provided in section 6."'
