ACTION BY BRIGHTWOOD PARK
CITIZENS' ASSOCIATION.

Construction of New Public School
Building—Improvement of Streets.
Lights and Trees.

The final meeting of the Brightwood Park
Citizens’ Assoclation, previous to adjourn-
ment for the summer, was held last evening
at 8 o'cloex In Thomas' Hall, corner Bright-
wood avenue and Longfellow s.rect.

board.

Fresident Metcalf reported the result of
an Interview with the engineer department

| of. the District in connection with the con-

struction of the new Brightwood Park
public school.  He stated that plans had
heen submitted and approved and bids were
n&d Saturday last for its construction.
work on the foundation. will, in all
proba.hlllly be started the last of the pres-
ent month, he sald. e announced the ap-
pointment of James H. Grant, jr., as In-
spector of the work. The bullding will be
located at the corner 9th and Ingraham
sireets and will be entirely above ground:
provided with six large rooms and a hall
forty feet square, the entire plot of ground
containing 45,000 square feet. It was ex-
plained thnt theré had been considerable
delay in starting the work owing to secur-
ing title to the land.

Improvement of Btreets.

The question of the Improvement of
streets in the park was called to the attea-
tion of the association, and it was de-
cided to ask for the improvements, as fol-
lows: Illinois avenue from Longfellow to
Hamllton streets; Oth street, from Madison
to Illinols avenue; Jefferson street, from
Brightwood avenue to 5th street; the tri-
angular resgervation bounded by 9th and
Ingraham streets and Illinols avenue, iIn
the vicinity of the nmew school bu'lding;
Ingraham street, from Brightwood avenue
to Oth street; longfellow street, from
Brightwood avenue to Piney Branch road,
opening and grading, the ground having
been donated and ed to the District
four years ago.

The committee on lights and trees, com=-
posed of Messrs. E. J. Ayres, J.
Kesecker and J. P. Rlichle, was d!racted
to prepare a list of the streets In need of
trees and renew Lhe request to the Com-
missioners that trees be planted.

The Comm'ssioners will be requested to
place a fire-alarm box at the corner of In-
graham street and Brightwood avenue.

It was decided to have a soclal enter-
talnment in connection with the September
meeting of the association, at the conclu-
sion ©f the regular bugfiness, and the chalr
appointed Messrs. W. F. Walsm'th, chair-
man; F. J. Metcalf, F. J. Miller, R. K.

Mr. Clayton reported the result of the
interview with President Roosevelt, In
conjunction with members of varlous other
cTtizens’ assoclat'ons, relative to Investi-
gating the public utilitles corporations in
the District, Incieding gas, electric and
railroads.

gent to Vera Cruz for whom she received
$100 a hend..

While admitting that she had been sell-
ing men for some time, this woman and the
others accused say that legal contracts were
signed by those sold into peonage, and that
no crime was committed. Despite the de-
nial, the judge has issued a decree formally
charging with peonage Mrs. Gonzales and
the others arrested.
