FOUND DYING TN ‘NER ROOM

MRS. JULIA DARNE EAD SWAL-
LOWED CARBOLIC ACID.

Coroner Prepares Certificate That

Death Wuas:Due td Suicide, But
Withholds Same,

1

Mrs. Julia E. Darne, forty years of age,
who boarded at the house of Mr. 'and Mrs.
J. H. Kaiser, 60T 21st street, died at the
Emergency Hospital last night shortly be-
fore 12 o'ciock, her death being due to car-
belic acld potsoping. .It is not known if she
took the acid with suicidal intent, or if it
was swallowed by mistake. Mr. and Mrs.
Kaiser incline to the latter opinion. They
had never heardsier say a word that would
Indicate that she had the siightest inten-
tion of ending her life, although she was
somewhat despondent over the death of her
daughter, who died two yYears ago.

Yesterday being the anniversary of the
death of her daughter, Mrs. Darnes gave
the matter more thought than usual and
she seemed somewhat nervous last night
when she returned home from her work.
Bhe was employed at the glove counter of
a department store and was a general
favorite among ithe other employes there.
It is stated that she formerly resided near
Glymont, Charles county, Md.. and that
relatives live there now. Mr. and Mrs.
Kaiser has become very mu h attached to
the deceased. The latter had only a few
friends In this eity, it is stated. when she
was admitted to the Kaiser household two
years ago as a boarder, and she had come
to be regarded as one of the family.

Heard Suspicious Noise.

Mrs. Darne last night left her place of
employment as soon as the store closed
and went to her room. When she reached
the house she found the members of the
family in the parlor. They were enjoying
music. During a lull in the entertain-
ment a suspicious noise was heard on the
upper floor. Mr, Kalser went to the door
of Mrs. Darne's room and knocked. He
received no response, -but heard heavy
breathing. Fearing something was wWrong
he sent for Dr. Brecht.. Upon the arrival
of the physician the door was. broken
open and the woman was found lying
upon the bed dAving. ;

At the suggestion of Dr. Brecht the pa-
tient was removed to the Emergency Hos-
pital, where death occurred about the time
stated. Miss Anna Darne, the daughter
who died, worked in the department store
where her mother was empleyed up to the
time of her death. The daughter, 1t is
stated, was a consumptive. Mrs. Darne
felt the death of her daughter to such a
great extent that at times she seemed to
suffer from melancholia. She was at her
place of employment all ‘day yesterday,
however, and nothing was sald to the other
clerks, so far as could be ascertained last
mshl, about any desire on her part to end
her life. At the store she was regarded as

a model clerk.
The body was placed in the hospital
morgue.

Views of the Coaroner.

Coroner Nevitt made a partial investiga-
tion and prepared a certificate to the ef-
fect that death was due to sulcide, but he
withhelud the same pending further Inquiry.
He says he may conduct an inquest,

In the room occupied by Mrs. Darhe was
found a two-ounce vial that contained car-
bolic acld and a tumbler, from which the
polson had evidently been swallowed. It is
stated that since the death of her daughter
lwo years ago, Mrs. Darne had lost several
relatives at short intervals, which had
aaded to her despondency.

Notification of Mrs. Darne's death was
sent last night to her brother, C. W. Comp-
ton, 3% Vanderbit avenue, Brooklyn, N.

Y.. and also to a friend, Mrs. Ela Ander-
son, at Rockville, Md.

MeKinley's father, and thus became Intly]
mately acquainted with the girl who was
destined to become the first lady of th¥]

Lang started his career at the bookkeep-~
er's desk, and continued in the confidence
of his employer until the latter's death.

As the daughter of the town’'s richest
banker, Miss Ida was the reciplent of ate
tentions of the young men, but in genery

she held herself aloof from those wh
sought her hand In expectation of o!ﬂ‘
taining a fortune with it. o

of the banker's daughter was dancing..|
Miss Ida at that time gave evidence of the
extremely affectionate nature that characsd
terized her later life.

Leiter on the Scene.

Leiter was the son
of a congressman. He appeared to have
no =erious purposes in iife, and as far a
known had no avoeation, and., young an
handsome, it seemed as If his suit wjou!

From
that moment Leiter never had a chance
to take the daughter buggy riding, as
was customary in those days, and when-
ever he called at the house Miss Baxtom
was constantly under chaperonage.

cacy of the wife, whose hopes of mother-
hood were buried and whose mind, as If
arrested on the thresiold of that deepest
experience of her womanhood, was still
held in the thrall of youth.

