VICTIMS TELL C
HORRORS FACED IN
BLAZING  TURRET

Thrilling Story of Battleship Ex-
plosion Survivor.

MEN CAUGHT BY FLAMES

Escape Cut Of by Stifling Gases From
Powder.

DEAD; NOW NUMBER EIGHT

Lives of Three of the Injured Sailors
Hanging by Threads — Admiral
Sends

Yamamoto Flowers to

Wounded in the Hospitals.

Eight men dead, thirteen injured,
three of them so seriously that
death may come at any time, is the
record of the explosion of a one-
hundred-pound gun charge on
board the battleship Georgia yes-
terday. One of the injured sailors
today, from his cot in the hospital,
told the thrilling story of the scene
of horror in the blazing turret as
the men struggled to escape to the
open air. The explosion will be the
subject of a searching investigation
by the Navy Department, but it
will be necessary to await the re-
covery of some of the wounded
men before the inquiry can proceed.
Admiral Yamamoto of the Japa-
nese navy sent several large boxes
1;1' flowers to the wounded men to-
day.

BOSTON, July 16.--From his cot in the
Naval Hospital at Chelsgea, Acting Gun-
ner's Cantaln Charles 1. Hansel today
wias able to tell the story of the accident
on the United States battleship Georgla
which cost eight lives and caused injurles
to thirteen other men in Cape Cod bay
yesterday. Mr. Hansel said:

“None of us knew much abecut it till
it was all over, it was so quick. When
I saw that first flash iInstlnet told me
what was up, and I kept presence of
mind enough to dodge back irom the
sheet of flame that began to envelop the
turret. I got down to the floor, crawled
under the gun and out to the posthole as
far as I could get. Here I could gel some
alr, and I was go low down that the
fumes did not hurt me seriously. Kim-
ball was with me and he did not get a
burn. My hand was burned where I helg
rod, and I got burned around
the Liead, but T guess it is not very bad.

Trapped by Flames.

“The instant the flash came Lieut. Good-
ricll, who was n charge of the work In our
turret, rushed to the hatchway gn top of
the turret. thinking to get out before the
turret filied with smoke and gas, but the

ting on top of the turret, where he was sta-
tioned to take messages, with his legs hang-
ing down the hatchway., Influenced prob-
ably by Lieut. Goodrich, who, maddened
by his suffering, plunged into the sea, he
threw himself overboard, too.

“The first flash was followed quickly by a
second from the other bag of powder, each
contalning alout 1080 pounds of emokeless
powder. That was a moment of terror to
all who were still conscious, but they were

few. Men were lying In heaps, moaning,
dying, unconscious, baking and suffocat-
ing.

“The next minute se=m=2d eternity, but
heip from outside came quickly and the
nien were lifted out and taken away to be
cared for. But lving men could not enter
the turret until the heat had bezn overcome
by pouring In water, which also settled the
smoke and drove out the gases lo some
extent. These poor fellows were terribly
burned, some 80 as to be unrecognizable,
Eves were burn-d out, faces, bodies and
arms and legs blacken=d, and there were
no features ieft on some charred faces.

“Making a Record.”

“*Midshipman Cruse was polnting the gun
when the flash came, and I was by his side.
He did not move away from the sheet of
flames as quickly as I did, and was fear-
fully burned. We were making a record,
all right. Lieut. Goodrich took great pride
in the work, and had all the men worked
up to enthusiasm. We had flred nine shots
and made nine hlts, and still had time
enough to fire twice more, and that meant
two more.hlts the way we were shooting,
and still be within two minutes. Now, when
vou fire eleven shots with elgat-lnch guns
in two minutes you're doing some shooting,
whether you hit the mark or not. But we
were hitting.

