SUITS FOR DAMAGES.

Eftorts to Hold Electric Company Re-
sponsible for Fatal Accidents.

Efforts to hold the FPotomac Electric
Power Company civilly responsible for the
death of Walter Sousa and Harry Candee,
at Flemer's drug store last Saturday nlght,
will, it is understood, be made by the rela-
tives of the two unfortunate men. Counsel
have been retained, and suits for damages
are said to be in contemplation.

Attorney Charles H. Merillat, who has
been retained by Sousa’s relatives, stated
today that in the suit which he will insti-
tute he will take the position that the com-
pany is responsible because the transformer
will be alleged to have been defective, and
not in the condition required by the regu-
lations. When Sousa turned on the current,
he said, and found that all the lights re-
sponded, except the one in the window, he
will contend that Sousa was ju‘(zﬁgd in
supposing that the trouble was local at
that point and that the transformer had
properly performed its functions and only
110 volts of electricity were to be expected
it the defective lamp.

ELEVATORS AT GITY HALL

IMPROVEMENT PROMISED BE-
FORE FALL TERM BEGINS.

Two *Lifts” to Be Provided, Which

Will Be Operated by
Electricity.
Wihen the District Supreme Coortoand

the Court of Appeals convene next October
it is expected the jurists, members of the
bar, witnesses and jurors will find to thetr
Breat delight that the weary stalr-climbing
which has heretofore awaited them has
been ellminated. They will find two hand-

some electric elevators in operation, one
in each wing of the city hall,
The elevator in the west wing will run

direct to the Court of Appeale and office
of the United States attorney from the
basement, with stop-over privilege at the
scceond flood to Criminal Court Neo, 2, Cir-
cuit Court No. 2 and the surveyor's office.
In the east wing easy access will > glven
by that elevator from the ground floor to
Equity Court No. 1, Criminal Court No. 1
and the ma-shal's office on the second floor;
to Equity Court No. 2, the grand jury
rooms and to the rooms usually set aside
for the meetings of land condemnation
Juries and commissions on the top floor of
the courthouse,

The movement to secure the installation
of these elevators was started early last
winter by James Tanner, register of vills,
who, although his office is in the basement
and does not require el>vator se:vice, rec-
ognlzed the great need of such an Improve-
ment in the mode of access to the upper
floors of the buillding. Mr. Tanner inter-
ested Chief Justice Clabaugh, Chief Justice
Shepard, Marshal Palmer and the Bar As-
sociation in the movement, and also wrote
a number of representatives and sena-
tors. As a result of the effort (Congress
appropriated £12,0000 shortly before adjour-
ment for the installation of two elevators,

Elliott Woads, superintendent of  the
Capitol, who is alse in charge of the city
liall building, has advertisad for hide for
the erection of the elevators. The hids will
be opened August 14, and it is expocted
work will be push=d on the construction,
®0 that the elevators may be running by
October,
