Will Seek New Legislation—Instruc-
tions to Juries by Courts—Bene-
fits and Damages.

Owing to the fact that the District has
heen emerging from the little end of the
horn in recent condemnation proceedings
in connection with the openlng of minor
streets In the Distriet, In that the courts
have been Instructing the juries to find
only actual benefits instead of making the
damages and benefits equal, the Commlis-
sioners have decided to abandon the open-
Ing of minor streets, for the time being;
and seck new legislation.

A recommendation to the foregoing effect
was made to his colleagues yesterday by
Capt. Morrow, Engineer Commissioner. He
received a report from Corporation Counsel
Thomas yesterday by which it was shown
that the jury summoned In the matter of
the opening of an alley hetween 12th and
th and 3 and 1 streets southeast re-
turned a verdict, the damages belng §11,-
MEGA6 and the benelits only $4,060.60. He
voncluded his report by saying that he is of
the opinion that it will be impossgible to get
a Jury which will find benefits amounting to
the damages and costs,

Cost to the District.

In his recommendatlon Commissioner
Morrow points out that, according to the
verdict In the case renorted by the cor-
poratien counsel, instead of the damages
and benetits being equal and the Distriet
hieving nothing to pay the opening of the

| minor street will cost the District the dif-

ferince between the amount awarded as
damages and the amount awarded as ben-
¢fits - mrore than $6.500.

Capt. Morrow explains that of the various
proceedings to open minor streets durlng
thie past year, only one has been carried
through successfully, and that one, he says,
undoubtedly Ly reason of the fact that the
verdiet was rendered and confirmed by the
court prior to the opinion of the Supreme
Court of the United States In the so-called
“Brandenburg case,” since which time
juries have been instructed by the court
that they are not required to find benefits
in an amount equal to damages and costs.
He says It i8 clear that the juries cannot
be brought to see that It is the Intent of
the law that the damages and costs shall
equal the benefits, with the instructions they
are recelving from the courts.

Case to Be Set Aside.

The case In Boutheast Washington wlill
be set aside, for the reason that there is
no approprilation with which to pay dam-
ages since the assessment for benefits does
not equal the damages and costs. All other
minor street proceedings now under way by
the District authoritles will be abandoned
for the present.

The recommendation has been approved
by Commissloner West and the corporation
](-olinsel will be directed to draft new legis-
atlon.

Action Anticipated.

The fact that the Commissloners would
temporarily abandon the “minor street”
movement, and make an effort when the
next Congress assembles to secure legisla-
tion which would modify the code of law
governlng the conversion of alleys amd
courts Into minor streets, was exclusively
predicted in The Star June 1 last. At that
time CommissionersgWest and Morrow had
come to the conclusion that the move-
ment could not be carried on successfully
and justly under the present law, and that
the present method of assessment for the
conversions was a hardship In nearly every
Instance and in a number of cases would
mean conflscation to the property owner
nsgpessed. 3

It is the Intention of the Commissioners,
In seeking new enactments to protect the
citizens, particularly the poorer house
owner, from confiscatory assessments. In
speaking of the abandonment of the minor
gtreet movement, Commissioner Morrow
said today he is strongly opposed to the
method of assessment provided for in the
code of laws, as he belleves that In no case
would the benefits equal the damages and
costs, which equallty i= the alm of the law.
He said that he is of the opinion that the
benefits will average about 23 or 30 per
cent of the damages and that the property
owners should only be assessed according
to this true percentage,

Commiesioner Morrow’s View.

When asked what will be the nature of
the legislation the Commilssioners wlll re-
quest from Congress to remedy the situa-
tlon. Commissioner Morrow sald: *“It is
likely that we will ask for a speclal bill
and appropriation for each Individual case
where an alley is desired to be converted
into a minor street, such as we do In the
case of all street extensions and improve-
ments.

“In preparing a bill for some particular
conversion we will carefully figure the ex-
act cost of acquiring the land, and the con-

demnation of the property on the Une of
the proop=ed minor street, and figure the
exact and actual benefit to the surrounding

property. If the latter amounts to 25 per

cent of the total amount of damages we
wlill have the bill state the exact amount
that the benefited property will have to
pay. FProvision will also be made In the

bill giving the Commissioners authority to
veto a verdict brought by a condemnation
Jury If the verdict Is not satisfactory to
them.

