REPORTED FROM FRINCETON
THAT HE CANNOT RECOVER.

Has Lost All Interest in Public Af-
fairs and Is Prepared for
the Worst.

NEW YORK. September 14.—"“We must
all be prepared tor bad news from Prince-
ton,”” sald a democrat of prominence to-
night who passed through New York city
on his way to his home up country, '"be-
cause Mr. Cleveland's health is (failing
rapidly. He is troubled with gout in his
feet, which is spreading to his knees, and
has fallen off in weight forty pounds
within three months. Mr. Cleveland does
not quite appreciate hig condition, but Mrs.
Cleveland does.

“No communications of public or private
importance are now submitted to Mr.
Cleveland. Mrs. Cleveland is acting prac-
tically as his confidential adviser and sec-
retary in all matters. and she is fully ac-
qualnted with her lhusband's real condition.

KNAPP RATES SHERMAN ACT

CALLS IT N SCHIEVOUS PIECE
OF LEGISLATION.
President Finley BSays Railroads Do
Not Fear the Light of Publicity.
Other Speakers.

CHICAGO, September 14.—'1 believe the
most mischievous piece of legislation in
the history of the country is the Sherman
anti-trust law, as interpreted by the United
Btates Supreme Court. It is Intolerable,
and strikes a blow at deveclopment and
progress.”

This statement by Chairman Martin A.
Knapp of the interstate comnierce commis-
sion was warm!y applauded by 200 rallway
officials today at the annual meeting of the
American Assoclation of Freight Traffic
Managers. Nearly all the large railways
of the United States, Canada and Mexico
were represented,

Chairman Knapp addressed the assem-
blage, advocating combination, co-operation
and central control of transportation lines.

“The axiom, ‘compeiition is the life of
trad=," must be digcarded if we are to
progress,” he said. *“The obvious tendency
of the ag> Is to combine, and 1 think that
this tendency is to become more pronounced
as we grow o!der and as Industrial and
commercial clvilization is perfected. The
ultimate result, I think, will be the central
control and regulation of all transportation
lines with diffused ownership. Let us not
denounce, but discriminate, in bringing
about the desired reforms. The constant
frictlon of unbridled compeztition has be-
come irksome. We are drifting toward a
world-wide financial federation.”

Attitude of Roosevelt.

In further reference to the Sherman law,
he said:

BOILERMEN KNOCK (

General Strike on Big Western
Railroads.

DEMANDED BIG RAISE IN PAY

Officials Offered a Compromise, Which
Was Rejected.

HELPERS GO OUT IN SYMPATHY

Strike Is Spreading Rapidly and Work
Will Be Seriously Interfered
With Very Shortly.

ST. PAUL, Minn., September 14.—A gon-
eral strike of boilermakers on the Chicago
Great Western, Great Northern,
Northern Pacific and the Soo railroads was
called today. The boilermakers are aided
in their fight by their helpers, and in the
case of the Great Western the machinists
Irr the big shops at Oelwein
sympathy.

The strike of the boilermakers on the flve
railroads followed a refusal of the railroads
of a demand for 45 cents an hour east of
the Missouri river and 47% cents per hour
west of the Mlissourt river. This the rail-
roads considered to be the heaviest demand
ever made by any of their shop emploves.
As a compromise the railroads offered a
nine-hour day and 413 cents an hour east
of the Missour! river and a nine-hour day
and 43% cents west of the Missourl river.
This Increase would have been equal to a
1ig-cent differential above the wages paid
machinists In the shops.

Machinists Go, Too.

The Great Western situation is compll-
cated by an alliance between the machin-
ists and the bollermakers, and the ma-
chinists In the big shops at Oelwein, lowa,
went out in sympathy. On the other lineca
only the boilermakers and their heipers
went out.

Of the entire numhber of men out the
bollermakers represent about one-third,
while the rest are boilermakers’ helpers,
who had no grievances, but quit purely in
sympathy with the boilermakers. Up to
the present time reports received at head-
quarters of the roads here show that there
are out at the Great Western, 225 men;
Great Northern, 360; Omaha, 16; Northern
Paeific, 338, and the line at Shoreham, 225,

Raflroad officials expect that the strike
will spread rapidly, and that the shops wiil
be seriously handicapped, 1f not tied up, by

night.
Strike in Superior.
SUPERIOR, Wis., Szptember 14.—The en-
tire force of bollermakers, numbering sixty,
employed In the Great Northern shops
here, went on strike today. The machinisty
are still at work.

Longshoremen Tie Up Steamer.

NEW ORLEANS, September 14.—Owing
to a strike of the longshoremen here the
Austro-American line steamer Sofia Ho-
henberg is being held at this port indefi-
nitely without being able to discharge her
cargo. An effort was made to send the
steameér to New York and unload her cargo
there, but the collector of the port today
informed the steamship officials that the
regulations required the unloading of a
cargo at the port to which it is consigned
and that no variation of this rule could be
allowed.

The Sofia Hohenberg has a cargo princi-
pally made up of magnesite for a Pittsburg
firm. It will probably have to remain in
the hold of the vessel until local labor trou-
bles are settled.

“Vaniman, the engineer, then made the
motor run at top speed, and the America
moved a second time, against the wind,
which probably was blowing fifteen miles
an _hour, 8he cireled three times in the
teeth of the wind We saw the Expresa
for a moment, ‘but Immediately lost her
agaln. We could have returned to the
Express If we could have seen where to
steer, but under the eircumstances the onil
thing possible was to try to land. Wit
this idea we stopped the motor and let the
America drift over the glacier.
