When the case of Linden I>. Haddox.
Fixteen years of age. son of Norbert R.
liaddox of 210 North Fairfax street, was
called In the police court today, the de¬
fendant being accused of maliciously
shooting Justus Schneider, about thirteen
years of age, son of Frederick H. Schnei¬
der of 511 Cjueen street. It was continued
until tomorrow morning owing to the In¬
ability of the injured boy to appear. At¬
torney Lewis H. Machen appeared for the
accused. Wilton Elliott. fifteen years of
age, and his brother, Malcolm Elllcott,
about twenty years of age, who were held
us accessories to the shooting, were re¬
leased t>n their own recognizance, and
young liaddox was remanded.
The shooting occurred yesterday after¬

noon about 3:30 o'clock. Haddox flred
at Schneider with a single-barrel shotgun,the boy's left side and leg being peppered.Young Schneider was removed to his
parents' home, where his injuries were
dressed
According to Haddox's statement, he

and the two Elliotts were harassed as
they proceeded In a boat from the Queen
street dock by Schneider and a number
of other boys. Haddox claims that he re¬
turned to the wharf and tied his boat, and
in company with his companions proceed¬ed to the residence of his parents and
procured the shotgun. At the time his
parents were absent, and he entered the
house by a rear window. He returned to
the wharf and got Into his boat. The
boys in question, he claims, again threw
stones and sticks at his party, whereuponhe fired at Schneider, the distance beingabout seventy-five yards
After the shooting Haddox says he

rowed across the river. Hiditig the gunand anchoring the boat he and the El¬
liotts returned to this city on the ferry
steamer. The police procured the gunthis morning from the Maryland side ofthe river.

GEN. BOOTH TO RETIRE
SONLIKELY TO SUCCEED FOUND¬

ER OF SALVATION ARMY.

CHICAGO. III.. October 7.Gen. Wil¬

liam Booth, the octoffenarlan founder and
leader of the Salvation Army, has decided
to retire from active work. At a meet¬
ing he addressed In Chicago last night he
announced It was his last address. In
view of his advanced age his followers de-
clared It probably was the last occasion
their leader ever would appear In public.
All three meetings held here yesterday-
were crowded. It is estimated that nearly
10,000 persons were In the audience, and
thousands were turned away.
Though Gen. Booth is hale, the strain of

the day's work plainly told upon him.
That he realized that his days are num¬

bered was suggested by hla own an¬

nouncement at the afternoon meeting that
his successor had been chosen. He did
not make public the Identity of the per¬
son on whom the mantle Is to fall.
The popular Idea has been In this coun¬

try that his daughter. Commander Evan¬
geline Booth, would succeed him. but this
was Droved erroneous when local leaders
of the Salvation Army asserted authori¬
tatively that Bramwell Booth, the gen¬
eral's eldest son. now his chief of staff. In
I»ndon. will succeed to the world leader¬
ship of the organization.
In th' afternoon Gen. Booth reviewed

the work of the army In Australia. Japan,
Germany. England and America, and
enumerated its material achievements. In¬
cidentally he touched upon the most hope¬
ful methods of dealing with social evils,
with Inebriates and with the helplessly
poor.
"Do for the individual." was the prac¬

tical way in which he summed up the
problem of re< lamation. "There is no
man or woman whose conscience and
heart cannot bo reached. What the world
needs Is more consecrated men and women
to grapple with these problems."
Adjt. William S. Quirk, who is in charge

of the Salvation Army work in this city,
said this morning that he expected Gen.
Booth to make his proposed visit to this
city on the 28th and 2.1th of this month,
notwithstanding his announcement in Chi-
cago last n'ght. Adjt. Quirk is of the
opinion that Gen. Bootih referred specifi¬
cally to his appearance in Chicago, and
meant that as he is on Ills last visit to the
I'nlted States this scries of public ad¬
dress is his last, as far as Americans
are concerned.
Gen. Booth Is scheduled to deliver a lec¬

ture on the evening of October 29 at the
first Congregational Church, 10th and G
streets northwest, on "The Lessons of My
Life."

