He
remained In the hospital for sixteen
months, and on recovery was assigned to
duty in Washington. Tn he married
Miss Marv von Ruhl. who died fotn
vears ago."

King, as a member of the.board, was re¬

ceived and accepted, he having een

transferred from the Dumbarton Avenus
M. E. Church to tiie pastorate of the

People's Church, Boston. Dr. Franklin E.

Hamilton, recently elected chancellor of
the American University, was elected to
rill the vacancy. t

Messrs. Satterlee. Clark and Gilbert
were appo nted a committee to arrange
the plans for the anniversary of the so¬

ciety to be held in this city in April next.
Dr Gi'bert, the secretary, read his semi¬

annual report, which'was ordered to be
tiled He had done work in West \n-

ginia, Indiana. Illinois. Pennsylvania and
the District of Columbia, lecturing,
preaching, holding institutes and form¬
ing classes: The showing as to Washing¬
ton was regarded as particularly encour¬
aging. Three classes have been formed,
meeting in Hamline M. E. Church, St.
Steuhen's Episcopal Cliurch and rsoiin
Carolina Avenue Methodist Protestant
Church. These classes have enrolled
about 130 students, representing thirty
churches. They have an extensive facu
tv. aggregating twelve, and are under
the direction of a board of local super-
visofs of twenty-five. The school there¬
fore represents in supervisors, faculty ana
students ne&rly 200 persons.

Dr. Gilbert presented the draft of a

plan for a negro branch of the society,
which was unanimously adopted altei
careful consideration. Tho plan provides
for an extensive work among the colored

'people of the United States, designed to
enlist them in more find better Bible.
study It Is proposed to engage the lead¬
ers of this race in efforts to direct and
stimulate such study and to urge the peo-'
pie to conform their lives to Biblical
ideals. The belief is that the many noble
men among them, united in such efforts,
may exercise a most salutary .influence
in this rlirection. and so help to elevate
and advance, the race.

Dr. Gilbert was detailed for three
months as commissioner to labor in the
southern states in this behalf and to
bear greetings to the colored people from
the regents. It was determined to raise

$1,500 to cover the expense of such visita¬
tion and to organize the states. A com¬
mittedwas appointed to aid the secretary
in this undertaking.Prof. George I>.
