Yesterday, fol¬
lowing the publication of the presidential
argument supporting the omission of "In
God We Trust" from the new coins, there
was quite a rush on banks, saloons and
other local financial depositories by es¬

The
most attractive thing about the coin is
the large bird which roosts on one side
and which, precedent and custom label¬
ling it an eagle, bears out the truth of
that ancient art adage that intense and
concentrated homliness is akin to beauty.
But the eagle of the coin is not the
eagle of commerce, that magnificent bird
of prey and freedom found in some aeries
and all zoos. The American eagle is a
large full-blooded biped with a rough
voice and a violent Umper. The eagle of
the coin seems to be sick and lias pants
on. If it is true, as reported, that a
tame live eagle posed for the designer of
the coin, then that eagle must have had
a sense of humor. That's the generally
accepte.d explanation among those who
have seen the new coin, even at a dis¬
tance.
The other side of the coin is also at¬

tractive, showing as it does the head of
a masculine young woman, clad in
rooster feathers and a far-away ex¬
pression. The composition does not center
by reason of the fjathers, leaving alto¬
gether too much blank space to be any¬
thing artistic. Around the edge o the
coin, instead of the familiar "milling"
is a row of stars, poorly stamped, and
showing between them at irregular in¬
tervals the marks of die jointure.
At a distance of three feet the new coin

to the layman looks like a cross between
a pure food show souvenir ai.d a m-dal
offered at the annual Y. M. C. A. indoor
meet for the hundred-yard dash.
But it is doubtless artistic."

worthy of being the central ligure in the
brilliant scene in the crowded Guildhall
as he rose to sp*»ak and held for twenty
minutes the great audience riveted in
breathless silence.
With the Hats of Kgypt hanging loos-

above his head, neightior of the senii-
folded I'nlon Jack I.ord Crom-r stood
out clear, clean cut and satisfying em¬

phatically an aristocrat and a man And
he spoke with the voice of a man. For
the first five minutes or so every syllable
could be h ant everywhere over the great
hall. The enunciation was perfect. To-
ward the end his voice fail *d a little, and
it was not so * asy to catch every part »»f
a sentence, though he made use ot a

glass of water.
It was a scene ni -morable in every way.

where th» central figure was in harmony
with the splendid symbolism about him.
In his speech Lord ''r >ni"r gave in* -r-

esting information about the Kgypt ian
habit of hoarding money. H- 1 ail
heard, he said, of ail Egyptian who dl--it
leaving a fortune of £KOi><Ht, the wlmle
of which was found in gold coin in tli
cellar Another had bought an estate f'>r
.Clil.tKNi. Half an hour aft -r the contract
had been signed he appeared with a train
of donkeys bearing on their backs the
whole of that sum.
Lord Cromer's audience seemed amused

to hear of these hoarding methods. But
he did not, a man familiar with Egypt
tells me. relate why the Egyptians still
follow the saving habit of antiquity by
burving their money wli#n there are sev¬
eral trustworthy financial houses in
Egypt. The Egyptian may be represented
to "the British public as incapable of gov¬
erning his own country, but he is, unde¬
niably one of the most careiul men in the
world for looking after his own money.
The fact is the oriental peoples, who are

exposed to the domination of the occi¬
dental powers, are afraid of losing their
means of living through confiscation In
case of complications of a grave political
nature arising. After the Franco-Rus¬
sian war a section of the Algerian people
revolted against French rule, and France,
after suppressing the revolt, confiscated
SOO.lKXi hectares of land and 30,000.) 00
francs. The circumstances may npt be
the same in Egypt, but so long as the
English occupation continues Egyptian
distrust of the foreign control of their
country, and in consequence of money
deposited in banks, will not be dissipated
from the Egyptian mind.

Future of Queenstown.
During the past few months it has

been freely rumored thai Queenstown is
to be abandoned as a port of call for
Atlantic mail steamers. The American
assistant postmaster general was recently
in England investigating this question,
and it was said that as a result of his
visit the abandonment had been definitely
decided upon. This. I am informed by the
director of mail contracts at the general
post office, is entirely incorrect. "So far
as tha British post office Is aware." said
he. "there Is no foundation whatever for
the statement In question."
From other authorities 1 learn that the

abandonment of Queenstown would in¬
volve the surmounting of many serious
difficulties and the conduct of certain deli¬
cate negotiations. Moreover, it has not
yet been proved that the time saved.
only a few hours.would Justify the dis¬
location of the existing arrangements.
At present it takes from two to four hours
to transfer the mails from the steamers
to Queenstown railway station, according
to the weather and other varying con¬
ditions. The train and boat service thence
to Holyhead occupies between eight and
nine hours; the run from Holyhead to
London between five and six.
Now the Lusitanla can steam from

Queenstown to Liverpool In about ten
hours, so that a few hours might be saved
if this ocean (Iyer were to proceed direct
from New York to Holyhead or Liverpool.But all mail steamers are not Lusitanias
and all companies are not organized in
the same manner. Moreover. tl«e Ameri¬
can Post Office Department controls the
eastern mail services and has tlie power
to vary both steamer and ports at its ab¬
solute discretion. The British post of¬
fice and steamer companies could only-offer suggestions, which would, of course,
be accorded due consideration.
On this side Serious inconvenience would

ari3e were the malls not regularly landed
at some stated port, and this naturallyincreases the difficulties of making anychange. Altogether, although the aboli¬
tion of Queenstown may perhaps appeardesirable from certain slandpolnts. the
change does not appear imminent. Should
it ultimately be decided upon it would not
only prove a serious blow to Queenstown.the Irish railways and Ireland generally,but would also necessitate the reorganiza¬tion of the English railway services con¬
cerned.

Another Royal Engagement.
There is high authority for stating that

Princess Beatrice of Saxe-Coburg has re¬
cently bicome betrothed to Prince Alfon¬
so of Spain, and that the formal intima¬
tion of this engagement will shortly be
published. The princess Is the youngest
daughter of the late Duke of Saxe-Cofcurgand is therefore a niece of King Edward.
The bridegroom-elect is a son of Don An¬
tonio of Bourbon and stands in near prox¬
imity to the Spanish throne.
Prin£ess Beatrice is in her twenty-third

year, and reports were at one time In cir¬
culation that she was to marry Prince
Arthur of Connaught. These were, how¬
ever. promptly contradicted. She is a
close friend of the Queen of Spain, and it
was while staying at th» royal palace in
Madrid recently that this betrothal was
arranged. It is expected in court circles
that her royal highness, accompanied by
her mother, the Duchess Marie of Saxe-
Coburg, will shortly visit this country,in order lo pre-pare for reception into the
Roman Catholic Church, since a menvber
of the reigning house of Spain may not
marry outside that religion. If present
arrangemrnts hold good the wedding Is
likely to take place in Madrid in the early
part of next years, when it Is possiblethat King Edward and Queen Alexandra
may be present.

Bishops and Insurance.
The fortune of £44.<K><) which the late

Bishop of Chichester has left behind. Is
rather greater than the run of episcopal
estates. The late Bishop of Chichester,
however, was a Wllberforce. and the Wil-
berforces are a fairly well-to-do family.
I'nless a bishop has a large private for¬
tune he can save little out of his epis¬
copal income, even though that income
be considered large. Bishops' savings are
generally made by way of insurance,
but unless a bishop secures his appoint¬
ment fairly early in life the premiums
on bis life policies become very heavy.And yet. not many years ago. good Chris¬
tian people objected to life insurance on
high religious and mora! grounds Arch¬
bishop Benson left a fortune of about
the same amount as the late Bishop of
Chichester. On the other hand the late
