Chancellor Case Before Board
of Education.

REHEARING RESUMED JAN. 2

No Further Delay to Be Granted the
Superintendent.

CHANGES IN PUBLIC SCHOOLS

Promotions, Appointments, Trans¬
fers and Acceptance of Resigna¬

tions.Leaves Granted.

In granting the postponement of the
trial of Dr. William E. Chancellor, super¬
intendent of public instruction, until
Thursday, January 2, at 3 o'clock, the
board of education, in an order entered of
record at its session in the Franklin
School building yesterday, specified that
"the trial shall then proceed witihout any
adjournment on account of the absence of
Superintendent Chancellor." The resolu¬
tion in this form, made by W. D. Hoover,
provoked discussion and called for a state¬
ment from Attorney Fulton in behalf of
the defendant, but the order was adopted
by unanimous vote. The board authorized
Dr. Chancellor to leave the city in the
meantime to recuperate from his illness.
Routine business was transacted by the
board after the date for the resumption of
tihe trial was fixed.
The presentation of the certificates of

Drs. C. L. Bliss and T. L. Macdonald.
stating that Dr. Chancellor was gaining
strength, but that it was advisable for him
to go out of the city for a complete
change was the first item considered, and
Attorney Stuart McNamara, counsel for
the board, advised that a postponement
until January 2 be granted. The motion,
as stated above, was then made by Mr.
Hoover.
Capt. Oyster pointed out that by Janu¬

ary 2 the trial will have been pending
seven weeks. He said the board has been
laboring wibh patience and that because
the hearing is dragging along It required
much time of the board members and is
very wearing. He added that he thought
that the superintendent ought to help the
board to close the case.

Resents a Charge.
"We have been charged with railroading

a sick man through by persecution," he
said, "but such is not the case. We have
granted postponements on account of his
Illness, and he has our sympathy." He
declared that the board must carry out
the law, and it has tried to do so. He
asked the board's counsel if the board had
deviated from the law in any particular.
"I gave over WH) opinions on the law to

the board last year," replied Mr. McNa-
mara. "I think that is sufficient evidence
that the board has tried to live up to the
law. I know of no places where the
board has tried to deviate from the law."
Mrs. Terrell at this point declared the

critics are saying that the board has de¬
termined to dismiss the superintendent,
and it is holding a trial which is nothing
more than a farce, and she asked arv'ex-
planation from Mr. McNamara on that
point.
Mr. McNamara in reply pointed out

that the proceedings before the board did
not constitute a trial such as a trial in a
court of law, but constituted a hearing
As the law says that the superintendent
can be dismissed for "adequate cause."
and as the word "cause" in this connec¬
tion implies that the superintendent shall
have a hearing, at which time he will be
given a chance to disprove the acts upon
which his proposed removal is based, the
board Is giving Dr. Chancellor a hearing.
The law presupposes that the board is
convinced that the superintendent should
be dismissed before it gives him a hear¬
ing, he stated.

Mr. Fulton Heard.
Mr. Fulton rose next to speak on the

motion as to the postponement and the
proposition to resume the trial absolutely
January 2. He stated that so far as the
superintendent and his counsel are con¬
cerned, everything has been done to facil¬
itate the trial. He said that twice he
has requested delays to allow him to get
ready, but he was denied the postpone¬
ments on both occasions. He continued
the trial, then, he stated, and even pre¬
sented evidence for the defense in order
to facilitate matters. Therefore he sug¬
gested that, inasmuch as it is not certain
that Dr. Chancellor can appear January
2, the board should not commit itself to
resume the trial on that date, whether
Dr. Chancellor Is present or not.
"Question, question." came from several

members of the board as soon as Mr. Ful¬
ton ceased speaking, and when the motion
was put by President Oyster, it was car¬
ried unanimously, and the trial will pro¬
ceed Januarv 2.
After a brief recess to allow for meet¬

ings of committees, the board was called
to order for routine business. When the
report of the superintendent was called
Secretary Hine reported that there was
none.

. ."He is slighting us," remarked Capt.
Oyster.

, ,A request from the committee on school
gardens was next presented, asking that
repairs be made to schcfol yards ana
lawns, looking.to the beautification of the
school grounds. The request was re¬
ferred to the Commissioners, who have
the disbursing of the appropriation for
school repair work.
The promotion of First S'Tgt. Robert

Brooks of Company D of the Cadets to
be second lieutenant Company D, and of
Second Sergt. William Evans of Company
C to be first sergeant of Company D,
were approved. It was reported that
Second Lieut. Eldridge Hawkins of Com¬
pany D has resigned.
A report was also made that the man¬

agement of the Corcoran Gallery of Art
has given permission for a reception to
be held there by the board of education
to the delegates to the convention of de¬
partment superintendents of the Ameri¬
can Educational Association in B ebruary.

Division of School Collections.
The Prudence Crandall Society presented

a request for a part of the Christmas col¬
lection in the schools, on the ground that
it supplied shoes and clothing for needy
school children. The board decided to di¬
vide the money between that society and
the Associated Charities, as was done last
year.
A half holiday on the day before Christ¬

mas and New Year was granted to the
clerks.at headquarters. Secretary Hine
was also granted leave of absence for
three days.

, _The only enlivening feature of t>he meet¬
ing came next, when Mr. Cox asked the
board what was best to be done in regard
to certain requisitions for text books and
supplies, which did not bear the signature
of Supt. Chancellor, but instead that of
Assistant Supt. P. M. Hughes.
"If we put in these requisitions for text

books we will be doing. I believe just
what we were charged with doing in the
superintendent's charges filed before the
courts." stated Mr. Cox.
Mr Hughes explained that ue had let¬

ters 'from Dr. Chancellor instructing him
to perform all the duties of superintendent
except those which the law spsctfles shall
he performed by the superintendent. Pror
Evermann explained that the books asked
for in the requisitions were those approved
by the board, and the board decided that
the requisitions, under the circumstances,
were all right and they were ordered to
be put in in the regular way.
Mr. Cox called the attention of the mem¬

bers of the board to the fact that the
rules governing the board and the schools
are printed and ctfples are on hand. The
copies, he said, are provisional and some
changes and additions will be made in
the final draft.

Letters From Teachers.
Mrs. Ellen Spencer Mussey presented

to the board letters from teachers ex¬

pressing their confidence in the board and
praising it for its work for the schools.
One letter was from Miss Clara G. Brew¬
er, principal of the Johnson School, and
signed by all the teachers In the school.

Another was from Miss Blanche Beck-
lmn, principal of the Toner School, and
signed by all the teachers. Cant. Oyster
also presented letters of a similar char¬
acter. one from Miss Flora Hendley. prin¬
cipal of the Seaton School, and signed by
all the teachers there, and another from
Miss Anne Beers, principal of the Wal¬
lach School and signed by fourteen teach¬
ers there. The board passed a resolution
thanking the teachers for this expression
of appreciation, and the letters were or¬
dered to be filed.
Mrs. Terrell suggested that the minutes
