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to be married he wrote of his “brilliant
good fortune in winning such a remark-
able woman.”

Von Moltke Is Called.

BERLIN, December 30.—After a con-
siderable amount of evidence from serv-
ants and others regarding the hysteri-
cal nature of Mrs. von Elbe, a physician
attached to the law courts gave the ex-
pert opinion gathered during the entire
course of the proceedings that he had
not ebserved the least foundation for the
accusation of abnormality against von
Moltke.

After this statement Count Kuno von
Moltke himself took the stand. He de-
clared that he had hardly slept for two
months. He rejected the statement that
he habitually used cosmetics to beautify
his appearance, but sald he had a habit
of using smelling salts. He explained
the notorious handkerchief incident by
declaring that owing to the jealousy of
his wife he refrained for several weeks
from visiting Zu Eulenburg's house al-
though his office was in the building.
After a scene with his wife one day he
pleked up & handkerchief belonging to
Zu Eulenburg and kisseq it fn an affec-
tionate manner to see whether or not this
would provoke an outbreak of jealousy
from the countess.

Dr. Magnus Hirschfeld, who at the
last trial swore that von Moltke was
abnormal. was seversly cross-examined
today and withdrew his previous state-
ments.

The taking of evidence then came to
an end and the case was adjourned. The
Anal pleadings will be heard tomorrow,
and judgment probably will be rendered
Thursday.

TEXT BOOK PURCHASE

VIEWS OF ATTORNEY FOR
BOARD OF EDUCATION.

Assistant United States Attorney Stuart
McNamara, counsel of the board of edu-
ration, stated today that he had examined
the legal phases of the recent action by
the board in approving requisitions for
text books, signed by Assistant Supt.
Percy M. Hughes, and has found that
the action by both the board and by Mr.
flughes was entirely within their author-
ity and therefore legal. Mr. McNamara
takes a view contrary to that of Dr.
Chanecellor, expressed in a letter of pro-
test to the Commissioners.

Mr. McNamara states that. under the
law, the superintendent has the authority
to choose the text books which are to be
uvsed in the schools of the city and that
the board has the authority to purchase
the books. The counse! added that at a
previous meeting of the hoard, Dr. Chan-
cellor had approved requisitions for the
same books called for by the new requisi-
tions.

Therefore, the superintendent accepted
the books as the ones to be used in the
schools. The board, under the law, had
the right to purchase as many of the
books as were needed, and the requisitions
spproved at the last meeting, which have
caused the discussion, were s!mp% for
the purchase of books of which Dr. Chan-
cellor had approved.

EHEAW ON CURRENCY REFORM.

Former Secretary of the Treasury to
Talk to Iowa Bankers.

DES MOINES, lowa, December 30.—
Ex-Becretary Leslie M. Shaw is headed
for Iowa, and wlll address Des Moines
bankers this week on currency reform.
Incldentally he will look Into tihe po-
litlcal situation to see what encourage-
ment might develop in behalf of a
Shaw presidentia] boom. Anticipatory
of his visit, Secretary Shaw wrota the
Des Molines Capital a letter, which
was published Baturday evening, and is
causing a vast amount of comment.

The Capital stated a few days ago
that Ohio or New York was almost cer-
tain to furnish the next republican
candidate. Bhaw's letter combats this
theory &nd declares that individuality
and not geographical location will de-
termine the convention's cholea.

“From Lincoln to Roosevelt.”” he ob-
serves, “it was the man and not the
location which determined results, and
Cleveland was even nominated against
the wishes of an opposing delegation
from his own state.” That Secretary
Bhaw feels this s the time to end the
factional war in Iowa is evidenced by
a warning that “We are net likely to
have a walkover In 1208, and that
“This is not the time for dissensions
within the party ranks." He con-
cludes: s

“The next republican national con-
vention is likely to present a more in-
teresting contest than has been wit-
nessed [or many years. Let us hope
that before it adjourns it will select
that man who best represents the prin-
ciples of the party and the one who
will be most loyal to the principle after
the election, and whose adminlstration
will best conserve the Interests of
ninety million people, regardless of the
state of his birth or state of his choice.”

