BROWNLOW ON HALE
HOT RETORT ON THE ALLEGATIONSMADE YESTEBDAT.

Representative Wa'.ter Brownlow of
Tennessee todav gave out a hot interview
on the subject of the statement made yes.terdavby his colleague. Representative
Nathan Hale, relative to Tennessee affairs.
"Yes. I read the malevolent statement in

The Star yesterday credited to Nathan
W. Male of Tennessee relative to Tennesseeaffairs." said Mr. Brownlow. "but I
had not intended dignifying the thing
with notice, as its reputed author is hardlyresponsible for anything he says.
"It is a fact well known that I did not

attend our recent state convention' 1 am
a member of tHe national Republican committeeand will be called to sit in judgmentin whatever contests are presented
at Chicago. Any thinking man could foreseetrouble at the Tennessee state meeting.perhapstwo conventions and two
sets of delegates. Having later on to
pass upon the Tennessee contest judicially,I have studiously refrained from discussingtiie matter in advance and do
not care to enter into it now.
"1 have been much misrepresented to

the administration in the past iwo years.
1 do not care to discuss Mr. Hale in connectionwith this. Odium sooner or later
attaches where it belongs. The people of
Tennessee fully understand certain conditionsand alliances in the state inimical
to me and I am content to leave the matterthere.
"I do not know how many federal officeholders attended the state convention.nor the extent of their activities

prior to and at the meeting. I understand,however, that a list is being preparedand a statement covering every
detail as to names, positions occupied, the
parts played in each instance and other
points pertinent to a full exposition. This
statement will perhaps be sufficient proof,
as I learn that it will be sworn to by
reputable citizens in each county, so that
there can be no doubt about the facts.
"Prior to the meeting of the state convention1 urged federal office holders in

my District who were my mentis to stay
away from the convention. I am advised
that only two federal office holders from
my district did attend, and these went
there in the interest of Mr. Hale as a

candidate for national committeeman.
"Hale's reference to members of my

family in office is characteristically contemptible.I like a brave, courageous
foe. who strikes in a manly way, but
there are kinds of men it is well to avoid,
"being forewarned that God Almighty
never made a clean beast with a forked
tongue.
