Coriservative Policy Adopted
by the New Commission.

FAIR TREATMENT PROMISED

Transportation Lines Wanted to
' - Build Up the State.

FALLING OFF IN CAR SERVICE

Decrease of Revenues From Freight.
Labor Cost Increasing—Margin
of Profit Growing Smaller.

ATLANTA. April 10, 1908

Mr. Samuel G. McLendon is recognized
as one of the foremost citizens of Geor-
Eia, a man whom everybody trusts and
honors for his abllity. his integrity and
his public spirit; and when he was ap-
pointed chairman of the railway commis-
sion of this state the officials of the trans-
portation companies drew a long breath
of relief. for they recognized that under
his administration the laws would be ad-
ministered wisely and-justly, without fear
and without favor. ¢ Mr. McLendon has
been a close student of transportation
problems for many years and he brought
to the office knowledge and experience
that were very valuable. He takes a
broad view of the rights of corporations,
and in discussing them talks very much
like Gov. Hughes of New York.

‘““What we want of the transportation
lines in Georgla,” sald Mr. McLendon, “is
to help us build up this state, and we will
encourage and support and assist them
in every lawful measure that points that
way. We recognize that their stockhold-
ers and officials have just as much right
a# any other citizen to the protection of
our laws, to fair and just treatment and
té a reasonable profit on their business:
and, so far as the commission is concei{n-
ed, we propose to see that they have 1L

.**The anti-railway agitation has died
down in Georgia and was never very se-
rious in this state. It has been exagger-
ated in the newspapers. Last year our
legislature passed an act very much like
the public utilties law of New York state,
increasing the membership of the board
of railway commissioners and adding to
their powers. We can now regulate rates,
schedules, train service, speed, etc.: we
can require improvements whenever nec-
essary: we supervige the bookkeeping of
the companles, control franchises and
have almost everything that has to do
with the railway management under our
jurisdiction. The commissioners are
elected by the people for -terms of six
yeass, and I take great satisfaction in the
fact that my colleagues are wise, practi-
cal and impartial men. The law has been
in effect only since August, 1907, but is
working -smoothly and seems to be satis-
factory both to the railway managers and
to the public.

New Passenger Rates.

““Our. new passenger rates went into ef-

fect April 1. They include 2.000-mile’ in-
térchangeable books good for any five
persons on all roads at the rate of “_m
cénts'a mile.- These are called family
tickets. Then we have another 1,000-mile
book. good for the buyer only, for twe
cents a mile. We have a family rate of
two and one-faurth cents a mile and a
straight two. and a half cent rate for local
fares. The rallroads are agreeable and
the public is satisfied.
“Georgia is very prosperous, although
we have narrowly escaped financial trou-
Hles like the rest of the country. The two
best standards of measyrement are bank
and the sale of pestage stamps,
keep up to normal figures and
show an unmistakable, continuous and
healthy increase in business. Atlanta has
diversified industries. Birmingham is de-
pendent upon iron; Augusta on cotton,
but Atlanta is dependent upon nothing in
particular. She does not carry all her
eggs in one basket, and is therefore in a
position to stand a shock better than most
cities. ‘

Conservative Policy Adopted.
“When this commission became clothed
with the powers set out in the act of Au-
gyst 22, 1907, the country was on the
verge of a panic. Indeed, the panic,
whieh has since swept over the country,

was at that time in full activity in New
York, the state of its birth. Endowed
with unusual -authority, charged with
great responsibility and facing a condition

the
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and bot

which threatened dangers that no man
could foresee or forastall, the railroad
commission determined that it would pro-
ceed with caution in the administration cf
its trust. It decided that it was nolL neces-
sary to act regarding anything in precip-
ftate haste. It decided that in all matters
it would take time for ample and deliber-
ate consideration. It was not a revolu-
tionary body and therefore it made no
change in what the o. commission had
done. It has proceeded cautiously, and
we belleve it. has proceeded wiszly. It
has recogniz that the greatest states-
manship of which man is capable is evi-
denced in the ability to preserve and the
disposition to improve.

