WARM WEATHER TAKES
SNAP OUT OF OARSMEN

All Coaches But Bice Send Crews
Out at Poughkeepsie.

With the exception of Rice of Columbia,
all the coaches took advantage of the
ideal weather conditions lor workouts
yesterday, and put their crews to the
test of time trials. Rice appeared to
think that light work would be of more
benefit to liis men. who have been
worked harder than any of the rest of
the ISO oarsmen in tra'ning on the
Highland-Pouglikeepsie course. It is
characteristic of the Columbia coach to
take time by the forelock, and this year
he apparently has his eighths and fours
at their host speed, and is merely waitingfor Saturday. This do?* not mean
that the Blue and White will be Idle,
however, for there Is a deal of work to
he done in the "finishing '

process and
in the practice of starts.

Snap Taken Out.
This week has brought a decided

i iiiiiiKP in me xemperamre ana parametricconditions, and with them calm
water. The atmosphere is somewhat
humul, and the midday run sends the
mercury away up. so thr.t all the snap
characteristic of the first week of traininghere is out of the air. The smooth
water is welcomed by the coaches, but
the workouts of the oarsmen have to be
adjusted to the change in the weather.
Notification has been sent out to the

quarters of the different crews by the
board of stewards that there will he a
change in the time of tiie races from that
first given out. It has been found that
the turn of the tld* was at first improperlyreckoned, and that to get the best
current for the big events the schedule
will have to be changed. The revised time
is :t o'clock for the four-oared. 4 o'clock
for the freshmen ami ft o'clock for the
varsity eights.
Almost never has a regatta been held

that a complaint has not been registered
by one of the coaches regarding the
course down for their crews in the race.
This year it comes from the Columbia
camp. In the major event course No. 4
fell to the lot of the blue and white. Rice
claims that there is a powerful eddy from
the abutment which materially handicaps
a shell following that course. It is not
only an adverse current, but it tends to
swerve the slender craft from Its proper
direction.

Columbia's Form Best.
In sizing up the present situation the

n iuls are weigning iorm in me naiance
against brawn. Of the three eights that
are now looked upon as possibilities for
the. varsity event, to Columbia Is concededthe best form, while Syracuse and
Pennsylvania are backed rather for their
strength. Not that the blue and white
have not plenty of energy, but that they
are rather characterized by form wtien
contrasted with their rivals. last year
they were the lightest and youngest crew
in the race, and yet style and snap served
them as well as weight apparently.
"Prettlness" and good form are two

different things, and though it has been
proved time and again that the former
is not essential to a fast ere v. if not indeeda detriment in some cases, the latteris one of the fundamentals of the
sport. That is. the men must get their
oars into the water together and pull
straight over the keel. If these conditionsdo not prevail, the boat will not
get the proper Impetus at the catcii. and
the keel will be uneven, causing the shell
to roll.

NEW YORK, June 2.!.-Secretary WtliHani II. Taft has written the following aitlcleon his conception of the presidency
for the current issue of Collier's Weekly.
"In the four years that I have been a

member of the cabinet I have become
familiar enough with the responsibilities
and burdens of the presidency to know
that no man can afford unduly to seek
that great office. If he is attracted by
honor and power aione. without thj^ hope
of being useful, he is unworthy of the
honor and unfit for the use of the power.
He must prefer for the sake of his own

peace of mind never to be President to

being a poor President.
Should Fight for Election.

"Confident that the platform on which
he stands is for the best Interests of the
nation, he is untrue to himself and hia
supporters if he does not fight valiantly
for election after he accepts the leadership.But. of course, he must draw tht
line at any compact which will not leave
him fr'»e of promises and of the control
of any faction.
"The President's duties, clearly outlined

by the Constitution, have grown broader
in their interpretation with the growth
of the country. He should be in the prime
of years, health and vigor. The capacity
for hard work is a better equipment than
genius in mastering the essentials of all
the departments of the government and
undergoing the strain of countless interviews.

Should Keep Near the Feopie.
"He should look not only to those in officehut to those out of office In all

branches of private activity for informationand opinion, in order that he may
arrive at the truth when he is surrounded
by the conflict of interests which come
to him with the fair words of the special
plead* r.
"In many senses, though the most

sought after, he is the loneliest man in
the I'nited States. Klected directly by
the people their representative head, from
them, in tlie sober thought of the majority,he will get his best counsel. Though
indifference or preoccupation with privateaffairs may keep them from attendingprimaries or scanning closely either
candidate or measures, they can center on
the President as their instrument the expressionof their wishes. He should be
always m ar the people in thought and as
near tlieni in person as his position will
permit. In common with the people, he is
human, and lie must ask their charity
for Ills mistakes. When they have teased
to believe in his sincerity ami unriahtness
of purpose, his is a cheerless task. Once
convinced that he has divined and is carryingout their real wishes, neither elated
by ail ephemeral outburst of applause nor
diverted by any outburst of censure, he
must proceed unwaveringly, always by
lawful methods to the accomplishment of
the popular will.

What the Past Teaches.
"From Washington he may learn nobility.fortitude and fort brightness. I.incoln'slife and speeches must be his source

of inspiration when he is misunderstood
and lie has to say to himself, 'Patience
and cheer.* It is easier since we had
Lincoln than it was before to be a good
President, lie set a standard.
"It remained for Roosevelt to prove how

the people will respond to a strong and
true leadership when the hour has eome
for great reforms. The policies which he
inaugurated must be continued and developed.They are right and they are
the policies of the people. For that reasonhis successor may well disregard any
charge or lack of originality if he does
not make an entirely new program of liia
own.

Work Clearly Defined.
"A President at tills time has work beforeliirn clearly defined. The enforcementof tlie law equally against high and

low. the powerful and the weak, should
he his first thought. The danger to our

country from laxity or favoritism in this
is the greatest one we have to face. 7"ho
conservation of our national resource* and
their development for the use of all along
flu* lines of equal opporftoo. must
command his immediate atTt.
should l>c hi- aim to give high ton* hi*
administration, as Roosevelt has, by «urIrounding himself with men of earne-t.
