Eflldwin Will Go Up if Balloon

Is Shipshape.

MANY THINGS TO BE DONE

Engine Is Tested and Works Like
< a Charm.

AEROPLANES ARE COMING SOON

Wright Brothers' Machine Will Arrive
This Week and Herring's
Flyer on August 13.

Maybe Capt. Baldwin's dirigible balloon
will fly this afternoon between 4 and 6.
Maybe it won't.

It all depends on how long it will take
to do certain things.
The big gray silk bag now nods toward

the roof of the balloon house at Fort
Myer. Framework and motor are In place
underneath. There are not more than
;{.017 things to be done now before the big
ship is ready to get out and breast the
breeze. It is merely a question of whether
their accomplishment can be crowded into
the time between now and sunset.
The motor was tried out by Glenn Curtiss,its builder, yesterday. It ran beautifully,with about as much noise as a

machine gun battery. There is sure some
pull to the propeller.
Two husky Signal Corps men had hold

of the frame, which was resting across
n-/-> Iwww «.U a*-. * U. m rv » < t o i*t n r\ Tlia
" UUACft, Wlicil (.lie II1UIUI niai ivu. x itc

frame started to walk out of the door and
take the men with it. The power was
shut off in time to save two promising enlistedmen to the service.

Tying Up Ends.
This morning was partially spent in tyingtlie thousand spidery cords of the networkto the balloon frame. Then weights

had to be adjusted, the rudder shipped,
tlie side planes set and other things.
Then it was safe to take the ship out of
doors.
This was almost an ideal day for a

flight. The gentle breeze was steady and
did not amount to much in strength,
('apt. Baldwin was anxious to make a trial
flight. He would have liked to make one

yesterday, in fact, as it. was the fourth
anniversary of tiie Initial flight of the CaliforniaArrow, the first dirigible flown in
America.
The big silk bag is not yet drum tight,

as it' will be during flight. The balloonet
inside is deflated. A little blower on the
platform can distend this whenever required.so as to take up any slack in the
envelope. Alup when the balloon gets out
in the hot sun the hydrogen will expand
and will fill It to safety limit. Of course,
a little gas will be lost each day by the
big balloon. This is to be compensated
by filling two little signal service balloonsthat will be tarried over to the
cavalry drill grounds and used as reservoirs.

Cheap Hydrogen Plant.
The dirigible test may furnish the War

Department with a hvdrogen-making
plant at a great saving to the government.The signal service has figured for
some time past on establishing at least
one hydrogen-making plant, probably at
Omaha. The cost was about $50,000, almostprohibitive.
Then along came Capt. Baldwin with

his own plpnt. Perhaps not nickel plated
and rounaed off on the corners to the
point of some of the French government
plants. It delivered the goods, or rather
the gas. and did not cost $50,000 or any
appreciable fraction of it.

It is a simple little plant, but the outjcome of many years of experience, experimentsand failures.
The army officers are so much pleased

with it that they are negotiating for the
rights for government use.
With the Wright brothers' flying machine

on the way to Fort Myer, the Herring
aeroplane due in ten days, and the Baldwindirigible ready to fly. the army airshiptests have reached a point of addtd
importance and expectancy.
Capt. Baldwin, assisted by Glenn H.

Curtiss. the eronaut and engine builder
today thoroughly tested the motor and
propeller which will send the new military
dirigible through the air.

Three Air Crafts Together.
It is now most probable that the three

aerial crafts for which the government
has contracted will be at Fort Myer at
the same time. Each airship has many
new features. little. In fact, being known I
about the two aeroplanes.
Orville Wright will fly his machine at

Fort Myer in the government trials at
approximately the same time that his ]
brother Wilbur Wright will fly In the
aeroplane which the Wright brothers
have had in France for the past year.
The machine which is coming to Fort
Myer was built by the Wright brothers
in Dayton. Ohio. \
A. M. Herring, the other government

aeroplane contractor, has worked on the
aerial navigation problem for many years.
It is said he made a flight at St. Joseph. 3
Mich., in November. l&ftR, in a machine
which had many of the principles to be
found in the Wright brothers' aeroplane,
though on a larger scale.

