ALBERT MOTT, DEAD

BALTIMORE. Md.. August 10..Mr. AlbertMott. "Jerry" to his intimate friends
and admirers, known all over the Unit d
States for the prominent part he took in
the League of American Wheelmen, died
of apoplexy at 11 .'JO o'clock Saturday
night at his home. 230S Chelsea terrace.
Walbrook. He was sixty-four years old.
Mr. Mott's death followed the apoplectic

stroke by a little more than six hour3. He
was stricken at 5 o'clock while attending,
with his wife, the base ball game at the
