Begun After London’s Great Fire of
1136 and in Ashes After 16686.

From the Scientific American.

The church was begun after the first
great fire of 1136, but not finally com-
pleted until 14808. The spire was consid-
ered the handsomest and was the tallest
in Europe, rising to a height of 520 feet
above the pavement. On the top was a
ball supporting a cross and terminating
in an eagle. It was destroyved by light-
ning in 1301. At the west end of the ed!-
fice were two massive towers, one of
which contained a lock-up for ecclesiastl-

cal offenders and was known as the
Lollards’ tower. The bishop’s. palace
was on the north side, and behind it

was the great church of gray friars, on

the site of the cholr of which Christ
Church, Newgate, now stands. At first
old St. Paul's had no cloister, but in 1382
the garden of the dean and chapier was
taken for the purpose and the roof of
the chapter house may bhe detected rising
on the western gide of the soutlh transept.
There was also a =chool for the choir
boys at the east end,

The interior of the cathedra! was very
spacious, but was much blocked up with
monuments. Those to Sir Philip Syvdney,
in the north aisle of the choir near to

8ir Francis Walsingham, and one of
enormous size to Sir Christopher Hatton,
in the south alsle, were there in Shake-
Epeare’'s time. An older tomb was that
of Sir John Beauchamp. popularly be-
lieved to be that of Humphrey, Duke of
Gloucester, who was, hiowever, buried in
8t. Aldban's. “To dine with Duke Hum-
phrey”’ meant to wander dinnerless In the
cathedral nave. St. Paul's was a cathe-
dral of what is known as 'the old
foundation.”” In churches of this type
there was a dean assisted by canons, who
were responsible for dally services. They
were not monks, but ordalned clergy-
men, each of them endowed with an es-
tate. Most of these estates were in the
neighborhoed of London, and the canons,
their owners, lived on them as country
squires. By degrees they all leased away
their prebends, and the modern canons
are specially endowed, but without e-e
tates, The edifice was destroyed In the
greatl fire of 1666, when history recerds
that the lead of it=s roof and rebuilt apire
“ran off llke water.”
