Salvation Army- Arranges to
Feed the Hungry.

RECEIVES MANY APPEALS

Soup, Hot Coffee and Rolls on the
List of Supplies.

NEW SYSTEM OF RELIEF WORK

Maj. Barter Explains What the Or-
ganization Is Doing—At the
Gospel Mission.

Washington is to have a “bread line”
for its unemployed.

The many piteous appeals being made
every day by the hungry and homeless to
Maj. M. Elizabeth Barter, divisional com-
mander of the Salvation Army, and her
officers, has impelled her, she sald today,
to Inaugurate at once a comprehensive
system of rellef work for the poor of the
District of Columbia. In addition to the
establishment of a “bread line” Maj.
Barter will also inaugurate a ‘‘soup line."”
At 7 o'clock in the morning unemployed
men and boys who apply at the headquar-
ters of the Salvation Army, 930 Penn-
sylvania avenue, will be given hot coffee
and rolls. Between 11 o'clock a.m. and
1 o'clock p.m. the unemployed will be
furnished with hot soup, and those hav-
ing hungry families may take some of
the soup to their homes.

Maj. Barter said that .-more than 1,100
women have been rescued from lives of
depravity and taken into the homes of
the Salvation Army throughout the coun-
try in the past year, and are now en-
gaged at honorable employment secured
for them by officers of th& army. This
is but one of the many phases of the
work of the Salvation Army, she ex-
plained. whose motto is that all suffer-
ing poor persons are worthy of feod when
they are hungry, warmth when they are
cold and clothing when they are naked.

Suffering in Silence.

The army is enabled to find many fami-
lies the members of which.are suffering
in silence rather than risk the entry of
their names on any records as paupers or
poverty stricken. Swift relief is extended
to such, Maj. Barter explained, and the
names of those relieved are kept inviolate.
The members of the relief squad of the
Salvation Army penetrate into the noi-
some alleys and tenements of the District
and search out the distressed and starv-
ing and afford them almost instant relief.
There is no delay, once a case is reported,
and soon a lassie or laddie clad in blue
appears on the scene with a supply of
food, fuel or clothing. Several families
that once held high position but are now
reduced to abject poverty have been lo-
cated by the relief squad and their wants
relieved.

Maj. Barter has opened an office in
room 220, Colorado building, from which
the relief work will be directed and con-
tributions will be received and acknowl-
edged. She will also receive philan-
thropic people there who are desirous of
investigating the work that is being aec-
complished by the Salvation Army in re-
lieving the wants of the needy.

About two hundred hungry men and
women were given coffee and sandwiches
preceding the evening service at the Gos-
pel Mission, Pennsylvania avenue between
12th and 13th streets, last evening. A
feature of the service that followed was
the testimonies given by reformed men.

TO STOP PRACTICE.

Plan to Deprive Offending Craft of
Wharfage Facilities—Text
of the Measure.

The Commissioners have approved the
d.rafl of a bill, prepared by the t'nrpm*;t;
tion counsel, to be sent to Congress, pro-
hibiting the use of the District wharves
fr.}r vessels on which prize fighting iz ear-
ried on and providing for terminating the
lease of wharf properiy to vessels upon
which prize fighting has taken place, even
thongh the fights oceur on the bhoat wlien
outside of the limits of the District of
Columbia.

Throngh Maj. Richuard Sylvester, [ar-

bormaster Sutton reported that he went

down the river last fall on the steamer
Jane Moseley and that sIX  sparring
matehes were conducted on the boat

when It was outside the District limits.

The bill provides “that no wharf prop-
erty in the District of Columbia. now or
hereafter leased or let by the Commis-
sioners the District of Columbia or
any other officer acting for or on behalf
of said District, or by their authority to
any person or persons, corporation or cor-
porations, shall be used for the mooring
or wharfage of any vessel, boat, or
steamboat of any description, nor sghall
any such vessel, bhoat, steamboat arrive
or depart therefrom, if upon such boat
steamboat or vessel any prize ﬂghlim.:'.
as defined in the code of law for the Dis-
trict of Columbia. takes place, whether
the same be within or beyond the limits
of the District of Columbia, and if anve
such prize fighting shall take place, as
aforesaid, then and in any and’every such
event the lease or letting of any such
wharf property may be determined by the
Commissioners of the District of Colum-
bia, or any other officer as aforesaid, on
tgn days’ written notice and heming, and
said Commissioners may thereupon pro-
ceed to recover goossession of the sald
wharf property  without any demand
therefor under the provisions of law re-
luting to landlord and tenant.”

COLD WAVE DUE TONIGHT.

Government Own.s Two Spec-
imens of a Zebras.

ONLY ONES OF THIS KIND

Progeny of Gift Frome the Emperor
Menelik. '

YOUNGSTERS GETTING ON WELL

Their Mothers Are Texas Burros
and Much Scientific Interest Is

i Taken in Them.

The Department of Agriculture is the
proud possessor of a zebras—in fact, it
is the proud possessor of two—but what
the plural of zebras is nobody in author-
ity seems willing to say. The fact re-
mains that there are two of them out
at the Agriculture Department experi-
ment station, and they are the first hy-
brids of the zebra born in the United
States and the first of this particular
sort of hybrids born anywhere. The
mothers of these two youngsters were
simon-pure Texas burros, dark colored,
with light points, The father is a greavy,
one of the two zebras sent by the Em-
peror Menelik to this country. The other
died. The Department of Agriculture
was anxious to raise a hybrid from the

greavy zebra, for it was thought ‘that
it might prove-a valuable animal for a
beast of burden, and as there are not
many greavy zebras in captivity it was
lhct: more desirable to have one of his
get.

The greavy is a decidedly larger animal
than the common zebra, and it is to be ex-
pected that the progeny will be a fairly
large animal. One of the zebra's foals
was dropped January 1 and the other in
December. They are both getting on well
and promise to be lively youngsters. They
ought to bhe tough enough in all con-
science, for the zebra is about the tough-
est thing in the horse line in the world,
except the burro, and that is so tough
that the inhabitants of the southwest say

you never see a dead burro; that they |

outlive anything and then don’t die, but
simply dry up and blow away.

The officials are very careful of them
for though the burro is used to all sorts
of weather, it is not known whether
the hybrid foals will take after their
mothers or have the tropical streak of
their father uppermost.

It is believed that they will make valua-
ble animals for the mountain country,
for if they have the good points of both
their parents they ought to be hardier
than a mule and almost though not quite
so big.
