DISCUSS THE JAPANESE.

Church Men’s Club Members Argue
For and Against Exclusion.

A discussion of Japanese immigration
was had at the meeting of the Men's Club
of St. Paul's English Lutheran Church,
Tuesday evening in the church parlor,
corner of 11th and H streets northwest.

J. H. Jones, C. 8. Hyer, H. L. Steven-
=on, Charles Websl, E. A. Fox, and G. F.
Muth argued that the Asiatics should be
confined to Asfa, and that Amerlea should
| be reserved for the Caucasian races. Thelr
| contention was that the peoples of the
| Mongolian race do not readily assimilate
i with Cauecasians, and that the free ad-
| mission of Japanese laborers to this coun-
try would disastrously affect the com-
pensation of wage-earners.

C. B. Bateman, Paca Oberlin, W. W.
Stewart, C. W. H. Browne, J. F. McClain
and R. C. Kremer contended that the
question should be considered from a
broad cathollc standpoint; that there
was room in all countries, particularly in
America, for all classes of people. It was
also argued that if one class of people
was to be kept out because of supposed
undesirableness, all classes in any re-
‘spects undesirable should be excluded; that
the Japanese particularly are a progres-
sive, high-minded class of people much
above the average Inhabitant of other
parts of Asia, and that they are adopt-
in gthe methods of the western world, the
principles of the Christian rfliglon in
large numbers, with the resgult to them
that there is a great uplift among that
people, both as a natiopn and as individ-
uals.

The meeting was well attended. A num-
ber of visitors were present. Maessrs. J.
Allen Hyde and William U. Hutterly were
admitted into membership in the club.
