NEW YORK. March 13..Hugh Mcln.
tosh, who promoted the world's championshipprize * fight between Johnson
and Burns In Sydney, announced before
leaving Australia that he had a purse
of 150.000 to offer for a fight between
Johnson and James J. JefTries if the
two men would consent to fight for the
world's championship In Australia.
Mcintosh here last night said that he

would be satisfied to arrange for the
contest to take place In either England.
France or Australia, but preferred Eng-
land. He said his sole purpose In comJing here was to see Jeffries and try to
induce him to take on Johnson. His ofjfer of a 550,000 purse stood, he deIclared.
The promoter was asked why he was

so particular about the condition of his
fighters, and If boxers who were out dt
condition would not draw as big crowds.

"I don't want to pull off a queer
fight," said he. "I've got a reputation to
sustain. I refereed the Burns-Johnson
fight at Sydney because I couldn't find
a man I liked for the Job."
Up to nine months ago, Mcintosh

says, he didn't know anything about
prize fight promoting, but got the idea
he could make money out of it while
the American fleet was at Sydney. He
thought the American sailors would flock
to see a scrap, and so put on a bout
between Burns and Squires.
The American sailors did not show any

great enthusiasm, but Australians flockedto the ringside. Then Mcintosh got
busy and arranged the Burns-Johnson
go. A short time ago Mcintosh was a
caterer and had a roadhouse outside of
Sydney. On the day after the Burns|Johnson fight he woke up to find himselfthe possessor of a small fortune.
Mcintosh says he has a good deal

of respect for Johnson's nerve, and told
of an incident before the fight when
Burns and the negro fighter met at Mcintosh'soffice in Sydney. Burns was
troublesome, and but for Johnson's cool,
headedness there would have been a
roughhouse.
According to the immigration laws of

Australia, Mcintosh had to put up a
bond of $500 to insure Johnson's departurefrom the country within six
months after arrival.
"Why only $50,000?" asked James J.

Jeffries scornfully last night when told
of Hugh Mclntosth's proposal to give a

$50,000 purse for a Jeffries-Johnson battle.Jeffries also took exception to the
Australian promoter's suggestion that
the light take pluce in England.
"This offer of a $50,000 purse doesn't

r look very attractive," he said. "How
about the $200,000 offers? Why, a syndicatein Seattle, backed by responsible
men. had made a bona fide offer of a

purse of $150,000 for a contest at the
Seattle exposition.
"But it is not a matter of money

with me. All tho money in the world
> wouldn't drag me into the ring if 1
thought I was going to be licked. If I
got into shape and thought I could beat
Johnson I'd fight him for nothing.

"I will never enter the ring again nil;less I feel sure I have got back to my
L old lighting form.