Through all
her llfe her eyes retained the clear
unshadowed softness of the girl; the charm-
ing plnk of her cheek was that usually
known to the dawn of maturity. Her gen-
tle smile, the ingenuousness of manner, the
modulipted volce, all gave Presldent Mc-
Kinley the sweethegrt of his boyhood, who,
it she could not share the cares eof the
state and must be protected from every
alien look or word, could yet win him from
all other consideration to make her happy.
In the hour of her affiiction the bereaved
wife volced the whole eraving of her nature
in that one pathetic sentence: “I want to
see the major.” But when she had seen
the major for the last time, when they had
placed him in the vault at Canton, where
now, as she lles dying, the national me-
morial to her husband is nearing comple-
tion, she turned her thought to what she
might do foryhim. Daily she v'sited the
tomb to stay a while in thought, and to
leave her beloved flowers for her beloved
dead. >

Loved Flowers.

Next to children Mrs. McKinley always
has loved her flowers. She used to mingle
the two fondnesses by glving her blossoms
from the White House conservatories in
splendid largesse to the little ones, and she
had proteges of all kinds in the hospitals
and other institutions, and among her per-
sonal friends,. When Easter time came the
first lady would sit all day at the window
te watch the eggrolling on the lawn and
laugh as glecfully as the youngsters them-

selves.

Denled much effort, she busied herself
about little things. She made purses of
netted sllk and fashioned slippers of wool
by the hundreds. They went for Christ-
mas gifts, as souvenirs. They brought large
prices at charltable fairs and they gave
thelr manufacturer the keenest delight.
She eald once during the White House davs
that she had made 4,000 pairs of slippers
“for somebody to wear.” The Christmas
after her loss she did not forget her friends
in the cabinet ecircle, but the remem-
brances fashioned by her delicate fingers
were all of black and gray. The women
who had clung so persistently to beautiful
(.‘050&'! could find relief only In the somber
shades.

Fainted in Husband’s Arms.

One of the last expressions of Presldent
McKinley's care of her occurred when they
entered Terrace station at Buffalo on that
fatal trip. The salute of the artillerymen
drawn up to await thel® arrival broke
seven panes in the forward car. The crash
and shock wers too much for Mrs. McKin-
ley to bear. She fell fainting Into her hus-
band's arms. He laid her back on her pil-
lows, soothing her gently before he stepped
out to acknowlédge the plaudits of the
crowd.

When Mr. McKinley wedded Ida Saxton
she had been given not only all the advan-
tages that education and travel could offer
—she was fresh from a six months' stay
in Europe when they met—but had learned
self-reliance as well, for her father, James
Saxton, hmd installed her as assistant
cashler in the bank to teach ker to cope
b'x!i’irt'hu‘te ra{‘!d.

SBAN REMO, Italy, May 25.—A real queen
is to visit the United States scon. She is
her majesty BSowapa Pongesl, Queen of
Siam. But not even the exclusive soclety
sets of New York and Newport are likely
to see her, for she Is making a tour of the
world with her husband, King Chulalong-
korn, traveling strictly incognito. Hers s
not the convenient incognito which Euro- |
pean royalties assume ie order to drop
majesty and mingie freely with the world
under the thin mask of a title or common-
place name assumed to satisfy the demands
of etiquette. She keeps In rigid seclusion,
obedlent to the custom of her country.
Newspapers have spread the news far
and wide that the king i{s accompanied by
“his twelve wives,” but only one woman is
recognized as queen In Blam. She Iz his
half-sister. They had the same father, but
different mothers. 2

Gracious and Attractive.

The queen is most gracious and attract-
fve; her hands and feet are the daintiest at
the court of Bangkok. When it suits her
to appear in native costnume—white silk
knee breeches and blousg walst of the
same material, set off by a broad sash
of orange silk—she makes an exceedingly
pretty pleture. “A woman Is as old as she
looks.” Judged by this rule, Biam’s queen
is still young. Though the remorseless
record says she was born forty-three years
ago last New Year day and she has two sons
who have passed their majority, she pre-
serves the firm, well-rounded figure that
distinguishes young Siamese women.