“How thouse fellows suffered safter they
were taken out. Capt. McCrea won the
love of every man on that ship yesterday.
Time and agaln he came down to the hos-
pital, and would bend over some dying fel-
low with his face close to the lips that were
trying to gpeak and try to make out the
last words, and then turn away with the
feelings of his heart written on his face.
All the officers and the men behaved splen-
didly through it all, and there was no con-
fusion. It's a fine ship, and if I go back I
want to go back to the Georgia."”

Two great boxes, one addressed to Mid-
shipman Cruse and the other to “The 8a’l-
ors of the Georgia,” were received at the
Naval Hospital today. They conta!ned flow-
ers, and inside of each box was the card of
Admiral Yamamoto, the Japanese naval of-
ficer who visited Boston yesterday.

Of the thirteen survivors three are belleved
to have but small chance of recovery.
The Injured are at the United States naval
hospital at Chelsea. The Lhree men whose
lives are despalred of are Edward J.
Walsh, seaman, of Lynn, Mass., whase
chest and face are badly burned; Louls O.
Meese of Berca, Ohlo, ordinary seaman,
whose arms, face and cliest were burned,
and James P. Thomas, ordinary seaman, of
Hrooklyn, N. Y., whose face, arms, chest
and back were burned. The hospital au-
thorities say Walsh and Thomas might live
through the day.

Two Died Last Night.

When the Georgla arrived here vesterday
she carried the corpses of six of her crew
who had died from their burns on the way
from the target grounds to the hospital,
and last night two more succumbed to their
injuries. One of those who d'ed last night
was Lieut. Caspar Goodrleh, a son of Rear
Admiral Caspar F. Goodrich, commandant
of the New York navy yard. Admiral
Goodrich arrived at the hospital with his
wife last night just before his son died,
after a hurried trip from Brooklyn.

The cause of the accident was the fall-

penned In the steel cage. The battlesh'p
suffered comparatively little damage from
the explosion and resumed target practice
under orders of the Navy Department.

Navy Department Conference.
Rear Admiral Brownson, chlef of the
bureau of navigation, conferred with Act-
ing Secretary Newberry as soon as the
Navy Department opened for business to-
day, regarding the accldent yesterday on
the battleshlp Georgla, in which elght men

lost thelr liveg, and a number of others
were injur>d. The admiral had with him
all the disp:siches which had been recelved
overnight from the responsible officers of
the Bouston navy yard and from other
sources. These related, however, largely to
the dead and Injured, for whose care and
attention orders were promplly given by
the acting secretary here. 'T'he dispatches
at hand convey no information not pub-
lished in the newspapers; indeed, the data
available from them is not as complete as
that in the public press.

The report of the board of investigation
which will examine into the causz of the
accident is anxiously looked for by the
naval officials. This Is expected to come
by wireless telegraph from  Admiral
Thomas, commanding the second division
of the battleship fleet, as soon as the
board's work is completed.

Must Wait on Wounded.

Under ordinary circumstances the board
of examination would be able to conduct its
inquiry aboard ship and thus expedite its
work. In the present Instance, however,
it may be necessary to interrogate those of-
ficers and men who were In the turret at
the time of the accldent. As these men are
now In the hospital, 1t may be necessary for
the members of the board to proceed to
Boston for the purpose of obtaining thelr
statements,

Advices recelved at the Navy Depart-
ment are that the Georgla reached her
practice ground, near Provincetown, Mass.,
at 10 o'eclock last night. She will resume
her record target practice tomorrow. It is
generally expected at the Navy Department
that the board will be made up of the cap-
tains of the ships composing the second di-
vision of the battleship fleet and of the
Louislana, which was with the other ves-
gels at the time. In that event the board
would be made up of Capts. Bchroeder of
the Virginia, Wainwright of the Loulsiana,
Kimball of the New Jersey, McCrea of the
Georgla and Bowman of the Rhode Island.

A brlef report of the accident has been
sent to the President at Oysier Bay. It
contained nothing that has not already been
stated in the newspapers, the department
having thus far no knowledge as to the
cause of the accident.