“According to this plan which the Com-
migsgioners propose to inaugurate, the open-
ing of minor etreets will cost the District
eomething, and In view of this a special
appropriation will be provided for In each
case,

The Commissloners concede that the con-
version of al'evs Into minor streets {8 ab-
solutely necessary In nearly every case, for
the general good of the community, par-
ticularly from a moral and sanitary point
of view. President Rooseveit & very much
in favor of the movement; in fact, it {8 sald
to bhe partly due to his expressed desire
for the “‘cleaning of the local tenement dis-
tricts”” that the Commissioners appointed a
special board to carry out the converslons.
This board consists of the Fuperintendent
of pollee, the District surveyor and the gec-
retary of the Distriet board of charitles.
The board has investigated a score of alleys
and has recommended the conversion of
sibout a dozen, of which three were rejected
by the Commissioners upon the advice of
Englneer Commlissioner. Only one of
the cases recommended and approved has
passed through the courts and put into

effect.
An Instance Cited.

This one successful case Is O sireet alley,
which is between N and O and 4th and
Sth streets morthwest, This converslon will,
according to the verdict of the jury in the
cuse, cost the property affected, $13,000,
which condition Is looked upon .by Commis-
sloner Morrow as outrageous,

In explaining the unjustness of the law
and this method of assessment Commission-
er Morrow sald:

“Take, for instance. a man in the position
of clerk. One who receives a salary around
# thousand dollars a year, and who has
saved up a little and buys a small house
for $3,000 by taking out a $2.000 mortgage.
By reason of his small salary, and by the
time this man pays the yearly interest on
this mortgage and for the cost of living,
he has little If anything left to put in
bank. Then the District comes along,
opens up & minor street in the block upon
which his lttle house is located, and as-
sesses him, say, $50 as his share of the
benefits. 1) you suppose that man can
afford it ? What happens then? The bank
refuses to increase the mortgage, and he
will find It impossible o get any one else
to take up a sccond mortgage, and he is
foreed to sell his property at a sacrifice.
There would be no end of such pitiable
cases of conflseation If this method of as-
sessment were not remedled.”

Under the dlrection of the District engi-
neer's office photographers were out vester-
day aboard the harbor police boat Vigilant
making views of the wharf conditions
along the Eastern branch and at George-
town. A number of views taken from vari-
ous points were made, and these, together
with views of wharf conditions in the har-
bor from the foot of 14th street to the
Washington barracks, will be embodied in
a report to be made to the next sesslon of
Congress In order to show the necessity
for the adoption of some general plan of
wharf Improvement. The views it is
stated, show the “tumble-down’ condltion
of many of the plers and the erowded con-
dition of the harbor, with the pleasure
craft taking up a large portlon of anchor-
age ground In the upper end of the harbor
basin.

Product of Firth-Sterling Plant.

One of the big naval tugs, tenders to
the naval ordnance foundry here, stopped

Plunging with a high jump Into the side
of a street ecar yesterday afternoom, a horse
belonging to A. R. Gants, 12th and D
streets, kept stralght on through as if it had
been a paper-covered circus hoop, dragging
an open buggy after him, smashing four
stanchions on each side of the car, tearing
up two of the transverse seats and putting
two more at angles so that they looked llke
half-opened double doora,

When the horse emerged from the opposite
sBlde of the car, which was still moving, he
rolled over twice, and when at last he hit
the pavement he rebounded and rolled over
again. The carrlage was less lively In its
gyrations, but it, too, executed some com-

lex curves before settling down beside the

orse, to which it was still attached.

Fortunately, there were no passengers in
the car nor was there any one in the car-
riage when the collision occurred.

The car thus boarded by the horse was a
trailer and was crossing Pennsylvania ave-
nue at T7th street. By the time It was
brought to a stop the horse had been in
and come out, with the carriage a close sec-
ond The animal had been frightened by
some of the results of the sapping and
mining operations on the avenue near 9th
street, and was golng as If sent for. He
hit the car just as it was crossing the ave-
nue tracks and emerged amid flying splin-
ters, landing ten feet to the east of the
car and forty feet south of the place where
he entered it, at a point to which the car
had carried him during his flying trip.

The carriage was wonderfully little dam-
aged, considering tts flight after the equlne
battering ram. The horse was able to sit
up and take notlce and was led to Veterina-
rian Robinson's for treatment, but the car
looked as if it had been in seventeen wrecks.

The horse remained on the car so short a
time that the startled conductor had no
chance to collect his fare.