THOUSAND DOLLAR BOND.

Edward Brown Held to Answer to
Grave Charge.

The sight of a tall colored man firing a

pistol at a small, stout colored man flee¬
ing before him served, it is stated, as a

splendid reason for an outpouring of the
residents of Snows court northwest yes¬
terday afternoon. The man with the pis¬
tol. the police state, was Edward Brown,
while the man running was John Mann.
As bad luck would have It, Mary John¬
son. who resides in the court, emerged
from her residence at the sound of the
first shot. As the fleeing man passed her
his pursuer pulled the trigger of his
weapon a second time and the bullet
lodged In the woman's arm. Her calls
for help occasioned a general outpouring
of the residents.
Bicycle Policeman Williams was attract¬

ed and joined In the chase. He pursued
Brown for several squares. It Is said, and
finally with drawn revolver he ordered the
colored man to drop his weapon and sub¬
mit to arrest. He was then locked up.
In the United States branch of the Po¬

lice Court today when the defendant was
arraigned upon an information alleging
assault with a dangerous weapon, he was
held to await the action of the grand
jury under $1,000 bond.

SUPERINTENDENT RESIGNS.

Rev. R. R. Rledel Severs Connection
With Central Union Mission.

The resignation of Rev. Richard R. Rle¬
del as superintendent of the Central
Union Mission has been accepted by the
board of directors of that Institution and
Mr W. D. Ytngling has been appointed
his successor. It was stated that the
resignation resulted from a disagreement
between Rev. Rledel and the board as to
certain matters of administration. It is
also said Mr. Riedel will engage In evan¬
gelistic work here. Mr. Tingling, the new
superintendent, has long been the musical
director of the Central Union Mission and
one of its workers.

SAID NICE THINGS ABOUT US.

Noted English Novelist Here to Ex¬
plore Our Country.

NEW YORK, October 7..Many nice
things were said about Americans, and
especially about America's men, by Mrs.
Elinor Clayton Glyn. the English novelist
and author of "Three Weeks," "The Vis¬
its of Elizabeth" ami other society nov¬
els. who has just arrived .from England.
"I expect to explore your country from

the Atlantic to the Pacific," she said. "I
want to see the American men who ac¬

complish results. In intelligence the
American man is millions of miles ahead
of the Englishman. We kre so conserva-
tive. We suffer from set ideas on the
other side.
"The women of America are attractive

and they know how to dress well, but the
men are even more interesting. They are
polite and have a well-developed sense
of humor. They are not supernclal, but
go to the core of whatever they study.
Over on the other side the men stay sta-
tionary. while over here it Is push and
forge ahead. If I can come to any con¬
clusion as to why these things are so,
whether It is due to the mixed character
of the people or the climate, I may set
forth my conclusions In a new book when
I get home."

DATES DEFINITELY FIXED
UNION STATION TO BE OPENED

FOR TBAFFIC.

Baltimore and Ohio Trains to Enter

October 26, Pennsylvania Com*

pany November 16.

The Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Com¬
pany will run Its passenger trains Into

the new union station Saturday, Octo¬
ber 26, and the Pennsylvania Railroad
Company will run Its trans Into the hand¬
some new station Saturday, November 16.
There have been several advance dates

published anticipating when these rall-
roads would begin using the tracks In the
new station, but the above dates are au¬

thentic, having been officially decided
upon at the un.'on station this morning,
when Samuel Rea. first vice president <»f
the .Pennsylvania railroad; Vice President
Potter of the Baltimore and Ohio rail¬
road. and a d >*en other prominent offi¬
cials of the two big companies made a

final tour of Inspection and agreed upon
the trtrance dates. Other matters of Im¬

portance wore also agreed upon, such as

trackage, ticket offices, baggage rooms,

waitirg rcoms, etc.
Conference at the Station.