Mr. S8haw's appeal for harmony Is in-
terpreted here as also reflecting the be-

TAFT'S DAY IN BOSTON

Busy Time for the Secretary
of War Today.

TO MAKE THREE SPEECHES

Address Before 400 Ministers This
Forenoon

ON PHILIPPINES PROGRESS

Recepticn by Leading Hebrews This
Afternoon—Principal Speaker at
Merchants’ Banquet Tonight.

BOSTON, December 30.—Progress in the
Philippines, political. educational and
sanitary, all tending toward ultimate self-
government, wae the basis of the address
of Secretary of War William H. Taft be-
fore 400 Boston ministers this afternoon.
It was Secretary Taft's first public utter-
ance since the completion of his tour
around the world as well as the first of
three addresses he was to make In Boston
today.

Secretary Taft spent considerable time
in refuting the arguments of the so-called
anti-imperialists, the majority of whose
advocates, he seemed to think, belonged
in Boston. He sald that with only 7 per
cent of the inhabitants sufficiently edu-
cated to understand self-government it
would be dangerous to give the lslands
over at this time. He placed ultimate
self-government not earller than a genera-
tion, or perhaps two of them.

He sald that great progress had been
made in the last five years, but that the
movement of education was heid back
by lack of funds. He hoped that the is-
lands would not be glven up entirely to
sugar or tobacco industry. because both
were controlled more or less by policies
of the business world. He considered
that the hemp Industry was the most
lucrative, while he strongly advocated
the removal of the American tariff on
sugar and tobacco from the FPhilippines.
Mr. Taft was warmly greeted by the au-
dience, and several leading divines, who
spoke briefly, referred to his political fu-
ture and expressed the hope that he
might become President.

The principal object of Mr, Taft's visit
to Boston was the fulfillment of his prom-
ise to speak tonight before the Boston
Merchants' Association; but reaching the
city several hours before that event he
decided to address the ministers and to
attend a reception at the Elysium Club,
a Jewish organization. .
Between times he was the personal
guest of his brother-in-law, Samue] Carr.

Meets Many in Other Walks.
Becretary of War Taft made his first
public utterance since his world circling
tour in this city today. Although com-
ing to Boston principally as the guest of
the Merchants' Association, Secretary

Taft consented to meet many persons
in other walks of life, and a program
which included a brief address to leading
ministers at the regular Monday morning
gathering of Congregational divines and
a reception by the Jews of the city at
Elysium Club in the afternoon was ar-
ranged.

Upon leaving the train from Washing-
ton at 7 a.m. Secretary Taft was driven
to the home of Samuel Carr, a Boston
banker and a relative of Mrs. Taft. There
breakfast was served, but only a few
persons outside of the immediate family
were present.

An hour or two later several members
of the executive committee of the Mer-
chants' Associatlon called at the Carr
residence in connection with the ban-
quet in the evening. It was expected
that a brief automobile trip would occupy
an hour during the forenoen before the
ministers’ meeting, but a heavy rain-
storm prevented.

At the Merchants' Association tonight
a reception and banquet will be held pre-
ceding the speechmaking. Five hundred
members and guests will participate. Je-
rome Jones, president of the assoclation,
will preside. The state will be represented
by Lieut, Gov. Eben 8. Draper, and Mayor
Fitzgerald will respond for the city. Gov.
Guild will not be uwble to attend. He has,
however, extended the courtesies of the
state to the association, and also an invl-
tation to Secretary Taft to dine with him
at the Algonguin Club, but the invitation
had to be declined, as the Carr family had
planned a reunion at the noon hour.

In addition to Mr. Taft., Representative
Swager Sherley of Louisville, Ky., a warm
friend of Mr. Taft. will make an address.
Representative Sherley sald that he did
not intend, llke many southerners, to
speak about the southland, for, being a
part of the United States, he considered it
more appropriate for a southerner to talk
upon subjects vital to the country rather
than local grievances. His subject will be
“QOver-legislation.”