““The commission recognized the fact
that out of $40,000,000 paid annually by
the people of Goergia for the transpor-
tation of persons and property, nearly
three-fourths of it was spent for lumber.
for coal and for labor: and it also recog-
nizes that the expenditure for these pul-
poses went into our banks and grocery
stores, and furnished a larze portion of
the current money of the state. It was
not disposed to embarrass our transpor-
tation companies in the face of what
appeared to be a coming storm. It is
needless for me to say that the storm
came, and it would also be a waste of
time to undertake to explain why it
came. The same rates of freight and
the same rates of passenger fares now
in force, with the slight reductions in the
lagtter made by the old commission and
rattified by the present commission, were
in force during the year of phenomenau!
railway earnings. It would, therefore. be
foolish for any man to assert that the
railroad eommission of Georgia is in any

avay responsible for the conditions that

now surround our railroads. Business

has fallen off everywhere.

High Tide in Prosperity.

“The year 1907 marked the highest de-
gree of prosperity this country and per-
haps the world has ever experienced.
and, the railroads ‘had their share,” con-
tinued Mr. McLendon. ‘In the United
States there are thirty-eight car service

assoclattions. whose reports show the
movement during the cglendar year 14
of  37.964.476 cars, as against 35,657,880
cars - in 1903, an increase of 2.206,598.
These same associations show for Decem-
ber. 1006, a movemént of 3.030.378 cars,
as-against 2.575.6822 in December, 1907, or
a decrease for the month of 471,936

“Df these thirty-eight associations only
five report an increase for the month of
Detember, 1807. These were the New York
and New Jersey .Assoclation, which, out
af a total movement of 102,788 cars, show
an increase of- 872 cars; the North Caro-
lina Asbociation. which, out of a total
movement of M,087, shows an increase of
sixty-two cars:. the Pacific Assaclation,
which,, in a movement of S6845 °cars,
shows an increase of 5.621; the Pacific
Northwestern Association, which, in a
movement of &3.104 cars. shows an in-
crease of 1,851: while the Southern (or
Louisiana) Association. out of a total
movement of 44,224, shows an Increase of
18,141. These five embrace all the asso-
ciationg that show any increase.

““The Chicago Association shows a fall-
ing off of 32,647 cars, or a decrease of
160 per cent. - The Alabama Assoclation
shows .a decrease of from 42,651 cars to
44.715, or 28.8 per cent. The I'linois and
Jewa .Agsociation shows a falling off of
B7.878 cars. or 30 per cent. The Pittsburg
district shows a decrease of 36. per cent;
the Southeastern Association. embracing
the states of Georgia, Soyth Carolina and
Morida. gshows a falling off of 5.187 cars.
or 7.7 per cent. -

" “These . figures. of course, cover the en-
tire United States. For the fiscal year
ending June ‘30. 1906, the railway com-

‘December.

panies in Georgia alone collacted $36.-
106,555 in earnings. while for the year
ended June 30, 107, they colected $#).-
607,737, an ‘increase of $3.391.181. It is.
therefore, a fact beyvond controversy that
1907 was a vear of enormous traffic and
of widespread prosperity. An examina-
tion of the record. however, shows that
this high-water mark reached during the
fiscal year 1907 was not only maintained
for the calendar year of 1907. but that the
gross earnings of the railroads in Georgia
for the remainder® of the calendar year
show an increase above those of the phe-
nomenal fiscal year of 1907.

Fewer Cars in Service.

“Throughout the United States for the
month of December, 1307, there were
471,956 fewer cars in service than for the
same month in 1908. This decline in
traffic began in the south in November
and Dedember, but, while there was a
decrease of 36.3 per cent in car movement
in the Pittsburg district in December,
the falling off was only 7.7 per cent in
the tervitory of the Southeastern Associa-
tion. I have not been able to get all the
figures. but for the month of January
the decrease in the Pittsburg district as
compared with January. 1907. is 45 per
cent. The decrease in the Alabama dis-
trict is 36 per cent and the decrease in
the Philadelphia district 30 per cent. These
figures, you will understand. are for the
month of January, 1908

“l have given you these figures some-
wha® in detail.” continued Mr. McLendon,
“in order that you mayv measure the ex-
tent to which the recent panic has made
itself felt in railway traffic throughout
th2 United States, and to let you see that
the manifestations of its influence have
been as eceentric as an isothermal line.