Sounder Sails High.
READVIL.L.E, Mass.. August 3..Tho

Hill observatory has received from Silvernails.N, Y.. "The Sounder" balloon
which was sent up from Ptttsfleld. Mass.,
by H. H. Clayton Tuesday last.
While the records, which were received

intact, have not been worked out in detail,it was stated today that the Sounder
reached a height of six miles and experienceda temperature of more than 30 degreesbelow zero. The Sounder's height
was the greatest so far reached by those
balloons in New England, although In
similar experiments at St. Ix>uls last year
a sounder reached the height of ten miles.
The sounders are small balloons, weighingonly a few ounces and carrying an

aluminum box containing various meteorologicalInstruments for recording the
temperature and wind velocity of the
upper air and the altitude attained.

Archbishop Farley was the largest ever
presented by any American diocese.
The pope knew all about tbe celebration

of the New York diocese last April and
said:
"It is marvelous what you Americans

can do. You make miracles. Indeed the
centennial was a most remarkable rell-
gious event. That is the result of a
church breathing free air and enjoying
real liberty and not being restricted withinthe bounds of certain concordats.''

Pope Sighs Over Bygone Days.
During the conversation the pope recalledMonsignor Farley's visit to him at

Venice in lOOii. remarking: "It is quite differentnow from that day. Then I was
free."
Here the pope sighed as if from grief.

Archbishop Farley, however, found the
pope in splendid health and cheerful. In-
deed, speaking with regard to a cardinal
wno nas not yet come to see him since the
conclave, the pope said jokingly: "It Is
very unkind of him. He put me in prison
here and never came again."
Monsignor Farley also presented Father

G. Evers, the founder of the printers'
mass In New York, to which Institution
the pontiff gave his special blessing.
Afterward the archbishop visited CardinalMerry del Val, the papal secretary

of state, with whom he had a long con-
versation regarding the conditions of the
church in America. The archbishop left
Rome today'for Frascati by automobile,
and tomorrow will go to Castle Gandolfo
on Lake Albano. Returning to Rome
Thursday, Archbishop Farley will present
to the pope the J. J. McGrane pilgrimage,
comprising about J00 Americans, who left
New York July 16. :

The property loss is *5.000,000 in Kernie.

Six thousand inhabitants of that city are

nomeless. The residents have been taken
In train* to places of safety and are now
destitute.
Thousands of dollars have been sent

by western Canadian cities this morning
to the relief of the destitute. Medical
supplies are greatly needed.
Fernle, with Its lumber mills and railwayterminals, is wiped out. The fire is

still raging around Hosmer and Sparwood.Michel Is safe, the wind having
dropped last midnight. If a gale springs
up that city will be again in danger scon.

Seventy men In the camps of the Elk
Klver Company perished
Ten cottages, two coal offices, ihe WesternCanada Grocery, the coal company's

new warehouse are all that remains of
Fernie. Within fifteen minutes of the
Lime the fire broke into the city the place
was a mass of swirling flames.

Catastrophe at Fernle. >

A special from Fernie says:
"As early as 'i o'clock Saturday afternoonthe Fort Steel brewery, the first

large building to catch fire, was burned. .

Houses in the immediate neighborhood
soon caught.
"Though the people turned out imme-

diately to tight the tire, the flames spread
rapidly and the whole place was soon on
Are. Old Town, where most of the
miners resided, soon horned and then the
business portion caught. The larger
residential portion <ame last, after the
tine mills of the Elk River Lumber Companyhad been destroyed.
The West Kernie bridges across Elk

river could not l»e saved. Several people
lost their lives trying to escape over the
burning bridges. The tire spread with
such rapidity that hardly anything was
saved.
Numbers of people fled to the river

banks and sought safety by wading in
the water. Others rati t> the Canadian
Pacific tracks, where spe iat trains were "

waiting to convey the people t<> Michel.
This trip could not be made because the
bridge, it was learned, between iiosmvr
and Michel had burned out.