Chulalongkern is a ruler who rules. There
is a “power behind the thrope” in every
other monarchy, east and west, but he is
I absolute. Yet he is the most liberal mon-
arch in Asia and is up to date, with a
liking for modern things and ideas. His
‘second son has studied militery tactics' in
the German army, and another :on in the
Russian army. Last year the State Depart-
ment at Washington received from Bang-
kok an‘inquiry if one of his nephews would

Itinerary Not Ironclad. |
The king landed at Naples, April 25, vis-
ited Genoa and then came to San Remo,
where a large villa had been transformed
into a thorough orlental residence for him.
After spending nearly three weeks here he
left for 'a tour In northern Italy and Swit-
zerlangd, -intending: o reach Paris late in
June to remain a fortnight, after which he
will go to London and then to the United
States. - : 3
His itinerary is not ironclad. On leaving
home he calculated that he should be away
seven months. That would mean that he
would be Iin Bangkok again in October.
When he landed in Europe it was tele-
graphed abroad that he would visit the
United States in May. ‘That was erroneous.
His original program would take him to
America in July, but recognizing that it is
subject to change as.circumstances or dis-
position may direct, no Instruction has yet
been sent to the Slamese legation in Wash-
ington-to prepare for his coming on any
fixed date. The king does not really know
how much Paris will attract him nor how
long it will take him to transact some
highly Important business he has with the
King of England.

No Explanation for Strange Crime

breast. The arm was shattered and Archer
was seriously Injured by nervous shock.
Rose is in the custody of the police of
tha village and Archer i{s in charge of a
physician, Dr. BeckWith of this city. ’

To Work This ‘St:mmer on His
‘Tetrahedral Kite.

MAY PERFECT AERIAL FLIGHT

Only Thing Necessary Is to Arrange
the Detail

EXPERIMENTS IN NOVA SCOTIA

| What Has Been Demonstrated—Use

of Gasoline Motor—Many The-
ories Proved Erroneous.

Prof. Alexander Graham Bell, who with-
in the past week returned to Washington
from Oxford, England, where the honorary
degree of doctor of science was conferred
on him, will start for his summer home
in Nova Scotia next Tuesday t» continue
work on his tetrahedral kite, which he
hopes ultimately to develop into a flying
machine. Pfaf. Bell has not attempted to
set any time limit'to the development of
the kite into a fiying machine, but his
work this summer in a general way will
be the Installing of a motor to drive the
kite instead of flying it by a rope. Last
year Prof. Bell produced a kite that car-
ried a man on the flying rope. In faet, it
almost got away from the control of the
operators and carried the iuan to a danger-
ous height before it could be lowered. But
it demonstrated Its abllity as a lifting
force beyond question.

For the benefit of those who do not hap-
pen to know what & tetrahedral kite is, it
mnybemidth:tltbmndenpotnnmber
of cells much the shape of a pair of bird
wings extended at an angle of 45 degrees,
without the body between them. The two
little triangl each representing a wing,
are put together by e base, with the
tipa of the wings or triangles extendlnlg
upward and outward. The Kite is built
from any number of these.cellu put to-
gether like the cells of a bee's comb. One
of several advantages of thus bullding tlLe
kite is that the sustijining surface can be
indefinitely exterided without more than
preportionately increasing the weight of
the whole structure.

Increase of Weight.

In practical aeroplanes it is a regrettable
fact to inventors that the weight of the ma-
chine increases much faster than the ares
of the supporting surface. But in the built-
up combination of tetrahedral celln. the
proportion of weight to surface remains
constant. 3

There is another advantage, and that Is
the tetrahedral cell 18 avoul the steadiest
of aseroplanes, and the steadiness remains
constant as well as the welght. There is
not quite as much lifting power in a big
collection of the cells as in a single big
plane surface of approximately the same
area, but when the collection of little trian-

lar kites joined together, is in the air It
l‘s“ ?nﬁn!tel: steadier tha.n’ the single big

plane.

Prof. Bell is relying on that factto steady

his man-carrylng machine in the afr. It
probably will be a good deal easier to
balance than any of the big gliding ma-
chines that have heen bullt either with
single or superimposed wings.

To Use Gasoline Motor.

For his work this summer Prof. Bell has
secured a motor built by & commercialtcom-
pany in the states that develops between 12
and 15-horse-power with a.total weight of
120 pounds. It is a gasoline motor, built
according of special plans, and is far lighter
than 'the motor with which the Wright
brothers have made a number of success-
ful fiights in their machine at Dayton, Ohlo.

It is heavier than the motor that Prof.
Langley had in his big fiying machine, but
the total welght of the machine to the area
of supporting surface is less, and is about
half the weight that has been carried by
the Wrights in their flights. Of course
practiealiy nothing is known of the per-
formances of the Wrights except that they
have retained the old form of gliding ma-
chine, with which they first experimented,
and have installed a motor In 1t. The welght
of the whole of their machine is 1,9 pounds
to the square foot of supporting surface,
Yet they have made a number of flights,
one of them -continuing for twenty-eight
miles. s