No Carelessness E;upeeted_

It is sald at the Navy Department that
it is extremely improbable that the acel-
dent aboard the Georgia resulted from
any carelessness or lack of precaution on
the part of the personnel of the siip. A
short time ago a thorough inspection was
made of every detail of the Georgia's
ordnance by Commander SBchofieid, one of
the most exnert of the ordnance officers
of the navy. That inspection Included
every one of the guns, blg and little; the
detalls of the turret mechanism, the
workings of the ammunition ’holsts
(which in the case of the superposed
turrets of the Georgia are rather more
complicated than in the ordinary type),
and, finally and most Important, Lhe han-
dling of the guns and mechanism and
ammunition by the sailors. It was found
that the ship's company was very effl-
cient at all points, and it was certain
that they were following closely the
ﬁri]ng regulations In every essential de-
tail.

In the absence of any other plausible ex-
planation the officials here are disposed to
give some consideration to the theory ad-
vanc>d by somz2 of the Georgia's officers
when they came ashkore at Boston, that the
powdar charge of the elght-inch gun was
fired aeccideantally by a eclot of soot, which
came float'ng down smoldering from the
ship’'s smokepipe, and settled by chance
into the open scuttle on top of the turret,
alighting directing on the fifty-pound bag
of smokeless powder In the arms of the
loader at the oDreech of the gun. It is
pointed out that the bag inclosing the pow-
der is made of thin serge stuff, which is
rather inflimmable. In fact, It {8 neces-
gary that it should ba so in order to be en-
tirely consumed in the bore of the gun
after the charge is fired, otherwlse bits of
burning ecloth might aceldentally exrlode
the next charge of powder introduec=l be-
fore the breech of the gun could be closed.
Such accidents have occurred in the past,
so the bags are purposz2ly made thin and
inlammable.

In case of ammunition ursed In battle the
bagging is frequently made of silk, with a
view to securing stlll greater strength and
perfect combustion of the envelope after a
firlng. It Is proposed to carry this princinle
still further, and the ordniance bureau Is ex-
perimenting with a method of impregnating
the cloth with eollodion to make it at once
waterproof and highly inflammable.

Scuttle Must Be Open.

§n answer to an inquiry as to whether it Is
customary to have the scuttle on top of the
turret open while target practlce is going
on, it was =aid at the department that this
1s almost a necessity owing to the high tem-
perature in the turret while the guns are
rapidly consuming great quantities of
emokeless powder with its enormous heat
generating power. The opening also affords
an easy means of communication for or-
ders. And a further consideration is the
beneficial effect upon the nerves of the gun-
ners of the knowledge that an avenue of es-
cape is always open to them in case of an
accident in the turret. It is said to be a
curious illustration of the irony of fate that
the men may have perished in the Georgla's
turret through the very means adopted by
them to secure thelr safety.

When asked what additional precaution
could be suggested as the result of this
last accident, the officials of the depart-
ment cogfessed thomsalves at a loss at
pfesent; they stafed thal thare was nothing
to do buteawait the findings of the hoard
which has been convened on board the
ship, and with the data then in hand to
endeavor to frame some change in methods

that will ellminate thls latest source of
danger.

Admiral Snow’s Report.
Rear Admiral Snow, commanding the

navy vard at Bosten, has sent the following
telegram to the Navy Department tosgy:
“Conditlon of injured, 9 am., July 16:

Midshipman Cruss, worse; Seaman Walsh,
fatal; Ordinary Beaman Meese, worse; Sea-
man Bush, critical; Seaman Fone, critical,
but hopeful: Boatswain's Mate Schlapp.
favorable; Chief Yeoman Tagland, critical
but hopeful; Seaman Gilbert, critical; Ordl-
nary Seaman James Patrick Thomas, criti-
cal; Seaman Rosenberger, fairly good, Ordi-
nary Beaman Eich, favorable, Gunner's
Mate (first class) Hansell, favorable; Ordi-
nary Seaman Malek, critical. Georgia re-
turned to target ground by order of Ad-
miral Thomas immediately after transfer
of injured. Commanding officer could not
explain cause of explosion. Relatives wiil
be kept Informed."”