The official party arrived at the 6th
street station on Vice President Rea's
special car at 11:33 o'clock. They were

met by General Agent Crawford and other
local officials of the two roads, and were

at once driven to the union station In au¬

tomobiles. With Vice President Rea In
the lead, no time was lost in making the
inspection of the station, and when the
big structure had been practically cov¬
ered, as far as arrangements for the
transportation of passengers Is con¬
cerned. the inspection was called to a

halt, and the officials, standing amid the
dust, pieces of old iron, stones and other
debris, discussed for more than half an

hour the arrangements for entering the
station.
Among the other officials In the party

aside from Vice Presidents Rea and Pot¬
ter were Thomas Fitzgerald, general
manager of the Baltimore and Ohio; D. D.
Carothers, chief engineer of the Washing¬
ton Terminal Company, and Messrs.
Wood, Thayer, Farnum and Brown.
According to the plans decided upon

prior to the completion of the station the
patrons of the station will enter and de¬
part by the eastern entrance, and will
use the room which Is intended as the
women's waiting room, and the smaller
room adjoining It, as waiting rooms. The
baggage will be handled In temporary
quarters on the west side of the building.
The ticket offices will be temporarily lo¬
cated on the big concourse between the
station proper and the train shed. Ac¬
cording to the officials of both roads there
are at present fifteen surface tracks ready
to be used for the Washington trains, and
six subtracks for "through travel," which
tracks operate through the tunnel.

Plans for Heating.
Aside from arriving at some definite

date that would be satisfactory to the
officials of both roads, the question of
heating the station for the patrons and
attaches before the heating plaijt can be
put in operation was the question most
difficult to settle. It was finally decided
to use oil and gas stoves.
The officials seemed very well satisfied

with the progress that has been made,
and, according to one of them, if It was
absolutely necessary trains could be run
In by both roads next Sunday, but the in¬
terior of the building, which will be used
by the patrons during lta unfinished con¬
dition, will have to undergo considerable
cleaning and finishing before the comfort
and convenience of the patrons can be as¬
sured. The approaches to the station are

by no means in readiness for use, al¬
though several hundred men were at work
today "filling In" and surfacing the walks
to the station.
Following the Inspection the officials im¬

mediately left the city.

LIGHTHOUSE OF THE PLAINS.

Big Searchlight on Pike's Peak
Taken for a Comet.

DENVER, October 7.."The Lighthouse

of the Plains," recently installed on the
top of Pike's Peak, caused a mild sensa¬

tion last week in Pueblo, Col., a city lo¬
cated at a point forty-five miles distant.
Some residents had been wondering
whether a new and unknown comet had
made its appearance in the northwest and
was dazzling their eyes by its unusual
brightness, but wfoen several would-be-
famous astronomers began to make Inves¬
tigations as to the unknown light they
found that their so-called comet was noth¬
ing more than the famous searchlight on
the eummlt of Pike's Peak.
The first time the unknown "comet"

was noticed was several nights ago, when
the city editor of the Pueblo Star-Journal,
who was sitting on his front porch, saw
a new and brilliant light make its ap¬
pearance in the heavens to the northwest,
and, after twinkling a minute or so, dis¬
appear, and then reappear, and continue
the game of light and dark for some time.
The only solution he could corhe to was
that it was a new and unheralded comet
that had burst into view.
So much interested was he that he call¬

ed up the Colorado College observatory
by telephone to inquire if Colorado
Springs people had seen the new tramp of
the skies. He was told that his "comet"
was nothing more than the searchlight
on the peak, "The Lighthouse of the
Plains."

GIFTS TO SHEFFIELD SCHOOL.