Among the prominent guests who will
be present tonight are Judge Francis G.
Lowell, justice of the United States dis-
trict court; George H. Lyman, collector
of the rt; George A. Hibbard, mayor-
elect; Marcus F. Knowlton, chief justice
of the supreme judicial court of Massa-
chusetts; Lucius Tuttle, president of the
Boston and Maln ralir ; Capt. William
Swift, commandant of the Charlestown
navy yard; Edward C. Mansfleld, post-
master of Boston, Maj. Edward Burr;
John F. Crocker, president of the Boston
chamber of commerce; John G. Cobb.
president of the Boston associated board
of trade; Representative Samuel L. Pow-
ers, Samuel Carr, who will entertain the
Secretary: Amory A. Lawrence, ex-presi-
dent of the Boston Merchants’ Assocla-
tion, and Attorney General Malone and
others.

Early tomorrow morning Becrétary Taft
will go to Millbury, where he will spend
most of the day with his aunt. He will
take an afternoon train for Providence
and after fulfilling several engagements
there will take a night train to Washing-
ton.

PLOTTING AGAINST FORAKER.

Certain Leaders United in Effort to

Defeat Him for Re-Election.
Speclial Dispatch to The Star.

CLEVELAND, Ohlo, December 30.—That
a coalition, the object of which is to bar
Senator Foraker from returning to the
United States Senate, has been formed by
Gen. Charles Grosvenor, defeated a year
ago tor re-election to the national house
from the eleventh Ohlo district; Harry M.
Daugherty, leader for two years of the
anti-Foraker forces in the state, and once
aspirant for the governorship, and George
B. Cox, all-powerful boss of Cincinnat!
and .Hamilton count'es, with a few othérs
thrown in, Is indicated by messages to
local practical politicians. These mes-
sages are directing the fight in this county,
the hub of the fArst battle between the
Foraker and Taft forces.

The messages show that the three, each
of whom would be senator, are united in
an effort to wreck Senator Foraker's pres-
tige, and are willing to fight out the suc-
cegslon among themselves after Foraker
ls eliminated. The three control Cox,
Hamilton and adjacent countles, Gros-
venor's Athens, and two or three others of
the eleventh, and Daugherty’s four or five
delegations. With them it is planned to
unite to help Taft get the Ohio presiden-
tlal delegation, with the distinct undsr-
standing that Foraker shall not ga!n the
senatorship by an eleventh-hour agree-
ment with Taft.

This suspected plan of the Cincinnatl
senator to abandon his presidential fight
at the last moment to obtaln assurance of
returning to the 8enate is bothering the
would-be senators, and they purpose, mes-
sages shown Indicate, to make use of
their combined strength to hold Secre-
tary of War Taft to the position he al-
ready hag taken, when BSenator Dick
sought to patch a truce, “Nothing savor-
ing of a deal can be made. [ cannot agree
to the indorsement of myself for the presi-
dency and of Benator Foraker for re-
election.”

Already down-state politiclans are being
lined up quietly for one or the other of
the three senatorial aspirants, while Re
resentative Theodore E. Burton, closest to
Taft, is waging his own campaign quietly.
It is understood that Cox is to withdraw
in favor of Grosvenor.

MOVEBY THETAFT MEN

CONFERENCE CALLED BETWEEN
SENATOR DICK AND VORYS.

"COLUMBUS, Ohio, December 30.—
There will be another conference here
between Senator Dick and Arthur I.
Vorys, the Taft manager, New Year
evening regarding the call for the republi-
can state convention.

SHOOT AT BALLOONS.

New Target Practice Necessitated
in Modern Warfare.

BERLIN, December 30.—The artillery
branch of the German army is at present
carrying out a serles of interesting experi-
ments in gun fire at Juterbog. The fire of
field guns is being directed upon captive
steerable airships. The results of the ex-
periments are beink kept secret, but it is
expected that they will furnish valuable
data for use in future warfare.

The navy already has had considerable
practice in firing upon captive spherical
balloons towed by torpedo-boat destroy-
ers. These targets were moved quickly in
every direction. giving the impression that
the balloons were maneuvering in the air.