For instance, in the territory of the North

Carelina Association there was an in-
erease in car movement of sixty-two
cars, while in the Pittsburg district there
was a decrease of 78842 cars. In the
Louisiana district there was an increase
of 16,141 cars, and in the Illinois and
Iowa district a decrease of 87,878 cars

handled.
““Here is a picture of a business re-
cession as wide as the continent. No

patriotic citizen can rejoice at the gen-
eral falling off of business throughout
the country, and no wise man is going
to improve that situation by shouting
froru the housetops the fool's declara-
tion ‘I told you so! Sensible men try
to meet conditions.

Loss in Net Revénues.

““The <Central Railway <Company of
Georgia showed an increase in its
gross revenues for the s=ix months
up to January 1 of $105.054.30. Tak-
ing the period since which the de-
pression has set in, that is, from

tha first day of November, the reports

from that company show that their net
revenue .for the months of November.
January and February was
5. 848.81 less than the net revenue for

1151] sorresponding months of 1906 and
8oT. ;
“The Southern Railway Company for

the first four months of the current fiscal
yvear shows a decided increase above the
earrings for the same months of last
year. In fact, up to the 14th of Novem-
ber, 1807, the Southern, on its coombined
li.nes. showed an increase of $1.738,000.
Urnder the withering influence of ,the
panic which swept into the south along
in November that increase not only dis-
appeared, but on the first day of March
ihe company was $35¢,Q00 behind its last
yvear's earnings. The earnings of the
Southern Railway Company since the 1st
of January. 1905, show a falling off of
from $130,66G) to $175.000 a week. The
earnings of the Central of Georgia for the
first week in March show a falling off
of £50,600. The earnings of the Atlanttic
Coast Line for the nionth of January
show a decline of $423,000.

*“Now, these facts are somewhat alarm-
ing,”” continued Mr. McLendon. “The
small reduction of gross revenues resuit-
ing from reduced passenger fares does
not begin to account for this large and
general talling off. As a matter of fact,
the only increase which the Southern
Railroad Company shows at the present
time is in its passenger earnings. which
from July 1 to February 29 was $398.977.

Narrow Margin of Profit.

““There has been for several yvears past
a gradual advance in the price of labor
in Georgia, first one and then another of
the labor organizations demanding and re-
celving an increase in the pay of its mem.
bers. The railroads find themselves at th2
present time embarr-ssed with pay rolls
which their employes say must not be
reduced and an income which is constant-
ly on the decrease. The conditions that
surround us call for a display of the high-
est patriotism and intelligence of which
our people are capable. It is a time
when foolish men should remain silent.
It is a time for wise sugges'ions in the
place of wild assertions. The people of
Georgia in their wisdom enacted !ast
year a law which clothes a commission
with all the power of the =state to pro-
hibit imposition by the strong upon the
weak. In ihis day of mighty organiza-
tim;s the individual counts for little. The
legislature cannot administer his property
or protect his rights. because it is too
large a body and meets infrequently. The
courts may offer the individual theoretical
protection, but their intervention might be
worse than the evil of which he complains,
To supply a tribuna! which can hear the
individual at any and all times without
formal restraints and without ceremony,
and a tribuna! clothed as it is wi'h the
power of the state. gapable to administer
speedy justice both to the railways and
the shippers, was the purpose of the state
in incregsing the number and enlarging
the powers of the railroad commission.

“The truth which overhangs the whole
situation,”” said Mr. McLendon. in con-
clusion, *‘is that the lines of cost and com-
pensation nave approached so near to
each other that the margin of profit is
smaller, and under the law of economic
compulsion every man will have to bear
his share of the burden'

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N LABOR CIRCLES

It is understood that John S. Leech.
the newly appointed public printer, sajled

from Manila, P. I, today en route to
Washington. It is the expectation that

he will enter upon hls duties at the gov-
ernment printing office’ about May '15.

In the meantime the employes of the
printery are discu_ssing the new public
printer and his probable program.