Bodies to Be Bent Home,

The bodles of the victims of the accident
on the battleship Georgia yesterday will be
gent to thelr homes for burial at govern-
mont expense, where requesgted by thelr
relatives or friends. In case the bodles
are not elaimed they wlll be interred In the

naval cemetery at Boston. Rear Admiral
Snow, commanding the Boston navy yard,
has sent to the Navy Department a list of
the deaths up to this time, totaling eight,
as given in the press dispatches.

-The navigatwon bureau has been Informed
ti:at the beard of examination to inquire

into the cause of the accident intended to!

begin its examination at 10 o'clock this

morning.

STORY OF THE EXPLOSION.

Men Scream in Agony and Beg for
Assistance.

BOSTON, July 15.—The men, under com-
mand of Lieut. Casper Goodrich, son of
Rear Admiral Goodrich, commandant of
the New York navy yard, and Mldshipmen
Faulkner Goldthwaite and John T. Cruse,
wera operating the elght-inch guns.

The guns in the forward turrets had fin-
ished eight rounds of practice and the guns
of the after turret had fired one round.
Two cases, as the big bags of powder are
called, had just been sent up through the
ammunition holst and wera In the arms of

the loader, whose name was withheld by
the ship's officers.

The loader stood at the breech of one
of the eight-Inch guns, all ready to insert
the charge. At this Instant the turret was
seen to be smoky and two men who stood
near the loader saw a black spot on the

bag, indicating that the charge had ig-
nited and was smoldering. The loader
discovered the epot at the same Instant

and threw himself forward on his face, at
the same time shouting a warning to his
turret mates. The other men who had
seen the epot were Eich and Hansell, and
they also threw themselves on the floor of
the turrat.

Before the other men In the turret could
understand what caused the leader's cry
of warning there was a blinding flash as
tlie burning powder exploded,

Fla .es, smoke and nauseous gases filled
the little superstructure, in wldch more
than a score of men were confined. Inas-
much as the powder was not confined there
was no deafening report, nor did the vessel
suffer any Injury, but every nook and
cranny of the turret was filled with flame.

Loader Terribly Burned.

The loader, who was, of course, nearest
the powder, was terribly burned, as was

every other man In the turret with the
exception of Eich and Hansell, who, al-
though scorched, escaped with injuries

much less severe than the others.

Blinded by the smoke and flame, choked
by the acrid penetrating gascous fumes
and maddened with pain, the men screamed
in agony. Some staggered blindly up the
ladder to the hatchway in the top of the
turret, while others crept along the turret
floor, begging plteously for assistance.

Lieut. Goodrich and Seaman Maleck be-
came crazed, staggered up the iron ladder
to the top of the turret and then threw
themselves headlong into the sea, in a de-
spairing effort to choose a death by drown-
ing in preference to death by slow fire.

The smoke of burning powder having
cleared away, the shipmates of the unfor-
tunate men rushed to their assistance and
tenderly the suffering sailors were li‘fted
out of the fire-blackened turret and quick-
ly conveyed to the ship's hospital, where
their burna were dressed by the surgeons.

Caring for the Victims.

In the meantime Lieut. Goodrich
Seaman Maleck had been rescued.

The surgical staff of the Georgia was
soon reinforced by the surgeous of the
other vessels in the fleet, who had been in-
formed of the accident and summoned to
the scene by
telegraphy, signal flags and
system.

A wircless message telling the brief de-
tails of the accldent was sent to the gov-
ernment wireless station ong the highlands
of Cape Cod and thence overland to the
Navy Department at Washington. An-
other message was sent to the Charlestown
navy vard telling of the disaster and re-
questing that twenty stretchers be provided

An examination of the after guperim-
posed turret after the accldent falled to
show that any serious damage had resulted
to the ship.