Additional Equipment for Labora¬
tory and Stereopticon Collection.
NEW HAVEN, Conn., October 7..John

Hays Hammond of the class of 1876,
Sheffield Scientific School, has given $5,000
for additional equipment for the Hum-
mond metallurgical laboratory of that In¬
stitution. the sum being additional to
$1^7,000 which Mr. Hammond had previ¬
ously given to the building and equipment
of the laboratory.
A member of the class of 1896 of the

scientific school, whoee name Is withheld
at his own request, has given J1,000 a

year for ten years for the select course
in commercial geography at the school.
The school has also received from the

family of the late Prof. Angelo Hellprin
his large collection of stereopticon slides
which he had collected during his travels
The collection Includes about 1,000 slides,
relating largely to illustrations in physi¬
cal geography.
Prof. Heilprin was for- some years a lec¬

turer In the school.

HAGUE WEABIES ON.

Continues the Discussion of the
Anglo-American Project.

THE HAGt E, October 7..The arbitra¬
tion committee of the peace conference,
M. Bourgeois presiding, today continued
the discussion of the Anglo-American
project providing for obligatory arbitra¬
tion. After a long debate the article es¬

tablishing two lists, one containing the
casts to be submitted to obligatory ar¬
bitration and the other containing the
names of the powers which adhere to the
article, was adopted by 31 to 8 votes.
There were five abstentions f-om voting
and one delegation held its vota in re¬
serve.
The article providing that sentences of

the arbitration court shall have only an
advisory effect when they concarn ques¬
tions coming under the Jurisdiction of the
national courts was suppressed, while th?
article establishing that the sentences of
the arbitration cou t shall become part
of the convention, so far as the signatory
powers are concerned, was adopted.

WAR DEPARTMENT KILLS

SCHEME OF NEAR-RIDERS.

Steeds With "Unequivocal Trots"

O11I7 Ones Allowed in Practice

Jog of Officers.

Somewhere 'round Fort Myer, about 2
o'clock tomorrow afternoon, a bunch of

army officers of both line and staff, will

gather, prepared to ride fifteen miles on

horseback ere the sun goes down. Fifteen
miles is just a mere nothing to a cavalry¬
man. 'Tis not so much to an artillery¬
man. 'Tis quite something to an officer
who hasn't ridden much of late years,
save in inaugural and funeral proces¬
sions. And it is an Inconceivably and in¬

credibly immense distance to a military
swivel chair specialist who hasn't climbed
to the quarter deck of a hard-gaited
equine since some time between the two

last wars.
The great test ride, conceived by Presi¬

dent Roosevelt, and now about to be born
under the letter-of-the-law direction of
the acting Secretary of War and Col.
Henry P. McCain, adjutant general,
seems a million times worse to these offi¬
cers who must make it, since the receipt
of a letter.and every one of them got it-
containing fair warning about the use of
galted horses.

A Sad, Sad Blow.
The last week or so Washington has

been gone over with a fine-tooth comb
by non-riding officers and their agents
and every equine with a rocking-chair
gait has been engaged for tomorrow. But
Col. McCain's letter makes these ar¬

rangements for health and comfort all in
vain. Officers must ride government
horses, unless, by chance, they are so
unfortunate as to own an animal with
an "unequivocal trot." For this, in Dart,
is Col. McCain's letter:
"By direction of the acting secretary of

war, etc.
"The clause, 'officers actually owning

their own mounts," in general orders of
September 24, 1907, Is not to be construed
so as to permit the use of horses not pro¬
vided by the government and not actually
owned by the officers who use them. The
order in this and in all other respects
means exactly what it says and must
be taken literally. Each officer presenting
a horse not provided by the government
will be questioned as to its ownership,
and if the officer cannot say that he
actually owns the horse a government
horse will be provided for his use.

Here's Where It Jars.
"No pacing, racking or single-foot horses

will be allowed in the column and any
officer found riding a horse with any
of the easy gaits specified will be re¬

quired immediately to fall out of column
and to take the test on the day follow¬
ing, mounted on a horse with a good
square unequivocal trot. Officers are par¬
ticularly advised not to attempt in any
way to secure any particular government
horse, as effective measures will be taken
to defeat any such attempt.
"The service uniform prescribed in the

order includes leggings or boots. The
saber will be worn suspended from the
belt and will not be attached to or car¬
ried desting upon the saddle."