Three Days’ Imprisonment De-

throned His Reason.
PITTSBURG, December 30.—After be-
ing imprisoned for three days in Ellsworth
mine No. 1 at Ellsworth, thirty miles
from here, John O'Millian, twenty-six
years old, a Slav miner, was released
from his underground dungeon a raving
maniac today. ®e was taken to the
county home at Arden.
O'Milllan went to work last Thursday
in a small room off the main entry of
the mine and ignited -hls blagt. The
charge proved so strong that it loosened
enough earth to cause a fall which
blocked effectually exit from the room.
All his efforts to attract attention were
in vain, and he might have been entombed
vet but for the accidental discovery of his
plight. A number of mine officlals, while
going through the diggings to see that
everything wus safe, came to the point
where O'Millian was entimbed. ‘They at
once saw that something was wrong.
When the debris was cleared the of-
ficlals were astonished to find a manlac
dash among them from the room, knock
two of the rescuers down and put up a
vigorous fight before he was overpowered.
Nothing could be done for the Slav to
réstore his mental balance. He was in-
sane from hunger and fear.

RUSH TO GET MARRIED.

Many to Start Out New Year as

. Benedicts.
Special Dispatch to The Star.

NEW YOREK, December 30.—There was
a big rush of persons desiring to pur-
chase marriage licenses to the office of
City Clerk Scully in the city hall today.
Hal’ an hour before the office was open
for business thirty-eight young folks bent
on matrimony were lined up in the cor-
ridor of the building, waiting their turn
to buy lcenses.

The law requiring a license to marry in
this state does not go into effect until
January 1, but the corporation counsel
advised City Clerk Scully that he could
sell licenses in advance by dating them
January 1. Accordingly. the sale of li-
censes began last Tuesday. Three were
sold that day. Friday the sales reached
a total of seventeen. The early morn-
ing rush today indicated that all records
for marriages In one day in this city
would be broken.

The fee for a license under the new
law 1z $1, if only one ceremony is to be
performed. Those who want both a civil
anl religious ceremony must take out
two licenses. Many foreigners, especially
Italians, are always married by both
civil and religlous ceremonies, as required
by the civil laws of tleir native coun-
tries. )

At the present time no licanse is re-
quired for marriage in this state. Those
buying licenses today will not be married
until the new year.

Two clerks were busy today issuing
licenses. Two policemen were required to
keep the lines of anxlous ones in order.

A telegram was sent to President Roose-
velt. telling him of the large number
of those desiring to get married on New
Year day and advising him that there
is no prospect of immediate race suicide
in this his native city.

Within an hour after the clerk's office
opened thirty-one licenses had been issued
and the waiting line was still growing
in numbers.

The average number of marriages In
New York county is 38000 per vear. Un-
der the new law ministers, judges, alder-
men and other persons authorized to per-
form the marriage ceremony are still re-
quired to file a certificate In the bureau
of vital statistics of the board of health.

ECONOMISTS HEAR ELY

Addresses Them on Theory of
Labor Legislation.

SOCIOLOGISTS IN SESSION

Race Friction Discussed by Prof.
Btoule of Washington.

IN BEHALF OF WAGE EARNERS

Paper on the Employment of Women
and Children Contibuted by
Commissioner Neill.

MADISON, Wis., December 30.—At a
joint session of the American Economic
Association and the American, Assoclation
for Labor Legislation held here today, the
president of the latter organization, Dr.
Richard T. Ely of the University of Wis-
consin, spoke on “Economlc Theory and
Labor lLegislation.”

Prof. Ely’s Address.

Prof. Richard T. Ely of the University
of Wisconsin spoke on *‘Economic The-
ory and Labor Legislation,” saylng 1in

part:

“An examination of modern theories
of population and wages reveals the ex-
istence of no doctrine which in itself is
antagonistic to labor legislation in it-
self: and, as a matter of fact, it would
be difficult to find such antagonism
among the leading ecénomists of the
worid today. Unboubtedly these econ-
omists would hold most of the proposals
for labor legislation impracticable, and
even visionary; that on the other hand
they agree with substantial unanimity
upon a large number of proposed labor
laws.