Capt. James E. Maynard of the proof-
reading division of the government print-
ing office says he believes Mr. Leech will
bring about a distinct betterment of con-
ditions in the office. >

““The appointment of John S. Leech as
public printer,”” said Capt. Maynard to-
day, “is received with universal satis-
faction by the employes of the govern-
ment- printing office. -Although it will
probably be two months before he arrives
here to take immediate charge, the fact
that the President has appointed.a man
to the position who is a practical printer
in every sense of the word—a compositor,
proofreader, foreman and commercial
printer—has greatly relieved the tension
and uncertainty that has prevailed in the
printing office.

“Mr. Leech is the type of man.-whom
one can work over, with or under with-
out- friction. He has the talent and tact
of _supervising men and having their
friendship. His initiative and executive
ability is splendidly illustrated in_the
building up and management of the Phil-
ippine printing office from its inception to
its present magnificent standard. I pre-
dict for him a harmonifous and successful
administration of the government print-
ing office.”

More than one hundred representatives
and senators in Congress have besn in-
vited to participate in the labor demon-
stration and mass meeting next Sunday
at the Columbia Theater. The affair will
be unfler the auspices of the Central La-
bor Union and Sam De Nedrey, secre-
tary of that.organization, says ‘“‘the solons
will” be' given an opportumity to indicate
where they ‘are at’ on the court injunc-
tion matter.” There will be music and it
is said some of the speakers will pay their
respects to the open shop advocates in the
District.

James Monroe Kreiter says in the
Trades Unionist:

*When ministers of the gospel become
better acquainted with the conditions
which the laboring classes must endure
then will they become the truer preachers.
They must know that it is no sin to find
out the just cause of labor's indifference
to the church in part. Apd when once
truly informed. it is granted, they would

be the wiser to the cause of Christianity. "

Reduction in wages in many manufac-
turing plants in the northern and eastern
states is reported. There have also been
a number of shutdowns of factories, etc.,
In a canvass o/ the country to ascertain
the number of unemployved men dispatches

have been received from many industrial |

centers, with reports of conditions, and
from these it is estimated that more than
1,000,000 men are minus jobs. The reports
indicate more than 600.000 unemploved in
the chief cities and nearly 600,000 in the
states outside the cities.

Word comes from $Springfield, Mass.,
that a wholesale exodus of Polanders to
Europe followed the 10 per cent reduction
in wages in the Chicopee and Holyake
cotton mills. Seventy-five per cent of the
4,000 operatives affected are Polish.

There was a strike of the walters at
the banquet given to William J. Bryan at
Denver last Monday night, and the presi-
dent of the Citizens' Alliance declares that
the strike is the forerunner of what the
union had planned to do during the week
of the democratic national convention un-
less the waiters’ organizaton is recog-
nized in the meantime. The alliance presi-
dent is working to have all the hotels and
restaurants come in under the ‘‘open
shop” banner, thus obviating the probabil-
ity of a possible strike at that time, and
he claims to have the support of manv of
the proprietors. He fails to remember,
however, that democrats are used to being
“*hungry,” so a strike of this character
could scarcely feaze them.—Brooklyn
Eagle.

It is not now believed that the Central
Federated Union of New .York city will
take action at this time looking to inde-
pendent political action. as had been pro-
rosed. On this point Delegate Timothy
Healy, - president of the International
Brotherhood of Stationary Firemen. says,
speaking in relation to the American Fed-
eration of Labor: ‘*‘The action to be
taken by the A. F. of L. politically will
depend on what Congress §loes with our
measures.” Whatever action will be taken
will likely be in the form of supporting
congressmen and others friendly to the
proposed amendments to the Sherman
l3w and working to defeat candidates
who have been opposed to the amend-
ments. 1 do not belleve that any attempt
will be made to form a purely independ-
gegt labor party as a party political

ody."”’

" It is reported frem St: Paul, Minn., that

road, and despairing of reaching an ami-
cable understanding on any other basis,
the committee representing the engineers,
conductors, brakemen, firemen and
switchmen on the Chic3ggo Great Western
have asked Chairman Knapp of the in-
terstate commerce commission and Chas.