Immediately upon learning the detalls of
the accident Capt. Henry MoCrea, com-
mander of the Georgla, notified Rear Ad-
miral Charlese M. Thomas, commander of
the squadron, of what had occurred. Rear
Admiral Thomas ordered an investigating
board to examine Into the causes of the
accident. Until this board mukes its re-
port the real cause of the explosion will
be In doubt, and It 18 uncertain even that
the board will be able to determine defi-
nitely what ignited the cases of powder.

Two theorles are emtertained. One belief

STORIES OF SURVIVORS.

Turret of Battleship a Mass of Hissing

Flames.

BOSTON, July 16 —Midsh!pman Lucene
Frank Kimball, the only man in the turret
to escape serlous Injury, tells the following
story of exactly what happened:

““There were just twenty-one of us In the
turret. Lieut. Goodrich was in command
of the aft turret and I wa shis subondi-
nate In charge of the superposed turret,
where the accident happened.

“The projectile had just bien rammed into
the port eiziit-inch gun and the charge
of powder had come up from the magazine
In the carrfage. It was coniained In two
bage, each holding fifty-two pounds. Sea-
man Thomas had liited one bag from the
carrlage and was chout to put it under the
electric ram to the loader. The other
charge lay on the carriage. At that mo-
ment I was fuacing aft close to the wall
of the turret. There was a sudden hissing
puff and a draught of air against my back.
Instinetively I held my breath, ducked and
drew my ecap over my face.

“Though 1 suppose It was but a few sec-
onas, it seemed an age that the flames
hissed around me, and 1 felt the heat blis-
tering my body.

“It was awful. 1 could
screaming and gasping
suffocating gas released by the burning
powder. Then 1 turned and tried to pu:
out the fire In the clothes of the men piled
around in heapa. They lay around, four or
five on top of each other. My Injuries
amount to nothing, just a few burns on my
hand. p

“Midshipman Goldthwaite stood fust aft
of the ordnance carriage and that is pos-
bly why he was killed. Midshipman
Cruse wag by the other gun and escaped
with serious burns,

“Gun Pointer Schlapp was on the port
He was able to put
his head out of the opening for the sight-
Ing telescope and that saved his life. He
Is pretty badly injured.

"1 guess It was sparks from the funnels
that came through the opening In the top
of the turret that caused the trouble, A
spark probably landed on the bag of pow-
der in Thomas' hands.”

Capt. McCrea's Story.

Capt. Henry McCrea, his face s=ad and
haggard and his head barad in honor of
the six men who met death, related to a re-
porter a pathetic Incident of the aceldent.

“When the rescuers rushed In  and
brought out the dying and injured,” he
said, "I saw one of them painfully and
slowly raise himself to his knees as he lay
on Lhe top of the turret. He clasped his
hands In prayer, and, *0Oh, God! Oh, God!
he moaned and dropped back dead. I can
never forget that sight. It all came like a
bolt cut of the blue sky. We may never
know exactly just what occurred. Of
course, it is to be carefully investigited.

“We were at target practice and an accl-
dent was the last thing any one thought of.
Suddenly it came, and for a moment every
one was stunned. It was not &n explogion.
There was just a puff of flame and then
the screams and groans of the injured men

“We steamed for the flagehip, on which
was Itear Admiral Thomas, and exchanged
slgnals. The hurts of the injured men wers
carefully attended, but within a short time
gix of them had passed away. We re-
ceived orders from the flagship to proceed
pogt haste for Boston and send the living to
the ‘hospital,

“The turret Is not much injured and
scarcely shows any signs of what cccurred.
QOut of the twenty-two men within only
one escaped uninjured. HMHe was an officer
and saved himself by the presence of mind
to hold himself against the rush of air and
not to breathe the flames. They were all
brave men and died bravely. It s a loss
to the Georgla, the navy and a blow that
Hlll sadden all on board the rest of their

HAVE COST MANY LIVES.

Fatal Results of Explosion of Gun
Charges.