PREACHERS WANT A RAISE.

Methodists of Illinois and Other
States Demand Higher Salaries.

CHICAGO, October 7..Reports received
by the Tribune from ten of the Metho¬
dist Episcopal conferences in Illinois and
neighboring states show that the question
of higher salary for the average minist?r
of that church has reached a crisis.
The generally expressed opinion is that

religious work soon will sufTer for lack
of preachers unless salaries are raised.
In many of the conferences just held
there was an exodu? of preachers from
the pulpit to enter business life.
The higher salaries movement was dis¬

cussed and advocated at practically all
the conferences.
Salaries have been advanced about $100

each during the last four years, but this
increase.which has not kept pace with
the increase in cost of living.has failed
to stem the ministerial stampede into
business life.

WOMEN'S GOLF TOURNEY.

Play for the Association Champion¬
ship Begun at Chicago.

CHICAGO. October 7..The play for the
championship of the Woman's United
States Golf Association commenced today
on the links of the Midlothian Club,
eighty-three players starting In the
eighteen-hole qualifying round. Thirty-
two will be eligible for match play.
Among the entries are Mrs. E. T. Per¬

kins, the California champion; Miss Har¬
vey and Miss Phepee of Canada, Miss
Harriet Curtis, the present champion, and
Miss Margaret Curtis, the champion of
Boston.
Showers fell at intervals throughout the

morning, and low scores were not looked
for among the early starters.

MILLIONS ABE SMUGGLED.

Value of Jewelry Brought Here
Without Buty by Tourists.

NEW YORK. October 7..The Diamond
Importers' Association has been working
for some time to check smuggling, which
has assumed colossal proportions, accord¬
ing to a report Just made by Ludwig Nls-
sen, the chairman of its customs com¬
mittee. Nearly all the smuggling, ac¬

cording to the importers, is being done
by wealthy tourists becaus3 dealers regu¬
larly In the trade do not dare to take the
risks. Necklaces of pearls, diamonds,
rubies and emeralds and hand-wrought or¬

naments lp exclusive designs, are the ar¬

ticles most commonly smuggled
The value of Jewelry smuggled each

year is estimated at between $2,000,000 and
$3,000,00t>. The reports ask that smug¬
glers captured in the act be punished
more rigorously in the future. Hereto¬
fore It has generally been the custom
simply to seize the smuggled article and
permit the smuggler to go free.
The specific request that the importers

now make is that the federal authorities
enforce a section of the law that re¬
quires offenders to pay the government as
a penalty, triple the value of a smuggled
article, while the article itself la for¬
feited.

KING EDWARD IS DEAF

HIGH GRADE MICROPHONE
MADE FOR HIS USE.

NEW YORK, October 7..Three sets of
artificial hearing instruments were ship¬
ped to Buckingham Palace, London, Sat¬
urday, says the London Times today, for
the use of King Edward and Queen Alex¬
andra. The latter has long suffered from
deafness, but the fact that King Edward
Is hard of hearing. It Is stated, will be a

great surprise to the public generally.
The Instruments have been made so as

to enable the king and queen to talk to¬

gether without the use of a trumpet or

horn. The transmitter, or sound concen¬

trator, will be attached to the clothing of
the royal couple. The sounds are focused
on the concentrator In the same manner

that the rays of the sun are focused by
means of an ordinary reading glass. At
this point of focus Is placed a supersensi¬
tive microphone, which takes up the fo¬
cused or magnified sounds and conveys
them to the ear by means of a small silk-
covered tinsel cord, through which an

electric" current is conveyed, by a small
battery to an earpiece, which Is held to
the ear.
The batteries are carried in the pocket,

being about three Inches high and an inch
and a half In diameter. The earpiece Is
somewhat smaller than the ordinary tele¬
phone earpiece, but highly sensitized and
can be hidden in the hand.
The only visible part of the Instrument

Is a portion of the silk cord which con¬

nects the concentrator with the earpiece.