“The economic grounds for laber legis-
lation are revealed best when the subject
is approached from the viewpeint of con-
tract or the economic bargain, considered
particularly In its legal aspect with re-
spect to underlying economic causes,

“Contract Is static, not dynamic.
Through contract the actually existing
economic forces manifest themselves with
all their inequalities and injustices. Until
recently economists were inclined to limit
regulation of labor conditions, and es-
pecially hours of toil, to children, young
persons ‘and women, leaving adult men
free to make their own contracts, But
experience has shown conclusively that
while adult males, as a rule, are in a far
better position in the labor contract than
the other classes mentioned, unregulated
tract ddes not always conduce to free-
dom and fair opportunity, but frequently
means bondage 'and degradation, We
must not take the view of state ag some-
thing external stepping in and interfer-
ing with liberty. Its action is rather the
result of the co-operative efforts of men
to determine the conditions of toil and to
enlarge their sphere of economic action.

*Science can draw no arbitrary line be-
tween Iabor legislation for adults and
labor legislation for women and children;
cases must be judged as they arise, on
their merits. Efficiency must be arn ever-
present test.”

CHECKERED CAREER OF KURTZ.
Held in

London on Charge of
Blackmail.

LONDON, December 30.—Carl Ludwig
von Veltheim, known also as Frank
Kurtz, who was uarrested in Paris three
months ago and extradited December 2R
on the charge of attempting to blackmil
Bolly Joel, a South African mining mag-
nate, out of $80,000, was arraigned in the
guildhall today and remanded.

Von Velthijem, who has had an adven-
turous dareer, claims to be a naturalized
American citizen. He has served .in the
German navy and army, was once in the
Bulgarian army, and has had many ad-
ventures in Australia, America and Ja-
pan. He returned to Cape Town in 1897,
and in the following year shot Wolff Joel,
a brother of Solly Joel, dead in his office
in Cape Town. For this he was arrested
and triéd, but pleadedq self-defense and
was acquitted.

Some years after this a body recovered
from the Thames was Identified as that
of von Veltheim by his wife, but later the
adventurer was discovered serving on the
Bechuanaland police.

MYSTERY IS CLEARED.

Body of Missing Indiana Woman
Found in Desolate Woods.

MICHIGAN CITY, Ind., December 30.—
The mystery surround!ng the sudden dis-
appéarance of Miss Imogena Kinner, a
few weeks ago, was cleared last night,
when a Youg man walking in the woods
a few miles east of Michigan City came
upon the body of the girl. The remains
were lying on a bank near a small stream
in a desolate woods. The young lady
came to her death by freezing and starva-
tion.

Miss Kinner was a school teacher in
New York state, and came here several
weeks ago to spend the winter with her
cousin, Frank M. Jones, who is connected
with one of the large manufacturing in-

stitutions.

When found the body was badly frozen,
hence In a good state of preservation.
There are no marks of any kind that
would show that foul play had had a part
in the ending of Miss Kinner's life. The
body was in no way mutilated, and the
features are recognizable. The face, how-
ever, is very red from exposure to the
weather. :

The body was fully dressed in the clothes
worn by Miss Kinner on the evening of
her disappeara::ce. Miss Kinner was forty
vears old and .. native of New York city,
where she was etducated, and later be-
came an instructor in the public echools.
She also taught in Yonkers and Nyack.
Her remains will be taken back east for
burial.

COST OVER $30,000.

Expente Incurred in Investigating
the Brownsville Affair.

The Senate committee on military af-
fairs spent on the investigation of the
Brownsville shooting affray, now 1in
progress, over $30,000 between July 1,
1906, and June 30, 1007, according to the
report §f the secretary of the Senate,
just published. Most of the {tems are
for traveling and other expenses of wit-
nesses, and stand between $100 and 3200
each. The largest item is $3,739, for re-
porting and transcribing the hearings.