Explesions of gun charges during target
practice have cost the navy heavlly in
lives since target practice was taken up In
earncet about five years ago on the prinei-
ple that rapidity and accuracy of fire ar
the vital elem=nts in gunnery. The great-
eet loss of llves hag come from the ignition
of powder in gun turrets filled with officers
and m=n. These have not been explosions
in the strict sens2 of the word, for smoke-
less powder when ignited in a loose state
burns slcwly. The more closely It s gon-
fined the more repldly it brrns.  Acci-
dents of this character are sim ply frightful
fires. The victims are not blo vn to pisces,
but either burned or suffocated to death.

The powder charges for elzht-inch guns
weigh 100 pounds and are divided into two

sectlons each. The powder grains are
cylindrical in shape, about one Inch iIn
diameter and two inches long. The sec-

ticus ure bagged, each containing finy
pounds, and at the base of each bag there
is a rim of quick powder which, when ig-
nited by the primer, quickly flashes and
lgnites tha entire charge.

In target practice the crews of eight-
inch guns fire them as rapldly as possible
tor periods varying from two to four min-
utes. Three shotls a minuta is a good score,
but it is rather doubtful if the Georgia
was up to this speed. The rules under
which th~ firing is conducted provide that
freash charges shall not be brought above
the shutters which y'parate the turret from
the ammunition hozsts until the charge in
the gun has been fired and the gun bore
cleared of all combustible gases and the
breach entirely opened.

Has Safety Appliance.

Every gun on the Georgla is now equipped
with a compressad alr gas cjector. This
consists simply of a plping arrangement,
which serves to blow all combustible gases
out of the gun as soon as the shot is fired,
and there is a further requirement that the
fresh ch ghall not be lifted Into the
turret untii one of the gun crew has looked
through the breech to see if the bore Is free
of combustible guges and that there is no
danger of a ‘‘flare back,” which will Ignite
the fresh charge.

The fatal accident on the battleship Mis-
souri three years ago, in which thirty-two
officers and men lost thelr llves, was caused
by a “flare back.” At that time the am-
munition hoists were not separated from
the turrets by shutters and fire dropped
into the handling rooms adjoining the mag-
azines helow. The Missourli acecident
brought about the equipment -of all ships
with shutters In the turrets and with gas
ejectors on the guns,

The Kearsarge Accident.

The Kearsarge accident, in April, 1%
was caused by a member of the gun crew
making an electrical short circuit by bring-
ing a pair of tongs In contact with an
exposed fuse box, A plece of molten metal
thus produced dropped on the powder
charge which was about to be placed in
the gun. Thiz accident led to the protec-
tion of all fuse boxes In such a mannes
that repetition of the accldent would not

be posaible from a similar cause, )
In view of these material precautions in
construction and the strict rules which

o
rac

have been put Into effect as a result of the |

futalities it is impossible to conjecture the
cause of the disaster on the Georgla
legse some defect suddenly developed.

Gunnery officers say they do not helieva
the rapidity of gun fire due to the competi-

tion in target practice can be held re-
gponsible for this accident. It is realized
generaily, however, that In their zeal to

make a high score the men of a gun crew
freguently will take a great risk if they
caf¥ gain time. The general attitude of the |
gervice 18 that rapidity of gun fire s as |
necegsary to naval efficiency as the ships
themselves, and that it is much better that
the guns and gun cgews be tested to the
limit of thelr capacity, so that possible de-
fects may be corrected, than that these de-
fects should remain undiscovered and prova
far more disastrous in time of battle,

The fatalitles attending the development
of gunnery will reach with this accident a

rEsveRaE e

total much in excess of the known fatalle
ties In any other navy.

The loss of lives on this geore during five
Years has been distinctly greater than that

1

of the larger navy of Great Liritain.  Othey
navies do not make public the detalls of
their accldents, so comparisons are not abe
eolute

It 18 belleved that the accident to the
Georgla will not interfere with her dine