The money has been paid out of the
contingent fund of the Senate under a
resolution ssed January 22, 1907. Bince
that time the committee has held a num-
bér of metings and examined a number
of additional witnesses.

CHARGES SUSTAINED

ADMIRAL GOODRICH'S COM-
MENTS ON NAVY CONDITIONS

Special Dispateh to The Star.

CHICAGO, December 30.—The charges
that there are glaring weaknesses in the
discipline and equipment of the United
States Navy, as recently made public in
a magaszine article, were admitted to be
true yesterday by Rear Admiral C. F.
Goodrich, commander of the New York
navy yard, who is considered one of the
braipiest men in the naval service.

Not only are the charges true, accord-
ing to the guarded admissions of the vet-
eran admiral, but_many of the high of-
ficials in the navy, himself among them.
have notified the department at Wash-
ington officially of the existing weak-
nesses.

Admiral Goodrich stopped off in Chicago

Cal. One of the charges in the magazine
article, which was by Henry Reuterdahl.
editor of Fighting Ships and an acknowl-
edged authority on naval matters, was
that *‘criticism is stifled.”” Admiral Good-
rich's first statement corroborated that
much.

“I have heard a lot ahout the charges
made in the article,”” he cgntinued. *I
will say this much. that Reuterdahl knew
what he was talking about. There Is
little in the article that is not true. 1
have a copy of the magazine in my grip
upstairs and have read it carefully.

“I have officially explained myself on
these matters to the departmant at the
solicitation of the Secretary.”

“Were the opinions solicited before or
after the publication of the criticisms?”’
was asked.

“Several weeks ago. And 1 feel sure
that a number of other officers—I didn’t
see the letter, but T have reason to be-
lleve they did—reported the same criti-
cisms back to the department. The Sec-
retary sent us letters soliciting sugges-
tions."

“The critic declared the vesselg are
built too low and the shell-proof armo
belt is below the water lines on pretty
nearly all the fighting ships."” was sug-
gested.

“Yes, that is true,” replled the admiral.

' CENSUS OF CUBA.

Total Population of the Island Is
2,082,282.

The consul general at Havana, Cuba,
reports that the official return of the cen-
sus department of the Cuban government,
made December 18 to the provisional gov-
ernor, shows a total population of 2,0s..-
282, an increase of 509,437, or about 29
per cent over the census of 1898. In the
ratlo of increase the province of Pinar
del Rio leads with 39 per cent, there be-
ing 240,781 population now as compared
with 173,083 in 1809; Oriente (Santiago de
Cuba) comeg next, with o% pér cent, the
population being 457,782, as against 327.-
716 in 1890; Camaguey (ruerto Principe)
is third, with 33 per cent increase, having
a population of 117,432, as against 88,237
in 1809; S8anta Clara is next, with 28 per
cent, having now 457,807 and 336,57 In
1800; Havana province increased 23 per
cent, the population totals belng 518,524
in 107 and 424,811 in 1809, and Matanzas
is last, with 18 per cent increase, having
230,866 in 1907 and 202,462 in 1899,

The resuit of tne census clearly demon-
strates that Cuba is developing along
her natural lines—name.y, in the matter of
agricultural population. This result can be
made subject to interesting analysis as
soon as the population by districts Is an-
nounced.

PEOPLE'S PARTY.

Convention to Be Held in St. Louis
. April 2, 1908.

Mr. Jay W. Forrest, who styles himself
“chalrman of the national provisional
committee,"” with headquarters at Albany,
has sent out a call for a convention to be
held In St. Louis, April 2, 1908, by the
psople’s party, the national provisional
committee, the federated people's parly
clubs, the American Monetary League and
other reform organizations, to nominate
candidates for President and Vice Presi-
dent of the United States.

The call states that the men with the
red blood of American patriotism in their
veins recognize that the machinery of
the republican and democratic party has
heen captured by the corporate money
power of the country. “That anarchy of
corporate greed reaches into every nook
and corner of our land. That law, jus-
tice and equality have become a mockery
and a sham. That our legislative bodles
have become the servile tools of frenzied
financlers. That the taxing powers of
government have been given over to cor-
poration tax farmers as under Louls
of France. That the mocking query of
Wall street to the American people is,
“What are you going to do about {t? We
control both the great political parties."

EARTHQUAKE RECORDED.

Observations at Weather Bureau and
Geodetic Survey Offices.

Willis 1. Moore, chief of the wéather
bureau, has issued the following bulletin:
»A distant earthquake of considerable in-
tensity was recorded by the selsmographs
at the weather bureau this morning, com-
mencing at 12:33 a.m., seventy-fifth meri-
dian time, and lasted for over one hour.
The first preliminary tremors continued
for four minutes and fifty-five seconds,
and the strongest motlon occurred at
12:45 a.m., at which time the actual
movement of the ground at Washington
was about five millimeters.” .

A very heavy earthquake was recorded
on the Instruments at the coast and geo-
detic survey observatory at Cheltenham,
Md., this morning. It began at thirty-
two minutés thirty seconds past midnight,
and lasted two hours. The maximum
displacement was sixty-four millimeters.

TROOPS TO REMAIN

Until Legislature of Nevada Takes

Action.

The White House has received a tele-
gram from Gov. 8parks of Nevada stat-
ing that he has called a special session
of the legislature, Under the terms of
the President’'s telegram to Gov. Sparks
the United States troops will remaln on
duty in Nevada until the legislature has
taken action. If the legislature passes a
resolution calling upon the President for
troops and declarihg that a state of
anarchy and riot exists, the President will
probably be compelled to permit the
troops to remain until the troubles there
are settled. If the leglslature takes no
actlon and makes no requests for troops
they will be promptly withdrawn. With a
request from the legislature for federal
aid the Presldent would be within the
Constitution and law in sending troops,
and would probably have no hesitancy in
doing so.

TO RETURN TO JAPAN

AMBASSADOR AOKI WILL LEAVE
THIS AFTERNOON.

Viscount Aoki, the Japanese ambassa-
dor, who has been summoned to Japan
to give personal information regarding
the emigration controversy with the
United Statées government, called at the
Btate Department today to say farewell
to Secretary Root and the assistant sec-
retaries of state prior to his departure
for Japan. The ambassador, with Vis-
countess Aoki and his personal entourage,

wlill leave Washington by train at 5:45
o'clock thig afternoon for San Francisco,
from which port they will sall for Japan
on the steamship Manchuria Januaiy 7.

A few weeks ago Ambassador O'Brien,
United States ambassador at Toklo, notl-
fied the State Department that Ambassa-
dor Aoki would probably not return to the
United States.

The ambassador added in his dispatch
that Ambassador Aoki would probably pe
succeeded by Kogoro Takahira, former
Japanese minister to the United States,
now Japanese ambassador at Home. Mr.
Takahira was one of the Japanese repre-
sentatives at the Portsmouth peace con-
ference, held at Portsmouth, N. H. In
the summer of 1505, when the treaty
of peace settling the Russo-Japanese war
was negotiated.

Meanwhile, Mr. T. Miyaoka, counsellor
of the embassy, will have charge of the
affaire of the embassy in this city.

WAGE SCHEDULE.

Assistant Secretary Newberry Will
Act on It Tomorrow.

Assistant Secretary Newberry of the
Navy Department this afternoon took up
for consideration and action the reports
of the wage boar<s at all the navy yards
in the United $iates, fixing a scale of
wages for mechanics and other employes
at the respectivie yards for the calendar
year 10u8, in eccoerdance with the scale of
wages pald similar employes by private
establishmen:s .n the vicinity. All these
reports, which iacludes that of the wage
board #t the Washington navy yard, were
submitied to Assistant Secretary New-
berry by Mr. Curtis, chief clerk of the
department, this afternoon and will prob-
ably not be finaliy acted upon before to-
morrow afternoeon.

The new schedules of wages take effect
Wednesday. They vary at the different
navy yards eccording to labor conditions
in the surrounding territory, being higher
on the Pacific ccast than at the eastern
yardas.
